Diversity, Resilience, Hope, and Vulnerability in Queer Migration

Abstract

This workshop explores the complex intersections of diversity, resilience, hope, and
vulnerability within the context of queer migration to Turkey. It examines the unique
challenges faced by LGBTQ+ migrants as they navigate displacement, discrimination,
and cultural adaptation while highlighting the strength and resilience that emerge from
these experiences. Hence participants to the session will explore the vulnerability
inherent in migration processes, particularly how queer individuals experience both
social and legal marginalization, while also emphasizing the potential for
transformation and solidarity in queer migration. This workshop aims to foster a deeper
understanding of the complexities of queer migration, offering both a space for critical
reflection and a platform for sharing strategies of resistance, survival, and
empowerment.

Bu atdlye, Tiirkiye'ye kuir go¢ baglaminda ¢esitlilik, dayaniklilik, umut ve kirillganligin
karmasik kesisimlerini arastirtyor. LGBTQ+ gd¢menlerin yerinden edilme, ayrimcilik
ve kiiltlirel adaptasyonla basa cikarken karsilastiklari benzersiz zorluklart incelerken,
bu deneyimlerden ortaya ¢ikan giicli ve dayanikliligi vurguluyor. Bu nedenle, oturuma
katilanlar gb¢ siireglerinde var olan kirilganligi, 6zellikle kuir bireylerin hem sosyal
hem de yasal marjinallesmeyi nasil deneyimlediklerini kesfedecek ve ayni zamanda
kuir gociinde doniisim ve dayanisma potansiyelini vurgulayacak. Bu atdlye, hem
elestirel diisiinme i¢in bir alan, hem de direnis, hayatta kalma ve gili¢clendirme
stratejilerini paylagsmak i¢in bir platform sunarak kuir gociiniin karmasikliklarina dair
daha derin bir anlayis gelistirmeyi amagliyor.



Couple and Family Therapy from the Perspective of Gender and Social Justice

Abstract

Political regimes and systems are directly related to the psyche of individuals and
society. Since the 1970s, the expanding influence of feminist movements worldwide
has also affected psychological theory and practice. The questioning of why the
knowledge in the field of psychology has been produced by "middle-class, white,
heterosexual men" for "men" and, particularly, the development of feminist
interventions in the area of trauma, have opened a new field within the science of
psychology. Today, that both feminist and queer struggles have revealed “the
personal is political,” has opened the way to relate clinical to political, historical,
social, and cultural contexts. This path has highlighted the need for
psychotherapeutic approaches that address gender-based cultural and social
dynamics at the intersection of the individual's psyche within a biopsychosocial
framework. This need has brought forward feminist psychotherapy approaches,
which aim to eliminate all forms of oppression and inequality to ensure equal
participation for all individuals in society and fair access to resources that regulate
social life (e.g., education, career, health, etc.). The field of couple and family
therapy, by viewing the family as a system and focusing on the dynamics of
relationships within this system, has contributed significantly to expanding the
individualistic context upon which the science of psychology is based. However,
addressing the power differences that both had an impact on the family system and
reproduced within the system in relation to social dynamics has been made possible
through the paradigm shift brought about by feminist and queer struggles. Based on
this change, we will explore how the fundamental ideas and tenets of feminist
family therapy can be combined with systems theory in this presentation, which
takes a post-theoretical approach that turns the psychotherapy process into a social
intervention. Through the exploration of power and equality in relationships, the
elements of a psychotherapeutic process aiming for social justice will be examined.

Ozet

Politik rejim ve sistemler birey ve toplum ruhsallig1 ile dogrudan iliskilidir.
1970’1 yillardan itibaren diinyada feminist hareketlerin genisleyen etkisi
psikoloji kuram ve uygulamalarina da yansimistir. Psikoloji biliminin
bilgisinin neden “orta sinif, beyaz ve heteroseksiiel erkekler” tarafindan
“erkekler” i¢in iretildiginin sorgulanmasi ve oOzellikle travma alaninda
feminist miudahalelerin gelismesi ile psikoloji biliminde yeni bir alan
acilmistir. Giinlimiizde hem feminist hem queer miicadelelerle kisisel olanin
politik oldugunun ortaya konulmasi, psikoloji alaninda da klinik olani
politik, tarihi, toplumsal ve kiiltiirel baglamlarla iliskilendirmenin yolunu
acmustir. Bu yol, cinsiyete dayali kiiltiirel ve toplumsal dinamikleri bireyin
ruhsalliginda biopsikososyal cergeve ile kesisimsel bir bicimde ele alan
psikoterapdtik yaklagimlara duyulan ihtiyaci agiga ¢ikarmistir. S6z konusu
ihtiyag, bir toplumdaki tiim insanlarin hem topluma esit katilimini hem de
toplumsal yasami diizenleyen kaynaklara (or. egitim, kariyer, saglik vb.) adil
bir sekilde erisimini saglamak iizere her tiir baski ve esitsizligi ortadan
kaldirmay1 hedefleyen feminist psikoterapi yaklasimlarini 6ne ¢ikarmistir.
Cift ve aile terapileri alani, aileyi bir sistem olarak ele almas1 ve bu sistem
igerisindeki 1iligkilerin dinamigine odaklanmasi bakimindan psikoloji
biliminin yaslandig1 bireyci baglamin genislemesine 6nemli oranda katki
saglamistir. Bununla birlikte, toplumsal dinamiklerle iligkili bir sekilde aile
sistemini hem etkileyen hem de sistem igerisinde yeniden iiretilen gii¢
farkliliklarinin giindeme alinmasi, feminist ve queer miicadelelerin actig1
yolda gerceklesen paradigma degisimiyle saglanabilmistir. Bu degisime
temellenen ve psikoterapdtik siireci toplumsal bir miidahaleye doniistiiren
teori-Otesi bir perspektifi benimsedigimiz bu bildiride, feminist aile
terapisinin ilkelerinin ve temel kavramlarmin sistem yaklasimiyla nasil
biitiinlestirilebilecegi tartisilacaktir. Iliskilerde gii¢ ve esitlik kavramlarmin
irdelenmesi yoluyla sosyal adaleti hedefleyen psikoterapotik bir siirecin
unsurlar islenecektir.



Women Tracing Their Past: An Analysis on Deterritorialization in New Turkish
Cinema

Abstract

As a concept that has been prominent in academic discourse since the late 1950s,
deterritorialization is a theme frequently used in the field of cinema as well as in
various fields of research. As one of the important concepts of Deleuzian philosophy,
deterritorialization is often associated with nomadism. On the one hand, the notion
signifies not being uprooted from one's roots; on the other hand, it implies not
belonging to one's past completely and not being able to connect with one's past. Since
the feeling of deterritorialization can be used as a powerful tool to understand the inner
worlds of individuals and their relations with their environment, it is thought that it can
contribute to the theoretical framework of analyses in the field of cinema.

In Turkish cinema, which has assumed a new structure since the second half of the
1990s, there have been changes in the choice of subject and theme, the film language,
the production system and screening practices. Changes in the choice of subject and
theme include addressing individual problems rather than social issues. Since the theme
of deterritorialization is thought to shed light on individuals' physical/emotional search
for belonging and identity crises, it can be said that it will offer the opportunity for
analysis in different contexts such as migration, modernisation, cultural conflicts and
the search for individual freedom in cinema. Since women are mostly represented in
New Turkish Cinema not as individuals but as non being woman (De Lauretis, 1990),
this study focuses on the main female characters of three films selected as purposive
samples from New Turkish Cinema with the aim of addressing dispossession from a
different perspective. Depending on the question of where the individuality of the main
female characters in the films Hesitation Wound (Nacar, 2023), Suddenly (Onel, 2022)
and Auf Der Anderen Seite (Akin, 2007) is based, it has been determined that the
feeling of deterritorialization is shaped around themes such as domestic relations,
migration and the search for freedom.



Gecmisinin Izini Siiren Kadmnlar: Yeni Tiirk Sinemasinda Yersiz-Yurtsuzlasma
Uzerine Bir inceleme

Ozet

1950’lerin sonlarindan itibaren akademik sOylemde oOne ¢ikan bir kavram olan
yersiz-yurtsuzlasma, cesitli arastirma alanlarinda oldugu gibi sinema alaninda da
siklikla kullanilan bir tema olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Deleuzyen felsefenin 6nemli
kavramlarindan  biri  olan  yersiz  yurtsuzlasma  c¢ogunlukla  gdgebelikle
ilintilendirilmektedir. Bir yandan koklerinden kopmamaya isaret eden nosyon, bir
taraftan da ge¢misine biitliniiyle ait ol(a)mamay1 ve ge¢misiyle bag kur(a)mamayi
imlemektedir. Yersiz yurtsuzluk hissi, bireylerin i¢ diinyalarini ve cevreleriyle olan
iliskilerini anlamak i¢in giiclii bir ara¢ olarak kullanilabileceginden sinema alaninda
yapilan analizlerin teorik ¢ercevesine katkida bulunabilecegi diistiniilmektedir.

1990’1 yillarin ikinci yarisindan itibaren yeni bir yapiya biirlinen Tiirk Sinemasi’nda
konu ve tema seciminde, kullanilan sinema dilinde, iiretim sisteminde ve gdsterim
pratiklerinde bir farklilagsmalardan s6z edilebilir. Konu ve tema se¢cimindeki degisimler
arasinda toplumsal konulardan ziyade bireysel sorunlarin ele alinmasi da
bulunmaktadir. Yersiz-yurtsuzluk temasinin bireylerin fiziksel/duygusal aidiyet
arayiglarina ve kimlik bunalimlarina 151k tutacagi diislintildiigiinden sinemada gog,
modernlesme, kiiltlirel catismalar ve bireysel 6zglirliik arayisi gibi farkli baglamlarda
analiz olanagi sunacagi sdylenebilir. Kadinin Yeni Tiirk Sinemasi’nda ¢ogunlukla birey
olarak degil olmayan kadin (De Lauretis, 1990) bi¢ciminde temsil edilmesi nedeniyle,
yersiz-yurtsuzlagmay1 farkli bir acidan ele almak hedefiyle, bu calismada Yeni Tiirk
Sinemasi’ndan amacli 6rneklem olarak belirlenen li¢ filmin ana kadin karakterleri ele
almmustir. Tereddiit Cizgisi (Nacar, 2023), Aniden (Onel, 2022) ve Yasamin Kiyisinda
(Akin, 2007) filmlerindeki ana kadin karakterlerin birey oluslarinin nerede temellendigi
sorusundan yola ¢ikilarak yersiz-yurtsuzluk hissinin aile i¢i iliskiler, go¢ ve ozgiirliik
arayisi gibi temalar etrafinda sekillendigi tespit edilmistir.



Double Migrants of the Double Earthquake: Intersecting Vulnerabilities and Syrian
Migrants in Kayseri after the Kahramanmaras Earthquakes

Abstract

The two earthquakes that struck Turkey’s southeastern region on the same day in 2023
have left a trail of widespread destruction across 11 provinces. Turkey's lack of
preparedness for handling such a large-scale catastrophe resulted in a variety of
vulnerabilities, including forced migration. The earthquake affected region was home to
not only 13.5 million citizens, but also more than 49% of all Syrian refugees under
temporary protection. After the earthquake, 10-20% of the refugees left the region. The
proposed paper argues that the gendered experiences of double migrants, experiencing
two different forms of forced migration like conflict and disaster, are best sources for
understanding, developing and evaluating the gendered needs of population under
humanitarian situations, while adopting rights-based responses to such situations, and
analyses experiences of Syrian migrants who relocated to the city of Kayseri after the
earthquake from an intersectionality perspective. The paper is divided into four parts.
We first briefly introduce both the historical background, and the facts and figures of
the presence of Syrian refugees in both the region and Kayseri. Secondly, we present
their physical security and bodily integrity related experiences during the earthquake
and their stories about how and why they migrated from the region to Kayseri. The
third part is devoted to their experiences relating to their access to shelter, healthcare,
labour market, and education in Kayseri. Finally, we discuss the pre-existing and
intersecting vulnerabilities as the challenges of recovery from the earthquake's impact
in relation to both gendered nature of experiences and the norms of disaster mitigation.

2023 yilinda aynmi giin Tiirkiye'nin glineydogu bolgesini vuran iki deprem, 11 ilde
yaygin bir yikimin izlerini birakti. Tiirkiye'nin bdylesine biiyiik olgekli bir felaketle
basa ¢ikmaya hazir olmamasi, zorunlu go¢ de dahil olmak tizere ¢esitli kirilganliklara
yol acti. Depremden etkilenen bolge, yalnizca 13,5 milyon vatandasa degil, aym
zamanda gecici koruma altindaki tiim Suriyeli miiltecilerin %49'undan fazlasina da ev

sahipligi yapiyordu. Depremden sonra miiltecilerin %10-20'si bolgeyi terk etti.

Onerilen makale, ¢atisma ve afet gibi iki farkli zorunlu go¢ bi¢imini deneyimleyen c¢ifte
goecmenlerin toplumsal cinsiyete dayali deneyimlerinin, insani durumlarda niifusun
toplumsal cinsiyete dayali ihtiyaglarini anlamak, gelistirmek ve degerlendirmek i¢in en
iyi kaynaklar oldugunu ve bu tiir durumlara hak temelli yanitlar benimsedigini
savunuyor ve depremden sonra Kayseri sehrine yerlesen Suriyeli gdgmenlerin
deneyimlerini kesisimsellik perspektifinden analiz ediyor. Makale dort boliime
ayrilmistir. ilk olarak, hem bolgedeki hem de Kayseri'deki Suriyeli miiltecilerin
varligma iligkin hem tarihsel arka plani, hem de sosyal ger¢eklik ve rakamlar1 kisaca

tanitiyoruz. ikinci olarak, deprem sirasinda fiziksel giivenlik ve bedensel biitiinliikle

ilgili deneyimlerini ve bdlgeden Kayseri'ye nasil ve neden goc ettiklerine dair
hikayelerini sunuyoruz. Ugiincii bdliim, Kayseri'de barinma, saghk hizmeti, isgiicii
piyasasi ve egitime erisimleriyle ilgili deneyimlerine ayrilmistir. Son olarak, hem
deneyimlerin toplumsal cinsiyete dayali dogasi, hem de afet azaltma normlar1 agisindan
depremin etkisinden kurtulmanin zorluklarini 6nceden var olan ve kesisen kirilganliklar

lizerinden tartisiyoruz.



Wither Away The Family? Feminist Responses To The Familialist Anti-Equality And
Anti-Freedom Discourses

Abstract

This paper delves into the emerging debates surrounding the concept of family within
the feminist movement in Turkey. Through the examination of 30 interviews with
feminist activists and policymakers and critical frame analysis of 30 documents from
two recent feminist campaigns, we present the following arguments: Firstly, while the
reinvigoration of feminist theorization and mobilization in the 1980s brought
significant attention to the issue, feminist activism has, until recently, remained
relatively silent on the subject of the family and its political implications in public
discourses. We propose that the resurgence of this debate is largely driven by the
escalating anti-feminist and anti-gender discourses, wherein the discursive frame of
“threats to family” is utilized to express opposition towards pro-feminist policies and
social progress. Secondly, our analysis reveals that the debate among the feminist
movement community is far from being resolved. Some activists advocate for the
rejection of the family as the root cause of various forms of violence and
discrimination, viewing it as a means through which the government can legitimize and
legalize these injustices. Others disagree with this anti-family perspective. They either
propose alternative frames that might resonate with a wider audience or suggest
prioritizing other political issues over the family debate, asserting that these issues
demand greater attention and vigilance. The contours of this debate highlight both the
vibrancy and inclusiveness of the feminist movement, as well as the internal fractures
within it. We contend that studying the discourses surrounding the concept of family
contributes to the scholarship on plural feminisms and feminist-anti-feminist
encounters.



Aile Yok Mu Olsun? Esitlik Ve Ozgiirliik Karsit1 Aileci Soylemlere Feminist Yanitlar

Ozet

Bu calisma Tiirkiye'deki aktivist feminist topluluklar i¢inde aile kavrami etrafinda
gelisen tartismalar1 incelemektedir. Calismamizda bu tartismalar1 feminist aktivistler ve
politika yapicilarla yapilan 30 derinlemesine goriisme ve son donemde gergeklesen iki
feminist kampanyadan toplanan 30 belgenin elestirel cerceve analizi iizerinden
incelemekteyiz. ilk olarak aktivist feminist topluluklar arasinda yeniden canlanan aile
tartismasinin baglamsalligina vurgu yapmaktayiz: 1980'lerde giliclenen feminist teorik
tartismalarin ve mobilizasyonun olduk¢a merkezinde yer alan aile temasi, yakin zamana
kadar hareketin gorece sessiz kaldigi bir konuyken son zamanlarda bu tartisma yeniden
canlanmistir. Bu yeniden canlanmay1 aileye yonelik tehditler sdylemsel gercevesi
tizerinden yiikselen feminizm karsiti hareketlere bir cevap iiretme ihtiyaci iizerinden
degerlendirmeliyiz. Ikinci olarak, bu tartismada ortaya cikan ii¢ farkli sdylemi tespit
ediyoruz. Bazi aktivistler ¢esitli siddet ve ayrimcilik bigimlerinin temel nedeni olarak
ailenin reddedilmesini savunurken, aileyi hiikiimetin bu adaletsizlikleri mesrulastirip
yasallastirabilecegi bir ara¢ olarak gormektedir. Digerleri ise bu aile karsit1 bakis
acisina katilmamaktadir. Ya daha genis bir kitleye hitap edebilecek alternatif sGylemler
Onermekte ya da aile tartismasi yerine farkli siyasi meselelere oncelik verilmesini
Oonererek bu meselelerin daha fazla dikkat ve wuyaniklik gerektirdigini ileri
siirmektedirler. Bu tartismanin su an bulundugu noktada, aktivist feminist topluluklarda
ailenin nasil kavramsallastirilmas1 gerektigine dair tek bir cevap olmadigini
gorebiliyoruz. Bu c¢ogulculuk bir yandan feminist hareketin canliligini ve
kapsayiciligin1 gostermektedir, bir yandan da kendi i¢indeki olasi kirilmalara isaret
etmektedir. Bu calisma ile amacimiz aile kavramina dair giincel tartismalart ve
alternatif sdylem Onerilerini inceleyerek, ¢cogul feminizmler ve feminist ve feminizm
karsit1 hareketlerinin etkilesimine dair literatiire katkida bulunmaktadir.



Collaborating to The Fight Against Anti-Gender: Strengthening Our Narratives
Through Academy And Civil Society Partnership

Abstract

This two-hour workshop, which will be conducted in collaboration with DEMOS and
the Women’s Human Rights Association, aims to address the concept of anti-gender,
the importance of combating it, and the role of academic-civil society collaboration in
this fight, based on DEMOS’s report Combating Anti-Gender Narratives: Experiences
of NGOs and Activists. The workshop, facilitated by Sevcan Tiftik and Berfu Seker,
will provide participants with information about narratives constructed in Turkey and
around the world regarding anti-gender discourses, and examine the effects of
anti-gender narratives on women, LGBTI+ individuals, and immigrants. The first part
will discuss what anti-gender is, its global context, why it is important to combat it, and
how academia and civil society can collaborate in this fight. It will also emphasize how
narratives are used to create social change and awareness, and the importance of
research in this field. In the second part, participants will be divided into groups
according to certain themes such as women, LGBTI+, immigrants, animal rights,
ecology and sports, and will discuss and develop research questions on anti-gender,
methods of combating it, and academic-civil society collaboration. Each group will
write short research summaries in line with the questions determined and present them
to each other. The workshop will end with group presentations and mutual feedback.
This workshop aims to increase knowledge and awareness in combating anti-gender,
and to provide participants with the necessary skills for this fight. Participants will gain

competence in developing effective strategies to combat anti-gender discourses.

DEMOS ve Kadinin Insan Haklar1 Dernegi isbirliginde yiiriitiilecek olan bu iki saatlik
atdlye DEMOS’un Toplumsal Cinsiyet Karsiti Anlatilarla Miicadele: STO ve
Aktivistlerin Deneyimleri raporundan hareketle; toplumsal cinsiyet karsitligi kavramini,
bununla miicadelenin 6nemini ve akademi-sivil toplum isbirliginin bu miicadeledeki
roliinii ele almay1 hedefliyor. Sevcan Tiftik ve Berfu Seker tarafindan kolaylastirilacak
atolye, Tiirkiye’de ve diinyada toplumsal cinsiyet karsithigina dair kurulan anlatilar
hakkinda katilimcilara bilgi sunacak, toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti anlatilarin kadinlar,
LGBTI+lar ve gd¢menler iizerindeki etkilerini inceleyecektir. Ilk kisimda, toplumsal
cinsiyet karsitliginin ne oldugu, kiiresel baglami, bununla miicadelenin neden 6nemli
oldugu ve akademi ile sivil toplumun bu miicadelede nasil igbirligi yapabilecegi ele
almacaktir. Ayrica anlatilarin toplumsal degisim ve farkindalik yaratmada nasil
kullanildig1 ve bu alanda yapilan arastirmalarin dnemi vurgulanacaktir. Tkinci kisimda,
katilimcilar kadin, LGBTI+, gé¢men, hayvan haklari, ekoloji spor gibi belli temalara
gore gruplara ayrilarak toplumsal cinsiyet karsitligi, miicadele yontemleri ve
akademi-sivil toplum isbirligi iizerine tartigmalar yiiriitecek ve aragtirma sorulari
gelistireceklerdir. Her grup, belirlenen sorular dogrultusunda kisa arastirma ozetleri
yazacak ve bunlar1 birbirlerine sunacaktir. Atdlye, gruplarin sunumlar1 ve karsilikli geri
bildirimlerle sona erecektir. Bu atdlye, toplumsal cinsiyet karsitlig1 ile miicadelede bilgi
ve farkindaligi artirmayr amaglamakta olup, katilimcilara bu miicadele i¢in gerekli
becerileri kazandirmayi hedeflemektedir. Katilimcilar, toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti

anlatilarla miicadelede etkili stratejiler gelistirme konusunda yetkinlik kazanacaktir.



Claiming Women's Epistemic Authority in Science and Technology: Case Studies of
Women Engineers in Turkey

Abstract:

Feminist epistemology has emerged as one of the most radical critiques of science.
Focusing on the processes of production, interpretation, and legitimation of modern
scientific knowledge, it has shown how science is deeply gendered in various ways.
Since the 1970s, scholars in this field (e.g., Harding 1986; Wajcman 1991; Cockburn
1988) have shown how women have been excluded from knowledge production in a
variety of ways and how their capacity to produce knowledge has been consistently
denied. Although women have been active in the history of science and innovation,
they are often neglected and rendered invisible. Knowledge and technologies associated
with women have often been devalued as local knowledge, considered non-technical, or
dismissed as anti-scientific. The gender binary system identified women with
irrationality, dependency, and emotionality, while associating men with rational
thinking, independence, and self-control. All this contributed to the exclusion of
women from science and innovation. Feminist epistemologies, however, have gone
beyond debates about how to increase the number of women and have pointed to the
need for a systemic change in the masculine culture of science. With a solid critique of
the claim to objectivity, it sought a "stronger objectivity" (Haraway) to overcome
gendered constructions of science. My paper discusses the notion of "epistemic
authority" based on in-depth interviews with women engineers in Turkey, collected as
part of the TUBITAK 1001 project on women in STEM in Turkey (2024-26). It will
analyze the examples of mistrust that women have experienced in their professional and
educational lives.



Bilim ve Teknolojide Kadinlarin Epistemik Otoritesine Sahip Cikmak: Tiirkiye'deki

Ozet:

Feminist epistemoloji, bilimin en radikal elestirilerinden biri olarak ortaya ¢ikmustir.
Modern bilimsel bilginin {iretim, yorumlama ve mesrulastirma siireglerine odaklanarak,
bilimin c¢esitli sekillerde nasil derinlemesine cinsiyetlendirildigini gdstermistir. Bu
alandaki akademisyenler (6rnegin Harding 1986; Wajcman 1991; Cockburn 1988)
1970'lerden bu yana kadinlarin bilgi liretiminden ¢esitli sekillerde nasil dislandiklarini
ve bilgi lretme kapasitelerinin nasil siirekli olarak reddedildigini gostermislerdir.
Kadinlar bilim ve inovasyon tarihinde aktif olmalarina ragmen, genellikle ihmal edilmis
ve goriinmez kilimmiglardir. Kadinlarla iligkilendirilen bilgi ve teknolojiler genellikle
yerel bilgi olarak degersizlestirilmis, teknik olmadigi diisiiniilmiis veya bilim karsiti
olarak reddedilmistir. ikili cinsiyet sistemi kadmnlari mantiksizlik, bagimhlik ve
duygusallikla 6zdeslestirirken, erkekleri rasyonel diisiinme, bagimsizlik ve 6zdenetimle
iligkilendirmistir. Tiim bunlar kadinlarin bilim ve inovasyondan dislanmasina katkida
bulunmustur. Ancak feminist epistemolojiler, kadin sayisinin nasil artirilacagina iliskin
tartismalarin 6tesine gegerek eril bilim kiiltiirtinde sistemik bir degisim ihtiyacina isaret
etmistir. Nesnellik iddiasinin saglam bir elestirisiyle, bilimin cinsiyet¢i yapilarinin
iistesinden gelmek icin “daha giiglii bir nesnellik” (Haraway) arayisina girmistir.
Makalem, Tiirkiye'de STEM'de kadmlar konulu TUBITAK 1001 projesi (2024-26)
kapsaminda Tiirkiye'deki kadin miihendislerle yapilan derinlemesine miilakatlara
dayanarak “epistemik otorite” kavramini tartismaktadir. Kadinlarin profesyonel ve
egitim hayatlarinda yasadiklar1 glivensizlik 6rneklerini analiz edecektir.



A Literary Genre of Women’s Writing: “Self-Defense Murder Narratives”

Abstract

When examining the studies of crime associated with women in the late Ottoman
period, the crime of “iskat-1 cenin” (abortion; Balsoy Erkaya, 2015) and the records of
“women poisoning their husbands” in the Nizamiye Court archive (Aykut, 2010) are
noteworthy. Ebru Aykut emphasizes that women, traditionally positioned as “victims”
in male-dominated crime studies, can also be perpetrators of crimes, highlighting the
sexual politics embedded in the definitions of “crime” attributed to women. She
identifies a common defense in female murderers’ criminal records as a practice of
seeking a “right to life” against the patriarchal system and male violence. This study,
which captures the manifestations of this finding in Turkish literature, focuses on the
murder narratives of female authors and suggests a new literary sub-genre for women’s
crime literature, which has been confined to the genre of “love and adventure novel” by
the male-dominated literary canon. These female murderer narratives in women’s
writing, which could be defined as “self-defense murder narratives,” dismantle the
“heroic male” prototype produced by Eugene Sue in his novel Les Mysteres de Paris
(1842-1843), which is considered a foundational text of detective narratives. They
subvert the classic detective novel’s curiosity element, which revolves around the
question, “Who is the killer?” by declaring the female character’s agency at the very
beginning of the text, dedicating the entire narrative to critiquing the male tradition that
necessitates a self-defense act. In these texts, there is neither “love” nor “adventure”;
instead, there is a struggle for the “right to life” by female characters who seize agency
against male violence. We can begin this literary genre with Halide Nusret’s serial
stories (“The Serial of Women Murderer”, 1923). In this context, this study attempts to
restore the literary and political value that women’s writing deserves by highlighting
these narratives, which are neither recognized in literary historiographies nor in literary
studies.

Modern hukukun kurumsallagmasinin ardindan gelisen sug tarihi ¢alismalarina goéz
atildiginda, ge¢ Osmanli donemi itibariyle kadinlarla iliskilendirilen sug¢ kayitlari,
Giilhan Balsoy Erkaya’nin giindeme getirdigi “iskat-1 cenin” (kiirtaj; 2015) ve Ebru
Aykut’un inceledigi Nizamiye Mahkemesi arsivinin “kocasini zehirleyen kadin”
sicilleriyle (2010) baslatilabilir. Aykut, kadinlara isnat edilen “su¢” tanimlarina
miindemig¢ cinsel politikanin 6tesinde, sug tarihi caligmalarinin daha ziyade “magdur”
konumuna yerlestirdigi kadinlarin da sugun “faili” olabileceklerini vurgular. Cinai sug
kayitlarina gegcen savunma metinlerindeki ortak gerekcenin, patriarkal adalet sistemine
giivensizlik ve erkek siddetine karsi bir “hakki-1 hayat” arama pratigi oldugunu tespit
eder. Bu tespitin Tiirk¢e edebiyattaki tezahiiriinii yakalayan bu ¢alisma, eril kanon ve
erkek egemen edebiyat kamusunun ‘“polisiye roman” (yahut ge¢ donem Osmanl
yazininda bagvurulan bir diger atifla “cinai roman”) tlirlinden diglayarak, “ask ve
macera romani” tiiriine hapsettigi kadin yazarlarin cinayet anlatilarina odaklanir. “Nefsi
miidafaa cinayeti anlatilar1” olarak adlandirabilecegimiz bu metinler, polisiye
anlatilarin  “kurucu” metni olarak degerlendirilen Eugene Sue’niin Paris Esrart
(1842-1843, Les Mysteres de Paris) romaninda lrettigi “kahraman erkek™ prototipini
lagveder. Klasik polisiye romanin “Katil kim?”” sorusuna odaklanan ve katilin kimligini
metnin kapanisina saklayan merak Ogesini ters yiiz eder; kadin karakterin failligini
heniliz metnin basinda ilan ederek, tiim metni bir mesru miidafaa hamlesinin miisebbibi
olan eril gelenegin elestirisine ayirir. Bu metinlerde ne “agk” ne de “macera”; fakat
erkek siddetine kars1 failligi ele geciren kadin karakterlerin “hakki-1 hayat” miicadelesi
vardir. “Nefsi miidafaa cinayeti anlatilari”ni1, Halide Nusret’in bugiine dek i1skalanmis
“Oldiiren Kadinlar Serisi” (1923) iist bashgi altinda tefrika ettigi hikayeleriyle
baslatabiliriz. Bu baglamda bu calisma, bir “edebi tiir” olarak degerlendirmeyi 6nerdigi
kadin yazinina 6zgii bu anlatilara, ne edebiyat tarihi yazimlarinda ne de mevcut
edebiyat arastirmalar: literatiirlinde taninan; ancak kadin yazininin “polisiye roman”
yapisinda anlatisal oyunlarla gedikler acarak hak ettigi edebi ve politik degeri iade
etmeye calisir.



Gender and Disaster Management in Turkey: A Strategic-Relational Analysis of the
State Response to the February 2023 Earthquakes

Abstract

This study examines the dynamics of the lack of gender sensitivity in the actions
taken by central and provincial authorities in response to the earthquakes that struck
southeast Turkey on February 6, 2023. It employs the concept of the “gender
selectivity” of the state as an analytical tool to explain why the Turkish
government’s disaster risk governance strategy is not informed by a
gender-responsive approach. Our analysis is based on a comprehensive review of
the disaster governance policy documents produced by the national government,
and the provincial agencies of the earthquake-affected region. We argue that
unequal gendered social relations of power that are structured in the Turkish state
apparatus underpin the absence of gender sensitivity in the government’s disaster
governance strategy.

Bu c¢alisma, 6 Subat 2023’te Giineydogu Tiirkiye’yi vuran depremlere merkezi ve
yerel otoriteler tarafindan verilen yanitlarin toplumsal cinsiyet duyarliligindan
yoksun olmasint incelemektedir. Calisma, Tiirkiye’deki afet risk yonetiminin
toplumsal cinsiyete duyarli bir yaklasimdan yoksun olmasmi agiklamak icin
“devletin toplumsal cinsiyet seciciligi” kavramini analitik bir ara¢ olarak
kullanmaktadir. Analizimiz, ulusal hiikiimet ve depremden etkilenen bolgedeki
yerel kurumlar tarafindan iiretilen afet yonetimi politika belgelerinin kapsamli bir
incelemesine dayanmaktadir. Bu calismada, Tiirk devlet aygitinda yapisallagmis
toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi iliskilerinin, hiikiimetin afet yonetim stratejisinde
toplumsal cinsiyet duyarliliginin olmamasinin temelinde yattigini1 6ne siiriiyoruz.



Women’s Coalitions in Turkey: The Case of Women’s Platform for Equality

Abstract

The opposition to gender equality policies is growing in Europe and on a global
scale, with increasing attacks on gender norms and violations of women’s and other
minority rights. These attacks on gender equality are also important aspects of
democratic backsliding. Studies have scrutinised anti-gender mobilisation and
responses in Central and East European countries and the formation of coalitions
within these processes. However, the literature has not adequately addressed how
gender equality actors form alliances to resist these attacks in Turkey.

This paper will analyse and theorise the consequences of opposition and attacks on
gender equality by focusing on how anti-gender pressures have pushed gender
equality actors to form alliances in Turkey. It intends to explain the alliance
formation in times of democratic backsliding by looking at the case of Women’s
Platform for Equality (Esitlik I¢cin Kadin Platformu-ESIK). Drawing on digital
ethnography, 1 argue that ESIK illustrates a case of solidarity building under
restrictive conditions and crises. The processes of building solidarities that are key
to alliance formation can be explained by four factors: contextual conditions,
intergenerational and intersectional social ties, hybrid online and offline protest
practices and frame bridging. Turkey is considered a case of significant democratic
backsliding, and anti-gender mobilisations become particularly visible within the
polarised political context. Thus, Turkey presents a good laboratory case to examine
responses to anti-gender pressures and the potential of alliance to resist democratic
backsliding, given the fact that the opposition to gender equality and LGBTI+ rights
untangle in tandem with democratic backsliding. The paper also draws attention to
the challenges of alliance formation in polarised contexts.



Tiirkiye’de Kadin Koalisyonlar:: Esitlik i¢in Kadin Platformu Ornegi

Ozet

Avrupa’da ve kiiresel Olcekte toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi politikalarina karst muhalefet
yiikselmekte, toplumsal cinsiyet normlarina yonelik saldirilar ve kadin ve diger azinlik
haklariin ihlalleri artmaktadir. Toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine yonelik bu saldirilar aym
zamanda demokratik gerilemenin de 6nemli bir boyutunu olusturmaktadir. Calismalar,
Orta ve Dogu Avrupa iilkelerindeki toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti mobilizasyon ve tepkileri
ve bu siire¢lerde koalisyonlarin olusumunu incelemistir. Ancak literatiir, Tiirkiye'de
toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi aktorlerinin bu saldirilara direnmek i¢in nasil ittifaklar
kurdugunu yeterince ele almamuistir.

Bu makale, toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine yonelik muhalefet ve saldirilarin sonuglarini,
toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti baskilarin Tiirkiye’de toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi aktorlerini
nasil ittifaklar kurmaya ittigine odaklanarak analiz edecek ve teorilestirecektir.
Demokratik gerileme dénemlerinde ittifak olusumunu Esitlik Icin Kadin Platformu
(ESIK) 6rnegine bakarak agiklamay1 amaglamaktadir. Dijital etnografiden yararlanarak,
ESIK’in kisitlayict kosullar ve krizler altinda bir dayanisma insasi1 6rnedi gdsterdigini
savunmaktadir. Ittifak olusumunun anahtar1 olan dayanisma insa etme siiregleri dort
faktorle agiklanabilir: baglamsal kosullar, kusaklar arasi ve kesisimsel sosyal baglar,
hibrit ¢evrimigi ve ¢cevrimdisi protesto pratikleri ve ¢ergeve kopriileme.

Tirkiye, demokrasinin onemli Ol¢liide geriledigi bir vaka olarak goriilmekte ve
toplumsal cinsiyet karsit1 eylemler kutuplasmis siyasi baglamda 6zellikle goriiniir hale
gelmektedir. Dolayisiyla, toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi ve LGBTI+ haklarina y&nelik
muhalefetin  demokratik  gerilemeyle birlikte ortaya c¢iktigi g6z Oniinde
bulunduruldugunda, Tiirkiye, toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti baskilara verilen tepkileri ve
ittifakin demokratik gerilemeye direnme potansiyelini incelemek i¢in iyi bir 6rnek
sunmaktadir. Makale ayrica kutuplagmis baglamlarda ittifak olusturmanin zorluklarina
da dikkat ¢ekmektedir.



Sperm Bank Debates and National Masculinist Restoration in Millennial Turkey
Burcu Mutlu

Abstract

In the last half of the 2000s, news of famous single women getting pregnant abroad
through sperm banks became a current issue in Turkey. In 2010, changes were made to
the existing legal regulations and the application abroad, and even mediation of
donation practices which were already prohibited on the national level, were also
prevented. Thus, Turkey became one of the first examples of this transnational
reproduction ban, which it put into effect at a time when it was promoting pro-natalist
population policies. Although the 2010 ban also covered egg donation practices, public
interest focused more on sperm banks.

The “sperm” debates shaped on the media-law-medicine axis shed light on the
ideologies and norms of gender, reproduction, family and kinship in terms of the
biopolitics of assisted reproductive technologies in Turkey. In this paper, I will discuss
which discourses and practices were highlighted and normalized by the media
discussions surrounding the 2010 legal regulation, and which discourses and practices
were marginalized and rendered invisible. Furthermore, I will go beyond the othering
representations in the media and focus on the experiences of those who resorted to
these practices despite the ban. To this end, I will draw on interviews and ethnographic
observations I conducted in an IVF clinic in Northern Cyprus after the 2010 ban
(throughout 2015).

In this paper, I focus on the following fundamental question: While the 2010 ban
evolved into discussions of “protecting Turkishness” through the image of “single
women who get pregnant with foreign sperm,” does it also point to a national
masculinity crisis through the image of “foreign sperm” that is imagined as foreign and
othered, and sexualized and masculinized through its reproductive potential? I will try
to answer this question using Deniz Kandiyoti’s concept of “masculinist restoration”
(2013). My aim is to discuss the 2010 transnational reproduction ban, which came into
question through sperm banks, as a reflection of the national masculinity crisis in the
context of Turkey’s national (and transnational) reproductive policy, which is shaped
around the axis of neoliberalism, neoconservatism, new familism, and
hetero-patriarchal pro-natalism.



Milenyum Tiirkiyesi’nde Sperm Bankasi Tartismalar: ve Ulusal Eril Restorasyon

Tirkiye’de 2000’lerin son yarisinda {inlii bekar kadinlarin yurtdisinda sperm bankasi
yoluyla hamile kaldiklar1 haberlerinin giindeme gelmesiyle, 2010 yilinda mevcut yasal
mevzuatta degisiklik yapildi ve yurticinde halihazirda yasak olan donasyon
uygulamalarina yurtdisinda bagvurmak ve hatta aracilik etmek de engellendi. Boylece,
Tirkiye pronatalist niifus politikalarini tesvik ettigi bir donemde yiiriirliige soktugu bu
ulusotesi lireme yasagiyla diinyadaki ilk ornekler arasina girdi. 2010 yasagi yumurta
donasyonu uygulamasini da kapsiyor olsa da kamusal ilgi daha ¢ok sperm bankasina
yogunlagti.

Medya-hukuk-tip ekseninde sekillenen “sperm” tartismalari, Tiirkiye’deki lremeye
yardimct teknolojilerin biyopolitikas1 agisindan cinsiyet, lireme, aile ve akrabalik
ideolojisi ve normlarina 151k tutmaktadir. Bu bildiride, 2010 yasal diizenlemesi etrafinda
medyada donen tartigsmalarin hangi sdylem ve pratikleri 6ne ¢ikarip normallestirirken,
hangi sdylem ve pratikleri marjinallestirip goriinmez kildigimi tartisacagim. Ayrica,
medyadaki otekilestirici temsillerin Gtesine gecerek, yasaga ragmen bu uygulamalara
basvuranlarin deneyimlerine odaklanacagim. Bu amag¢ i¢in, 2010 yasagi sonrasinda
(2015 yili boyunca) Kuzey Kibris’ta bir tiip bebek kliniginde gerceklestirdigim
goriisme ve etnografik gézlemlerden yararlanacagim.

Bu bildiride su temel soruya odaklaniyorum: 2010 yasagi “yabanci spermle hamile
kalan bekar kadinlar” imgesi iizerinden “Tirkligli koruma” tartismalarina evrilirken,
ayni zamanda yabanci olarak tahayytil edilip Gtekilestirilen ve lireme potansiyeli
tizerinden cinsellestirilip erillesen “yabanci sperm” imgesi {izerinden bir ulusal erkeklik
krizine mi isaret eder? Bu soruya Deniz Kandiyoti’nin “eril restorasyon” (2013)
kavramini kullanarak cevap vermeye calisacagim. Amacim; sperm bankasi iizerinden
giindeme gelen 2010 ulusdtesi lireme yasagini, neoliberalizm, neomuhafazakarlik, yeni
ailecilik ve hetero-patriyarkal pronatalizm ekseninde sekillenen Tiirkiye’nin ulusal (ve
ulusotesi) lireme politikas1 baglaminda ulusal erkeklik krizinin bir yansimasi olarak
tartismaktir.



The Ideology of Technique: Ultrasonography and the Female Body

Abstract

As products of the contexts in which they are embedded, technologies cannot be
regarded as separate from the social framework, namely the socio-political and
economic conjuncture. Likewise, technologies are not merely technical objects, but
rather they are ideologically endowed entities with agency that can directly or indirectly
affect humanity's perception of reality. In particular, medical technologies have
influenced and transformed the way humanity perceives both itself and the world. At
this point, ultrasound technologies have been widely discussed by feminist literature,
and the logos of the ultrasound technique that presents the fetus as an ontological unity
in itself has been the subject of numerous studies. Not only do ultrasonography
technologies project the fetus as larger than any other bodily part, but they also enhance
the volume of the heart sounds. In this way, the fetus becomes individualized and
humanized. Ultrasound makes visible what lies beyond the uterus, raising many debates
about abortion and women's reproductive rights. New social, cultural and political
understandings that envision the fetus as a patient, individual, being and human being
are provoked through ultrasound. Therefore, seeing the body through ultrasound means
interpreting the body with certain social, cultural and political connotations and thus it
is not an act unladen with value. This presentation will introduce the rapidly advancing
feminist literature on the ultrasound technique and will present the debates on
ultrasound and abortion in Turkey based on semi-structured interviews with 27
physicians from various medical specialties who employ ultrasound technologies. In
doing so, this work will also trace the commodification of the practice of
ultrasonography and will illustrate its transformation into an object of consumption.



Teknigin ideolojisi: Ultrasonografi ve Kadin Bedeni

Teknolojiler, igine gomiilii olduklar1 baglamlarin birer {irlinii olarak toplumsal
cerceveden yani sosyopolitik ve ekonomik baglamdan bagimsiz diisiiniilemezler. Keza
teknolojiler salt teknik nesneler olmanin ¢ok otesinde, insanligin gergeklige erisimini
dogrudan veya dolayli olarak etkileyebilen faillige sahip, ideolojiye ickin varliklardir.
Ozellikle de tip teknolojileri, insanligin hem kendisini hem de diinyay1 algilama
bi¢imini etkilemis, doniistiirmiistiir. Bu noktada ultrason teknolojileri de feminist
literatlir tarafindan c¢okga tartigilmig, fetlisii kendi igerisinde ontolojik bir biitiinliik
olarak sunan ultrason tekniginin /Jogosu birgok esere konu olmustur. Keza
ultrasonografi  teknolojileri, fetiisi, yalnizca herhangi bir viicut pargasini
yansitacagindan daha biiylik gostermekle kalmaz; ayni1 zamanda kalp seslerinin hacmini
arttirarak sunar. Boylelikle fetiis, bireysellesir ve insansilagir. Ultrason, rahmin ardini
goriilebilir kilarken kiirtaj ve kadin iireme haklarma iligkin bir¢ok tartismayir da
beraberinde getirir. Fetiisii kendi igerisinde bir hasta, birey, varlik, insan olarak tahayytil
eden yeni sosyal, kiiltiirel, politik anlamlar ultrason dolayiminda tetiklenir. Dolayisiyla
ultrason dolayiminda bedeni goérmek, bedeni belli toplumsal, kiiltiirel ve politik
anlamlariyla birlikte okumak anlamina gelir ve deger yiiksliz bir eylem degildir. Bu
bildiri, ultrasonografi teknigi iizerine hizla ilerleyen feminist literatiirii tanitacak ve
ultrason teknolojilerini kullanan ¢esitli tip uzmanlik alanlarindan 27 hekimle siirdiirtilen
yart yapilandirilmis miilakatlara dayanarak Tirkiye’deki ultrasonografi ve Kkiirtaj
tartismalarin1  sunacaktir. Bunu yaparken, bu ¢alisma, ultrasonografi pratiginin
metalagmasinin da izlerini siirecek ve bir tliketim nesnesine donilistimii de drneklerle
somutlastirilacaktir.



Kadem's ""Gender Justice' Notion And Vision Of Neopatriarchal Masculinity

Abstract

Women's and LGBTI+ rights have always been under attack in Turkey, but recent
developments shaped by AKP's attempts to consolidate a pro-family, anti-abortion, and
Islamist gender regime with a religious-moral approach rather than a rights-based
approach, create an atmosphere that needs to be examined in detail. Founded in 2013,
KADEM, a women's rights GONGO, plays a crucial role in this anti-gender backlash.
Positioning its line of action as a challenge to global feminist attempts to impose
Western standards on Turkish society, KADEM defends women's rights from a
culturalist position. Due to its close relationship with the government as well as its
ambivalent attitude in the debate on withdrawing from the Istanbul Convention,
KADEM's place in the gender ecosystem in Turkey deserves to be examined in more
detail.

In our study, we systematically analyze materials such as articles, news and books on
KADEM's website and the videos they prepared on the occasion of November 25, the
Day for the Elimination of Violence Against Women. We consider the roles of men and
the construction of masculinity in these materials as the basis of a kind of
neopatriarchal legitimation strategy of masculinity through traditional "family values".
We aim to illustrate KADEM's attempts to open up more space for women in a
neoliberal society and economy and the advocacy of an Islamic neopatriarchal culture
that legitimizes men's patriarchal roles and duties.

Tiirkiye’de kadin ve LGBTI+ haklar1 her zaman saldir1 altinda olmustur ancak AKP’nin
hak temelli yerine dini-ahlaki bir yaklagimla aile yanlisi, kiirtaj karsiti ve islamci bir
toplumsal cinsiyet rejimini konsolide etme girisimleriyle sekillenen son gelismeler,
ayrintilt olarak incelenmesi gereken bir atmosfer yaratiyor. 2013 yilinda kurulan ve
kadin haklar1 alaninda calisan bir GONGO olan KADEM, bu toplumsal cinsiyet karsiti
geri tepme (backlash) baglaminda ¢ok O6nemli bir rol oynuyor. Eylem ¢izgisini Tiirk
toplumuna Bati standartlarin1 dayatmaya yonelik kiiresel feminist girisimlere bir
meydan okuma olarak konumlandiran KADEM, kadin haklarini kiiltiiralist bir
konumdan savunuyor. Iktidarla yakin iliskisinin yan1 sira Istanbul Sézlesmesi’nden
cekilme tartigmalarindaki ikircikli tavri dolayisiyla da KADEM’in Tiirkiye’deki
toplumsal cinsiyet ekosistemi i¢indeki yeri daha detayli incelenmeyi hak ediyor.

Yiiriittiiglimiiz ¢alismada KADEM’in web sitesinde yer alan makale, haber ve kitap
gibi materyalleri ve 25 Kasim Kadma Yonelik Siddete Karst Miicadele glinii
dolayisiyla hazirladiklar1 videolar1 sistematik bir analize tabi tutuyoruz. Bu
materyallerde yer alan erkek rollerini ve erkeklik insasini, geleneksel “aile degerleri”
tizerinden bir tiir neopatriyarkal erkekligi mesrulagtirma stratejisinin dayanagi olarak
ele aliyoruz. KADEM’in neoliberal bir toplum ve ekonomide kadinlara daha fazla alan
agma girisimleri ile erkeklerin ataerkil rol ve gorevlerini mesrulastiran Islami
neopatriyarkal bir kiiltlir savunusunun ne sekilde yan yana geldigini 6rnekleriyle ortaya
koymay1 amagliyoruz.



The Voice of Women on Power and Powerlessness in Tiirkiye: A Qualitative
Examination

Abstract

This study examines women’s perceptions of power and powerlessness in Tiirkiye, with
a particular focus on how they conceptualize and resist powerlessness. The research
addresses three central questions: How do women in Tiirkiye define the sense of
powerlessness? Do they associate powerlessness with the societal conditions they live
in? What are their experiences of resistance in contemporary Tiirkiye? To explore these
questions, 14 women from Tirkiye were interviewed, providing in-depth qualitative
insights into their lived experiences. The data were analyzed thematically, resulting in
four key themes: (1) Defining Powerlessness in Women’s Voices, which explores how
women conceptualize powerlessness; (2) Disempowerment by Tradition: Conservative
Lifestyle; (3) Disempowerment by Institutional Authority: Neoconservative State
Policies, both of which examine the societal conditions contributing to women’s sense
of powerlessness; and (4) From Powerlessness to Resistance: Pathways of Change,
focusing on women'’s experiences of resistance. The findings reveal that women’s sense
of powerlessness is deeply intertwined with their societal context, where they
experience not only powerlessness but also two distinct forms of power emerging from
their oppressed positions: the power to exist and the power to transform. This study
contributes to feminist psychology literature by emphasizing the relational dynamics
between women’s sense of powerlessness and their marginalized societal position in the
specific sociopolitical context of contemporary Tiirkiye. It offers a nuanced
understanding of how women conceptualize and navigate power, providing valuable
insights into resistance within an increasingly repressive environment.

Bu c¢alisma, Tiirkiye’de kadinlarin giic ve giigsiizliikk algilarini, 6zellikle giligslizliigii
nasil kavramsallastirdiklarin1 ve gii¢slizliige nasil direndiklerini incelemektedir.
Aragtirma ii¢ temel soruya yanit aramaktadir: Tiirkiye’de kadinlar giicsiizliik hissini
nasil tanimlamaktadir? Kadinlar giigsiizliigii yasadiklar1 toplumsal kosullarla
iliskilendirmekte midir? Kadinlarin ¢agdas Tiirkiye’deki direnis deneyimleri nelerdir?
Bu sorular1 incelemek amaciyla Tiirkiye’den 14 kadinla derinlemesine goriismeler
yapilmis ve kadmlarin yasam deneyimlerine yonelik ayrintili niteliksel veriler
toplanmistir. Verilerin tematik analizi sonucunda dort ana tema belirlenmistir: (1)
Kadinlarin ~ Sesinden Giigsiizliigi Tanimlamak, kadinlarin  giigsiizligli nasil
kavramsallastirdiklarin1 incelemektedir; (2) Gelenekle Giigsiizlestirme: Muhafazakar
Yasam Tarzi; (3) Kurumsal Otoriteyle Giigsiizlestirme: Neomuhafazakar Devlet
Politikalar1, her ikisi de kadinlarin gii¢siizliik hissini besleyen toplumsal kosullar1 ele
almaktadir ve (4) Giigsiizlilkten Direnise: Degisime Giden Yollar, kadinlarin direnis
deneyimlerine odaklanmaktadir. Bulgular, kadinlarin gii¢siizliik hissinin toplumsal
baglamla derin bir iligki i¢inde oldugunu, bu baglamda yalnizca giigsiizliik degil, ayn1
zamanda ezilen konumlarindan dogan iki farkli gii¢ bigimini deneyimlediklerini ortaya
koymaktadir: var olma giicii ve doniistirme giicii. Bu ¢alisma, ¢agdas Tiirkiye nin
0zgil sosyopolitik baglaminda, kadinlarin giicsiizlik algilar1 ile toplumsal agidan
Otekilestirilmis konumlar1 arasindaki iliskisel dinamikleri vurgulayarak feminist
psikoloji literatiiriine katki saglamaktadir. Kadinlarin giicii nasil kavramsallastirip
yonettiklerine dair derinlemesine bir anlayis onermekte ve giderek daha baskici hale
gelen bir ortamda direnise dair degerli i¢goriiler sunmaktadir.



The Relationality of Body and Space: A Comparative Study of Ruh Usiimesi and
Yiiriimek

Abstract

In Adalet Agaoglu's novel Ruh Usiimesi and Sevgi Soysal's novel Yiiriimek, “hotel
spaces” are depicted as places where complex relationships are experienced with their
sexual dimension and are instrumentalized by male characters as areas of exploitation
that imprison the female body. The hotel, chosen as the founding location in three
dreams of the novel Ruh Usiimesi, which is considered a room novel and progresses in
nine separate dreams, becomes integrated with an experience that does not coincide
with the perception of sexuality in the mind of the unnamed female character and
becomes repulsive with new, malevolent meanings. Instead of the two characters
equalizing everything, the man breaks this opportunity and establishes a destructive
superiority, creating physical domination in the space and psychologically
manipulating the woman for the permanence of this domination. For the female
character, who previously wanted to perceive the hotel space, which carries a
reactionary atmosphere where sexual corruption is encountered, as a place of
achievement and the ground that has healing effects on the soul, this place now has no
meaning other than a room where nothing is protected and is uncanny. In the
"Touches" section of the novel, it is seen that the woman imagines herself and the man
as a married couple and that they are staying at the hotel for their honeymoon, like the
characters Ela and Hakk1 in Sevgi Soysal's novel Yiiriimek. In both novels, instead of
being a romantic place of rest, hotels enable the continuation of mechanical sexual acts
under the pretext of honeymoon. The sexual fragility of the main characters in Ruh
Usiimesi and Yiiriimek, which reveals the relationship between the hotel space and the
body, can be explained by the confining feature of the space. Being exposed to
objectifying gazes and sexuality in the hotel makes the room, including its walls,
curtains, and all other objects, unsettling. In this study, the effects of spatial experience
on the construction of female subjectivity will be discussed and the
body-space-authority relationship will be founded from Lefebvre's perspective. It will
also be revealed how the physical-psychological struggle of self-identifying female
subjects against patriarchal power relations can enable the reproduction of space.

Adalet Agaoglu'nun Ruh Usiimesi ve Sevgi Soysal’in Yiiriimek romaninda “otel
mekanlar1”, karmasik iligkilerin cinsel boyutuyla yasandigi bir yer bi¢ciminde tasvir
edilip kadin bedenini hapseden somiirii alan1 olarak erkek karakterler nezdinde
aragsallastirilmaktadir. “Oda roman1” addedilen Ruh Usiimesi’nin dokuz ayri1 hayal
seklinde ilerleyen kurgusunun {i¢ hayalinde kurucu mekan secilen otel, ismi
belirtilmeyen kadin karakterin zihnindeki cinsellik algisiyla ortiismeyen bir deneyimle
biitiinlesmekte ve yeni kétiiciil anlamlarla iticilesmektedir. Iki karakterin her seylerini
esitleyecekleri yerde, erkegin bu imkani kirip yikict bir iistiinlik kurmasi, mekanda
bedensel bir tahakkiim yaratmakta ve bu tahakkiimiin kalicilig1 i¢in kadini psikolojik
acidan manipiile etmektedir. Cinsel yozlasmayla yiizlesilen gerici bir atmosferi tagiyan
otel mekaninmi 6ncesinde kazanim alani1 ve ruhu sagaltici etkiler tasiyan zemin seklinde
gormek isteyen kadin karaktere gore bu yer, artik tekinsiz ve higbir seyin korunmadigi
bir odadan baska anlam ifade etmemektedir. Romanin “Dokunuslar” boliimiinde
kadinin adamla kendisini evli bir ¢ift olarak diisledigini ve otel mekaninda Sevgi
Soysal’in Yiiriimek romanindaki Ela ve Hakki karakterleri gibi balay1 i¢in kaldiklarini
gormekteyiz. Oteller, iki romanda da romantik bir dinlence mekani olmak yerine, balay1
bahanesiyle mekanik cinsel edimlerin siirekliligini miimkiin kilmaktadir. Otel
mekanmin bedenle iliskisini ifsalayan Ruh Usiimesi ve Yiiriimek’in ana karakterlerinin
cinsel kirilganligi, mekanin kistirict  Ozelligiyle aciklanabilmektedir. Otelde
nesnelestirici bakis ve cinsellige maruz kalmak, oday1 duvarlari, perdeleri ve diger tim
nesneleriyle birlikte tedirgin edici hale getirmektedir. Bu ¢alismadaysa kadin
Oznelliginin kurulumunda mekan deneyiminin etkileri tartisilacak ve Lefebvre’ci bir
bakisla beden- mekan- otorite iligkisi temellendirilecektir. Ayrica, kendini tanimlayan
kadin Oznelerin ataerkil gili¢ iligkilerine kars1 verdikleri bedensel-psikolojik
miicadelenin mekanin yeniden iiretimini nasil miimkiin kilabilecegi ortaya konulacaktir.



Gendered Relations with Urban Water Spaces in Adana

Abstract

Scrutinizing how the environment is experienced in various ways by people with
different social backgrounds is significant for at least two aspects. On the one hand, it
facilitates a way to trace power dynamics in social relations that organize everyday life.
On the other hand, it can present a perspective to contemplate how certain relationships,
such as gendered relationship with the urban landscape, are materialized in bodily
existence. In the city of Adana, there is a phenomenon that can allow us to speak of
environmental justice issues: In summer, people, particularly young boys and men from
lower-income neighborhoods, enter the irrigation canals and also the Seyhan River to
escape the unendurable hot weather. The relationship with the water goes twofold: there
is the risk of death and the pleasure of the activity. However, women do not have such
relations with the irrigation canals and other water bodies of the Seyhan River as
swimming/ bathing places. While men are in touch with the environment in this way,
what do women do in hot weather? How does their relationship with urban watery
spaces differ from men? Approaching urban irrigation canals as spatial forms of
publics/counterpublics can show how these watery spaces (re)produce certain
masculinities together with gendered relations with the environment, instead of being
neutral and background of everyday life. As part of my master’s thesis, I
investigate how the environmental justice issues are layered concerning the gender
dimension. I look at content on news media and social media together with my
fieldwork experience in a neighborhood in Adana.

Cevrenin farkli sosyal ge¢mislere sahip insanlar tarafindan cesitli sekillerde nasil
deneyimlendigini incelemek en azindan iki acidan Onemlidir. Bir yandan, giindelik
hayat1 diizenleyen toplumsal iliskilerdeki giic dinamiklerini izlemenin bir yolunu
kolaylastirir. Ote yandan, kentsel manzarayla toplumsal cinsiyete dayali iliski gibi
belirli iliskilerin bedensel varolusta nasil somutlastigini diisiinmek icin bir perspektif
sunabilir. Adana sehrinde, ¢evresel adalet sorunlarindan bahsetmemizi saglayabilecek
bir olgu vardir: Yaz aylarinda, 6zellikle diisiik gelirli mahallelerden gelen geng erkekler
ve erkekler, dayanilmaz sicak havadan ka¢gmak i¢in sulama kanallarina ve Seyhan
Nehri'ne girerler. Suyla iliski iki yonliidiir: 6liim riski ve aktivitenin hazzi vardir.
Ancak, kadmlarin Seyhan Nehri'nin sulama kanallar1 ve diger su Kkiitleleriyle
ylizme/yikanma yerleri gibi boyle bir iliskileri yoktur. Erkekler ¢evreyle bu sekilde
temas halindeyken, kadinlar sicak havalarda ne yaparlar? Kentsel su alanlariyla
iliskileri erkeklerden nasil farklidir? Kentsel sulama kanallarina kamusal/kars1 kamusal
mekansal bicimler olarak yaklasmak, bu su alanlarinin, giindelik hayatin tarafsiz ve
arka plan1 olmak yerine, ¢evreyle cinsiyetlendirilmis iliskilerle birlikte belirli
erkeklikleri nasil (yeniden) tirettigini gosterebilir. Yiiksek lisans tezimin bir parcasi
olarak, cevresel adalet sorunlarinin toplumsal cinsiyet boyutuyla ilgili olarak nasil
katmanlandigin1 arastirryorum. Haber medyasi ve sosyal medyadaki igeriklere,
Adana'daki bir mahalledeki saha ¢alismamla birlikte bakiyorum.



Investigation of Individual and Event-Based Factors Playing a Role in the Formation
of False Memory for Gender-Related Fake News

Abstract
The current research investigated how honor-related cognitive schemas influence the
formation of false memories for fake news. Previous studies have shown that people
can easily develop vivid false memories and beliefs about events that never happened,
often due to exposure to fake news. These studies also demonstrated that such
memories could be impaired, aligning with our political views and preexisting beliefs
(Greene et al., 2021). In our first study, we evaluated different methods for activating
honor-related cognitive schemas by comparing their effect sizes. We used thought
priming (S1la), word activation (S1b), and mindset activation (Slc) techniques. We
hypothesized that the experimental groups would complete more honor-related words in
the word completion task than the control groups across all three sub-studies. The
results confirmed this, with the word activation method using the lexical decision task
showing the most significant effect size: Cohen's d = 0.66. These results underscore the
effectiveness of various cognitive schema activation methods and the role of
honor-related schemas in forming false memories. The second study examined false
memory formation about gender-related fake news and assessed the confidence,
emotional valence, and vividness of these memories when honor-related cognitive
schemas were activated. This depended on how the information was presented
(photo-written text vs. written text) and the moderating effects of individual differences
(e.g., thinking styles, honor endorsement, gender perception, media exposure, and
negative life experiences). Despite our expectations, we did not find more vividness,
emotional valence, or confidence in the experimental group compared to the control

group.

Mevcut arastirma, onurla ilgili biligssel semalara ve bunlarin sahte haberlerden tiiretilen
sahte amilar olusturma {izerindeki etkilerine odaklanmaktadir. Onceki calismalar,
insanlarin, genellikle sahte haberlere maruz kalmalar1 nedeniyle, hi¢ ger¢eklesmemis
olaylar hakkinda ne kadar kolay bir sekilde canli sahte anilar ve inanglar
gelistirebildiklerini  gOstermistir. Bu calismalar ayrica, bu tiir anilarin siyasi
goriislerimiz ve Onceden var olan inanclarimizla uyumlu olacak sekilde Onyargili
olabilecegini de gostermistir (Greene vd., 2021; Greene ve Murphy, 2020; Murphy vd.,
2019). ik calismada, etki biiyiikliiklerini karsilastirarak yiiksek etkili onurla ilgili
biligsel semalar1 etkinlestirmek i¢in g¢esitli yontemleri degerlendirdik. Diisilince
hazirlama teknigini (S1a), kelime aktivasyon yontemini (S1b ) ve zihinsel aktivasyon
yontemini (Slc ) kullandik. Her ii¢ alt calisma i¢in de deney gruplarimin kelime
tamamlama gorevinde kontrol gruplarina kiyasla daha fazla onurla ilgili kelime
tamamladigin1 iddia ettik. Sonuglar, deney gruplarinin {i¢ alt ¢alismada da kontrol
gruplarindan daha fazla onurla ilgili kelime tamamladigini dogrulamistir. So6zciik
aktivasyon yontemi ile sozciiksel karar gorevi en anlamli etki biiyiikliigiine sahip
olmustur: Cohen's d = 0.66. Bu sonuglar, farkli biligsel sema aktivasyon yontemlerinin
etkinligini ve onurla ilgili biligsel semanin yanlis ani olusumundaki roliinii
vurgulamaktadir. Ikinci calismada, cinsiyetle ilgili sahte haberlerle ilgili sahte am
olusumu arastirilmis ve katilimcilarin onurla ilgili bilissel semalar1 aktive edildiginde
bu ani olusumundaki giiven, duygusal degerlik ve canlilik incelenmistir. Bu, bilginin
nasil sunulduguna (fotografli metin vs. yazili metin) ve bireysel farkliliklarin (6rn.
diisiinme tarzlari, namus onayi, toplumsal cinsiyet algisi, medyaya maruz kalma ve
olumsuz yasam deneyimleri) iliml1 etkisine bagliydi. Deney grubunda kontrol grubuna
kiyasla daha fazla sahte haber, canlilik, duygusal degerlik ve giiven beklenmesine
ragmen, bu bulgular gézlenmemistir.



Hook-Up Culture: Gender-Based Views of Sexuality

Abstract

This study, which focuses on the transformation of romantic relationships and sexuality
in the context of individualization, addresses the blurring, diversification and
transformation of relationship definitions, while in terms of sexuality, it questions the
forms of relationships based on pleasure, which are called “hook-up culture” and do not
include responsibility, expectations and compassion. While individualities become the
holy grail of the postmodern age, relationships and sexuality are also being reshaped in
this new paradigm. In this study, a qualitative research design was used around this
subject, and a sample of individuals who live in a big city where individualization is
intense, who are unmarried, and who define themselves as heterosexual was selected
using the purposeful sampling method. With 14 participants with equal gender
distribution reached through the snowball sampling, it aimed to discover whether
individualization transforms heterosexual romantic relationships and sexuality, new
forms of love and commitment and the meanings attributed to them through thematic
analysis. The reason for focusing on heterosexual relationships is that heterosexuality is
the general norm in society and its cracked structure contains its own historical, social,
and cultural dynamics and problems. The findings show that both genders see sexuality
as “plastic sexuality” that is devoid of reproduction and transformed into an act aimed
at pleasure and that the “hook-up culture” related to this has become widespread; while
it was observed that the answers regarding the relationship definitions and processes
like postmodernism that deconstructs definitions are separated according to gender. In
this sense, we can see the different forms of heterosexual culture and gender that seep
into the cracks of the social roles and cultural scripts of the participants. The study
contributes to an area that has not yet gained saturation in Turkish literature by
examining the new form of romantic relationships. Again, the limited studies on
romantic relationships in the literature do not specify which sexual orientations and
relationship types they are addressing, but they include heterosexual relationships,
creating the misconception that heterosexuality is the only relationship type that feeds
heteronormativity. In this sense, the research contributes to the literature by
emphasizing this and aiming to prevent this misconception and othering.

Romantik iliskiler ve cinselligin bireysellesme baglamindaki doniisiimiine egilen bu
calisma, iligki tanimlarinin bulaniklagmasi, gesitlenmesi ve doniismesini ele alirken
cinsellik boyutunda ise “takilma kiiltlirii” olarak adlandirilan sorumluluk, beklenti ve
sefkati icermeyen, hazza dayali iligkilenme bi¢imlerini sorgulamaya agmaktadir.
Bireysellikler, postmodern ¢agin kutsal kasesi haline gelirken iligkiler ve cinsellik de
bu yeni paradigmada yeniden sekillenmektedir. Bu konu etrafinda nitel arastirma
deseni ile ¢alismada, amagl drnekleme yontemiyle bireysellesmenin yogun yasandigi
biiytik kentte yasayan, evli olmayan ve kendisini heteroseksiiel olarak tanimlayan bir
orneklem secilmistir. Kartopu ornekleme teknigi ile ulasilan esit cinsiyet dagilimli 14
katilimci ile bireysellesmenin heteroseksiiel romantik iliskileri ve cinselligi doniistiiriip
doniistirmedigi, askin ve baghligin yeni formlarin1 ve buna yiiklenen anlamlari
tematik analiz ile kesfetmeyi amacglamistir. Heteroseksiiel iligkilere odaklanmamizin
nedeni, heteroseksiielligin toplumda genel norm olmasi ve onun catlaklara dolan
yapisinin kendine 0Ozgii tarihsel, toplumsal, kiiltiirel dinamikleri ve problemleri
icermesidir. Bulgular, her iki cinsiyetin de cinselligi, liremeden arindirilmis ve hazza
yonelik bir eyleme doniisen “plastik cinsellik” olarak goérdiigii ve buna bagh “takilma
kiiltiirii"nilin yayginlagtigini gdzlemlerken; postmodernizmin tanimlar1 yapibozumuna
ugratan dogasindaki iligski tanimlar1 ve stirecleri konusunda cevaplarin cinsiyete gore
ayristigint tespit etmistir. Bu anlamda, katilimcilarin sosyal rolleri ve kiiltiirel
senaryolarmin ¢atlaklarma sizan heteroseksiiel kiiltiir ve toplumsal cinsiyetin farkli
bicimini gorebiliriz. Calisma, romantik iligkilerin yeni bi¢imini irdeleyen yoniiyle
Tiirkce literatiirde heniiz doygunluk kazanmamis bir alana katki saglamaktadir. Yine
literatlirde romantik iliskiler {izerine sinirli ¢alismalarin, hangi cinsel yonelim ve iligki
bigimlerini konu aldigim1 belirtmedigi halde heteroseksiiel iligkileri igermesi,
heteronormativiteyi besleyen heteroseksiielligin tek iliski bi¢cimi oldugu yanilgisini
iretmektedir. Bu anlamda arastirma, bunun vurgusunu yaparak bu yanilgiyr ve
otekilestirmeyi de dnlemeyi amaglayan yoOniiyle literatiire katk1 saglamaktadir.



Women Killed by Men in the Name of '""Honor'" and the Men Who Become Killers: A
Comparative Case Analysis from Turkey and Germany

Abstract

In this study, we focus on the language and discursive practices of the women's
murders in question in the news in order to problematize the murders committed by
Turkish immigrants living in Germany under the pretext of honor. We aim to make
the politics of representation visible by revealing the patriarchal structure of the
women’s murders at the discursive level. In this context, we also aim to reveal the
differences in the representation of women’s murders committed under the pretext
of honor in the Turkish and German press and interpret the data we obtained from
the media of both countries with a comparative analysis method. Because these
types of women’s murders, which are culturally tolerated and socially established,
can be framed differently in the media of the host country when they occur in
immigrant communities. Similarly, they can take place in the media of the host
country by being articulated with nationalist discourses. What we see in common is
that a discourse is constructed in which the patriarchal structure is prominent in
both cultures. For this reason, we scan the news about women’s murders committed
under the pretext of honor in Germany from the German and Turkish media and
analyze them comparatively.

Our methodological approach is Critical Discourse Analysis, a qualitative method.
By applying CDA from the perspective of Teun A. van Dijke, we address the grave
issue of honor and tradition killings and their representation in the media in an
intersectional way with the phenomenon of migration. Our research period is
determined as news articles containing “honor and tradition killings” published in
the Turkish and German media between 2005 and 2021. During this process, we
conduct research covering all news narratives in the media of both countries,
without making a distinction between mainstream and alternative media.

Ozet

Bu calismada, Almanya'da yasayan Tirkiyeli gO¢menlerin namus bahanesiyle
isledikleri kadin cinayetlerini sorunsallagtirmak amaciyla s6z konusu cinayetlerin
haberlerdeki dil ve sdylem pratiklerine odaklaniyoruz. S6z konusu cinayetlerin
sOylemsel diizeydeki ataerkil yapisini agiga ¢ikartarak temsil siyasetini goriiniir kilmay1
hedefliyoruz. Bu baglamda namus bahanesiyle islenen kadin cinayetlerinin Tiirkiye ve
Almanya basmindaki temsil farkliliklarin1 da acgiga ¢ikarmayr amacgladigimiz igin, her
iki iilkenin medyasindan elde ettigimiz verileri karsilastirmali bir analiz yontemiyle
yorumluyoruz. Zira kiiltiirel olarak hosgoriiyle karsilanabilen ve toplumsal olarak
yerlesmis bulunan bu cinayet tiirleri, gdgmen topluluklarda yasandiginda, ev sahibi
iilkenin medyasindan farkli bir sekilde g¢ergevelenebiliyor. Benzer sekilde ev sahibi
tilkenin medyasinda ise milliyet¢i sdylemlerle eklemlenerek yer alabiliyor. Ortak olarak
ise, her iki kiiltiirde ataerkil yapinin 6ne ¢iktig1 bir sdylem kurgulandigi ortaya ¢ikiyor.
Bu nedenle Almanya’da namus bahanesiyle gerceklestirilen cinayetlere dair haberleri
Almanya ve Tirkiye medyasindan tarayarak karsilastirmali olarak analiz ediyoruz.

Metodolojik yaklasimimizi, nitel bir yontem olan Elestirel Soylem Analizi olusturuyor.
ESA’ni, Teun A. van Dijke’in perspektifinden uygulayarak, namus ve tore cinayetleri
olarak adlandirilan vahim meseleyi ve bunun medyada temsilini go¢ olgusuyla
kesisimsel bigimde ele aliyoruz. Arastirma siliremiz, Tiirkiye ve Almanya medyasinda
2005 ile 2021 yillar1 arasinda yayimlanan “ namus ve tore cinayeti” igerikli haberler
olarak beliriyor. Bu siirecte anaakim ya da alternatif medya ayrimina gitmeden her iki
iilke medyasinda yer alan tiim haberler anlatilarin1 kapsayan bir arastirma yiiriitiiyoruz.



Presence of Gender Perspective and Problems Pointed in the Reports Prepared by
Non-Governmental Organizations After the 6 February 2024 Kahramanmaras
Earthquake

Abstract

As of April 22, 2023, 50,783 people lost their lives and 107,204 people were injured in
the Kahramanmaras Earthquakes. Earthquakes are the most common type of disaster in
Turkey, and after earthquakes in the country, women and girls experience serious
problems arising from basic human rights such as respect for human dignity and living
humanely, and gender inequality. This situation is an important shortcoming in terms of
disaster management of the country. In this study, the reports prepared by 20 different
non-governmental organizations (NGOs) regarding the Kahramanmaras earthquake and
their statements were scanned and their aspects of addressing women's rights and
violations of women's rights were examined. The number of non-governmental
organizations examined in the report is 20. In these reports prepared regarding disasters,
women's rights are discussed in a very limited way, and women's practical needs are
mostly expressed; It has been observed that women's strategic needs are almost never
addressed. A situation analysis regarding LGBTI+ individuals was made in the reports
of only two of the NGOs. It is noteworthy that women's rights and gender perspectives
are found almost exclusively in the reports of women's associations. The reports are
limited to addressing women's post-disaster emergency aid needs. However, important
international regulations, especially the Sendai Disaster Risk Reduction Framework,
emphasize the importance of gender-sensitive disaster management. For this reason,
non-governmental organizations should prepare disaster reports from a gender
perspective and contribute to reducing the possibility of natural events turning into
disasters by making determinations about their strategic needs as well as their practical
needs when addressing women's rights violations.

Ozet

Kahramanmaras depremlerinde 22 Nisan 2023 tarihi itibariyle 50.783 kisi hayatim
kaybetmis, 107.204 kisi ise yaralanmistir. Depremler, Tiirkiye'de en sik karsilasilan afet
tiirii olup, iilkede yasanan depremlerden sonra kadinlar ve kiz ¢ocuklari, insan onuruna
saygl ve iInsanca yagsama gibi temel insan haklarindan ve toplumsal cinsiyet
esitsizliginden kaynaklanan ciddi sorunlar yasamaktadir. Bu durum, iilkenin afet
yonetimi agisindan Onemli bir eksikliktir. Bu ¢alismada, Kahramanmaras depremi ile
ilgili 20 farkli sivil toplum kurulusunun (STK) hazirladig1 raporlar ve agiklamalari
taranarak, kadin haklarina ve kadin haklar1 ihlallerine deginme yonleri incelenmistir.
Raporda incelenen sivil toplum kurulusu sayis1 20'dir. Afetlerle ilgili hazirlanan bu
raporlarda kadin haklar1 ¢ok sinirlt bir sekilde ele alinmis, ¢ogunlukla kadinlarin pratik
ihtiyaclart dile getirilmig; kadinlarin stratejik ihtiyaglarina ise neredeyse hig
deginilmedigi goriilmiistiir. Sadece iki STK'nin raporlarinda LGBTI+ bireylere iliskin
bir durum analizi yapilmistir. Kadin haklar1 ve toplumsal cinsiyet perspektiflerinin
neredeyse sadece kadin derneklerinin raporlarinda yer almasi dikkat ¢ekicidir. Raporlar
kadinlarin afet sonrasi acil yardim ihtiyaglarini ele almakla smirlidir. Ancak, 6zellikle
Sendai Afet Risk Azaltma Cercevesi olmak iizere 6nemli uluslararas1 diizenlemeler,
toplumsal cinsiyete duyarli afet yonetiminin 6nemini vurgulamaktadir. Bu nedenle, sivil
toplum kuruluglar1 afet raporlarini toplumsal cinsiyet perspektifinden hazirlamali ve
kadin haklar ihlallerini ele alirken stratejik ihtiyaclarmin yani sira pratik ihtiyaglarinm
da belirleyerek dogal olaylarin afete donlisme olasiligin1 azaltmaya katkida
bulunmalidir.



Intersecting Struggles: The Overlap of LGBTQIA+ and Environmental Movements
in Turkey

Abstract

A significant turning point for both the LGBTQIA+ and the environmental movements
in Turkey can be traced back to the military coup of the 1980 and afterwards—during
which, as political activities were strictly banned, the opposition to the military junta
found it convenient to organise themselves under social movements. This period was
also marked as Turkey's embracement with neoliberal policies that came with an
element of liberalism at least at the economic sphere. While the proliferation of the
LGBTQIA+ movement has been one of the important social and political engagements,
along with the constellation of increasing social conservatism and authoritarianism,
environmental movements have become another hot topic at the national agenda to
oppose neoliberal policies characterised by large-scale construction and extractivist
projects, especially after the 2000s period of the AKP regime.

Notably, KaosGL, one of Turkey's first and influential LGBTQIA+ organisations,
adopted a strong environmentalist stance in the early 1990s, highlighting the
interconnectedness of queer and environmental issues. This research explores whether
the LGBTQIA+ movement in Turkey supports environmentalism due to the intrinsic
connection between queer and environmental engagements based on "post-materialist”
values, or the support has been driven by pragmatic reasons—one plausible
explanation being that LGBTQIA+ people, facing severe repression from an
increasingly authoritarian regime, have sought refuge in the relatively more tolerated
environmental movements.

Drawing upon the queer ecology framework, this study questions the essentialist
perspective of  traditional ecofeminist discourse. Using qualitative data from
semi-structured interviews with activists, organisational reports and media analysis, the
research provides a nuanced understanding of the motivations driving these intersecting
movements. By doing so, this study contributes to a broader critique of queer ecology
theories.



Kesisen Miicadeleler: Tiirkiye'de LGBTQIA+ ve Cevre Hareketlerinin Ortiismesi

Ozet

Tiirkiye'de hem LGBTQIA+ hem de ¢evre hareketleri igin 6nemli bir doniim noktasi
olan 1980 askeri darbesi ve sonrasinda, siyasi faaliyetler kat1 bir sekilde yasaklandigi
icin, askeri cunta karsitlar1 kendilerini toplumsal hareketler altinda 6rgiitlemeyi uygun
bulmuglardir. Bu dénem ayni zamanda Tiirkiye'nin en azindan ekonomik alanda
liberalizm unsurlar1 igceren neoliberal politikalar1 benimsedigi bir donem olmustur.
LGBTQIA+ hareketinin yayginlagsmasi 6nemli toplumsal ve siyasi angajmanlardan biri
olurken, artan toplumsal muhafazakarlik ve otoriterlesme ile birlikte ¢evre hareketleri,
Ozellikle AKP rejiminin 2000'li yillarindan sonra, biiylik 6l¢ekli insaat ve madencilik
projeleriyle karakterize edilen neoliberal politikalara karsi ¢ikmak i¢in ulusal giindemin
bir diger sicak konusu haline gelmistir.

Ozellikle, Tiirkiye'nin ilk ve etkili LGBTQIA+ orgiitlerinden biri olan KaosGL,
1990'larin basinda giiclii bir ¢evreci durus benimseyerek queer ve ¢evre konularinin
birbiriyle baglantili oldugunu vurgulamistir. Bu arastirma, Tiirkiye'deki LGBTQIA+
hareketinin, “post-materyalist” degerlere dayanan kuir ve ¢evresel angajmanlar
arasindaki icsel baglanti nedeniyle mi cevreciligi destekledigini yoksa destegin
pragmatik nedenlerden mi kaynaklandigini arastirtyor - akla yatkin bir agiklama,
giderek otoriterlesen bir rejimin siddetli baskisiyla karsi karsiya kalan LGBTQIA+
bireylerin nispeten daha toleransl ¢evre hareketlerine siginmasidir.

Kuir ekoloji gercevesine dayanan bu calisma, geleneksel ekofeminist soylemin 6zcii
bakis acisini sorgulamaktadir. Aktivistlerle yapilan yar1 yapilandirilmig goriismelerden,
orgiitsel raporlardan ve medya analizinden elde edilen nitel verileri kullanan arastirma,
bu kesisen hareketleri yonlendiren motivasyonlarin incelikli bir sekilde anlagilmasini
saglamaktadir. Boylece bu g¢alisma, kuir ekoloji teorilerinin daha genis bir elestirisine
katkida bulunmaktadir.



Of Fictions, Stories, and Dreams: Considering “the Holy Family” Beyond Critique

Abstract:

Can the ardent exposing of the fictive character of the holy family discourse exhaust the
force of its politics and finally give way to a different and progressive one? Is it because
we have not yet critiqued the holy family enough and fully unearthed its obscured
relations with power that it keeps troubling us? Borrowing insights from post-critical
scholarship, affect studies, and psychoanalysis, my paper will question and discuss the
possibility of framing “the problem of holy family” beyond its often-fatigued critique.
Arguing for the importance of attending to the psychic-aftective work that family might
be doing within a crises-ridden present, my paper will follow a number of related
questions such as: What insights can we gain by expanding our focus from the more
familiar destructive forces of the family ideal to the less explored appeal of it? What is
the psychic purchase of family for those who feel attached to it? Why is family hard to
let go of as an ideal that it even finds a place for itself in oppositional imaginaries as the
concept of “chosen family” indicates? Has it really been a sentiment of hatred that
brought together protestors at “the Great Family Gathering” for the past two years? Can
there be other sentiments that predate the hate that seems to be the most explicitly
pronounced? What might we be missing, both in terms of our comprehension and
political strategizing, when we analyze the current insurgence of the family discourse
mainly through what it excludes or explicitly counters?

Presentations of Gender in Early Republican Period Cartoons and Humorous
Anecdotes: Aile Dostu Magazine

Abstract

Aile Dostu was a family magazine published bi-monthly for twelve issues between
1931-1932 by Kemal Salih (Sel), who worked on significant ventures with Yunus Nadi
(Abalioglu) at Yeni Giin and later Cumhuriyet newspapers. Reflecting the impact of the
Great Depression of 1929 and the early Republican period, the magazine focused on the
nuclear and secular family structure. In addition to featuring details on topics such as
women's rights and the place of women within the family, the magazine also includes
sections such as family entertainment, crafts, home decoration, fashion, stories, cinema,
health, and a ‘Questions and Answers’ column that establishes a direct connection with
the reader. This paper aims to analyze gender representations of the period through
humorous contents focusing on topics such as male-female relationships, marriage,
women’s talkativeness, their propensity for extravagance, concealing their real age, and
the relationships between employers and domestic workers or governesses. To this end,
the paper considers the ‘Humorous Anecdotes-Jokes’ and small illustrated humor
columns. Through the examination of the mentioned columns, it traces clues about the
transformation of patriarchal structures and gender roles. Finally, this paper investigates
whether the cartoons and humorous anecdotes in Aile Dostu served as tools that
mirrored societal values or critiqued societal taboos. Also, it demonstrates the extent to
which these cultural practices, symbols, and images reflect gender representations and
biases.

Aile Dostu, 1931-1932 yillar1 arasinda Yunus Nadi (Abalioglu) ile Yeni Giin ve daha
sonra Cumhuriyet gazetelerinde 6nemli girisimlerde bulunmus olan Kemal Salih (Sel)
tarafindan iki ayda bir yayimlanan on iki sayidan olusan bir aile dergisidir. 1929'daki
Biiyiikk Ekonomik Buhran ve erken Cumhuriyet doneminin etkilerini yansitan dergi,
cekirdek ve sekiiler aile yapisina odaklanmistir. Kadin haklar1 ve kadinin ailedeki yeri
gibi konulardaki detaylarin yani sira, dergide aile eglenceleri, el isi, ev dekorasyonu,
moda, hikayeler, sinema, saglik gibi boliimler ve okuyucu ile dogrudan baglant1 kuran
bir ‘Sualler ve Cevaplar’ kosesi de yer almaktadir. Bu bildiri, erkek-kadin iligkileri,
evlilik, kadinlarin gevezeligi, savurganlik egilimleri, gercek yaslarini gizlemeleri ve
igveren ile hizmetciler veya miirebbiyeler arasindaki iligkiler gibi konulara odaklanan
mizahi igerikler araciligiyla dénemin toplumsal cinsiyet temsillerini analiz etmeyi
amaglamaktadir. Bu amag¢ dogrultusunda, bildiride derginin ‘Fikralar-Latifeler’ ve
kiiciik cizimli mizah koseleri ele alinmaktadir. Bahsi gegen koselerin incelenmesiyle,
ataerkil yapilarin ve toplumsal cinsiyet rollerinin doniisiimiine dair ipuglar
izlenmektedir. Son olarak, bu bildiri, Aile Dostu’ndaki karikatiir ve fikralarin toplumsal
degerleri yansitan araclar mi1 yoksa toplumsal tabulari elestiren araglar mi oldugunu
arastirmakta ve bu kiiltiirel pratiklerin, sembollerin ve imgelerin toplumsal cinsiyet
temsillerini ve dnyargilarini ne dl¢lide yansittigin1 gdstermektedir.



The Gender Penalty in Turkish Politics: Social Media Campaign Efforts and
Candidate Renomination

Abstract

This paper examines whether campaign efforts of candidates for general elections are
rewarded equally by political parties in Turkey. Leveraging the twin elections of 2015,
we investigate whether social media campaign efforts affect the renomination prospects
and list positions of male and female candidates similarly. We collected biographical
and political career information for 2,200 candidates, as well as their Twitter messages
during the campaign period. Preliminary findings suggest a gender penalty. As the
frequency of female candidates' social media campaigns increases, their prospects for
renomination decrease, whereas this effect is reversed for male candidates. Male
candidates' prospects for renomination increase with the frequency of their social media
campaigns. Our analysis did not find a statistically significant difference for female and
male candidates' campaign efforts on their list position.

Fakat, analizimiz kadin ve erkek adaylarin sosyal medya
kampanya caligmalarinin liste siralamalar lizerinde istatistiksel olarak anlamli bir fark
yaratmadigini ortaya koymustur.



The Concept of The Body in Julia Kristeva’s Difference Feminism

Abstract

Julia Kristeva, who was born in Bulgaria and is still alive, is a thinker who is
considered as a French thinker because she immigrated to France in her youth and
continued her education and working life in France. Kristeva is seen as a
poststructuralist thinker within the framework of her education and studies in fields
such as literature, psychoanalysis and philosophy. Her work in these fields is also
important for difference feminism, which corresponds to the second wave of feminism
in the context of the historicity of feminism. The thinkers of difference feminism argue
that one of the reasons for the problems women face is that women try to be equal to
men. According to them, a woman's advocacy of equality, on the contrary to saving her
from being in a subordinate position, will cause her to reinforce this subordinate
position by seeing the man as the upper limit. Accordingly, difference feminists, who
focus on the difference between men and women, begin to question the factors that
contribute to the subordinate position of women in both the private and public spheres.
In this respect, feminists of difference, who believe that women are seen in a
subordinate position because they are silenced and do not have a language of their own,
attempt to develop a feminine discourse. In her attempt to develop a feminine
discourse, Julia Kristeva does so by examining ‘“negative” concepts_Abject, fear,
melancholy, illness, etc._ that may have caused women to be seen in a subordinate
position throughout known history. She is also a thinker who turns to the concept of the
body in an effort to develop a feminine discourse. The concept of the body is discussed
both as a space where the woman carries the baby and within the framework of the
meanings brought about by the child's dependence on the mother's body before
acquiring spoken language. In this study, Kristeva's approach to the concept of the body
within the framework of her contributions to difference feminism will be discussed and
the possibility of a feminine discourse will be examined in this regard.



Julia Kristeva’nin Fark Feminizminde Beden Kavrami

Ozet

Gilinlimiizde yasayan, Bulgaristan dogumlu Julia Kristeva, genclik yillarinda Fransa’ya
go¢ edip egitim ve c¢alisma hayatin1 Fransa’da siirdiirmesinden dolayi, Fransiz bir
diistiniir olarak ele alinan bir diigiiniirdiir. Kristeva, edebiyat, psikanaliz ve felsefe gibi
alanlardaki egitim ve c¢aligmalar1 c¢ergevesinde postyapisalct bir diisiinlir olarak
goriilmektedir. Onun bu alanlardaki g¢aligmalari, feminizmin tarihselligi baglaminda
ikinci dalga feminizme tekabiil eden fark feminizmi i¢in de 6nemli ¢alismalardir. Fark
feminizmi disiiniirleri, kadinlarin karsilastiklar1 problemlerin nedenlerinden birinin,
kadinlarin erkege esit olmaya c¢aligmasi oldugunu savunurlar. Onlara gore, kadinin
esitligi savunmasi, onu ikincil konumda olmaktan kurtarmanin aksine, erkegi {ist sinir
olarak gdrmekten dolayr bu ikincil konumu pekistirmesine neden olmast anlamin
doguracaktir. Bu dogrultuda, kadinla erkek arasindaki farka odaklanan fark feministleri,
hem 0zel alanda hem de kamusal alanda kadinin ikincil konumda goriilmesindeki
etkenleri sorgulamaya baglarlar. Bu bakimdan, kadinin susturulmasi ve ona ait bir dilin
olamamast nedeniyle ikincil konumda goriildiiglinti diisiinen fark feministleri disil bir
sOylem gelistirme ¢abasina girerler. Julia Kristeva, disil bir sdylem gelistirmeye
cabalarken, kadinin bilinen tarih boyunca ikincil konumda goriilmesine neden
olabilecek “olumsuz” kavramlari_ Abject, korku, melankoli, hastalik vb. kavramlar_
irdeleyerek bunu yapar. Ayrica, disil bir sdylem gelistirme cabasina girerken beden
kavramina da ydnelen bir diisiiniirdiir. Beden kavrami hem kadinin bebegi tasidigi bir
mekan olarak hem de ¢ocugun heniiz konusma dilini edinmeden 6nce annenin bedenine
bagli olmasmin getirdigi anlamlandirmalar cercevesinde ele alinir. Bu c¢alismada,
Kristeva’nin fark feminizmine katkilar1 ¢ergevesinde beden kavramini ele alig bigimi
ele alinacak olup bu dogrultuda disil bir sdylemin imkani irdelenecektir.



Defining Sexual Normalcy Through Popular Culture Texts

Abstract

In this study, the prominent concepts and themes in the adoption of the healthy body
discourse developed around the women’s body and sexuality in the early Republican
period will be examined through the Sihhi ve Ictimai Kitaplar series written by Danis
Remzi Korok. With the modernization process in Turkey, sexuality has become the
basis of normality, and has become the basis of the distinction between the healthy “us”
and the diseased “other”. In other words, sexuality has ceased to be a hidden and
shameful concept, and has been used to control both the individual body and society by
combining with health and moral norms. A healthy body has been constructed in terms
of moral and physical aspects through the sexuality discourse developed at the center of
the nuclear family. Mothers have been held responsible for both the physical and moral
health of each member of the family. The selection of the Sthhi ve I¢timai Kitaplar
series as the subject of the study is important in this context. First of all, the series
divided individuals into various categories such as young women, young men, married
women, married men, based on certain characteristics, and aimed to determine the
normal by addressing each group separately. Throughout the series, the distinction
between behaviors to be avoided and bodies to be desired is clearly seen. While
descriptions that will encourage the reader to have a healthy body and sexuality and
create a desire for closeness are used, the aim is to create a feeling of disgust and
distance from unwanted bodies. Texts written in an everyday language progress in the
form of mutual conversations with the target audience, thus establishing closeness
between the reader and the author. In this way, the reader is convinced much more
easily and the young people feel that they are receiving advice from an adult they trust.
In short, in the process of constructing normality, morality, women and men who
control their desires, bodies that can control their desires and live sexuality without
going to extremes are imagined. Popular culture texts have played a vital role in the
spread of this image and its adoption by individuals.



Popiiler Kiiltiir Metinleri Araciligiyla Cinsel Normalin Belirlenmesi

Bu caligmada erken Cumbhuriyet donemi kadin bedeni ve cinsellik etrafinda gelisen
saglam bedenlilik sdyleminin bireylere benimsetilmesinde One ¢ikan kavramlar ve
temalar Danis Remzi Korok’un kaleme aldig1 Sthhi ve Ictimai Kitaplar serisi lizerinden
incelenecektir. Tiirkiye’de modernlesme stireciyle birlikte cinsellik normalin temeline
yerlesmis, saglikli “biz” ve hastalikli “6teki” ayriminin temeline oturmustur. Baska bir
deyisle cinsellik saklanan, utanilan bir kavram olmaktan ¢ikmis, saglik ve ahlak
normlariyla birleserek hem birey bedeni hem de toplumu denetlemek i¢in kullanilmistir.
Cekirdek aile merkezinde gelistirilen cinsellik sdylemi iizerinden ahlaki ve fiziksel
acidan saglikli beden kurgulanmistir. Anneler ailenin her bireyinin hem bedensel hem
de ahlaki saghigindan sorumlu tutulmustur. Calisma 6znesi olarak Sihhi ve Igtimai
Kitaplar serisinin segilmesi bu baglamda &nemlidir. Oncelikle seri bireyleri belli
ozellikler iizerinden; genc¢ kadinlar, genc erkekler, evli kadinlar, evli erkekler, gibi
cesitli kategorilere ayirmis ve her bir gruba ayri ayri hitap ederek normali belirlemeyi
amaglamigti. ~ Seri  boyunca  kagimilacak  davranislar-bedenler ve istenen
davranislar-bedenler ayrimi net bir sekilde goriilmektedir. Okuyucuyu istenen saglikli
beden ve cinsellige Ozendirecek, yakinlagsma istegi uyandiracak betimlemeler
kullanilirken, istenmeyen bedenlerden ise tiksinme ve uzaklagma hissi uyandirmak
amaglanmistir. Glindelik bir dille yazilan metinler, hedef kitleyle karsilikli konusmalar
seklinde ilerlemektedir, boylelikle okuyucu ve yazar arasinda yakinlik kurulmustur. Bu
sayede okuyucunun ¢ok daha kolay ikna olmasi, genglerin giivendikleri bir biiyiikten
ogiit aldigin1 hissetmesi saglanmustir. Ozetle normalin kurgulanma siirecinde ahlak,
nefsine hakim kadin ve erkekler, arzularin1 denetleyebilen, cinselligi asiriya kagmadan
yasayan bedenler tahayyiil edilmistir Bu imgenin yayilmasinda ve bireylere
benimsetilmesinde ise popiiler kiiltiir metinleri hayati rol oynamistir.



Urban Experience from Women's Perspective

Abstract

Historically, cities have been primarily planned and designed by and for men. In this
process, women's distinct needs and experiences in urban environments have been
overlooked and marginalized. Traditionally, the typical urban individual has been
assumed to be a middle-aged, average-height, non-immigrant, able-bodied man, and
this assumption still strongly persists. As a result, millions of women around the world
have become disadvantaged in terms of occupying urban space, safety, daily needs,
socialization, and leisure activities. The reflection of patriarchal social norms in urban
spaces hinders women's equal access to mobility, safety, and opportunities in cities. We
believe that the design of the built environment has the potential to either deepen
existing inequalities or challenge them. Including women's urban experiences in design
and data collection processes is a crucial step toward enabling positive change and
transformation.

To achieve such a paradigm shift, it is essential first to acknowledge that cities are not
neutral entities in spatial, economic, and socio-cultural dimensions. Viewing cities from
a woman's perspective requires a radical change in both thought and action.
Understanding the gendered nature of urban spaces is like removing a veil from one's
eyes. We know that with gender-sensitive spatial planning and design, women's needs
and desires can be taken into account, leading to a more qualitative and improved daily
life flow. With this awareness, we propose a workshop to collectively view an urban
space through women's eyes, aiming to raise awareness in this direction. The workshop
will start with a brief introduction to the relationship between women's studies and
urban studies. During the application phase, a detailed video of an anonymous urban
square will be watched together. Participants will be asked to take notes on their
observations regarding safety, urban mobility, and urban amenities while watching the
video. This way, positive and negative features of the built environment will be
recorded. Subsequently, the spatial deficiencies or positive outcomes of the given urban
square from women's perspective will be collectively evaluated. How these experiences
can contribute to spatial planning and design processes and possible solution proposals
will be discussed. As an output of the workshop, these observations will be deciphered
using various methods (text, idea tree, mapping, etc.).

Ozet

Tarih boyunca sehirler agirlikli olarak erkekler tarafindan ve erkek bakis agisina
gbre planlanip tasarlandi. Bu slirecte kadinlarin kentlerdeki farkli ihtiyag ve
deneyimleri goézard:r edildi, dislandi. Geleneksel olarak ihtiyag ve beklentiler
bakimindan tipik kentli bireyin orta yasta, ortalama boyda, go¢men olmayan ve
fiziksel engeli bulunmayan bir erkek oldugu varsayildi ve bu kabul hala gii¢lii bir
sekilde varligin1 koruyor. Sonug olarak diinyadaki milyonlarca kadin; kentte yer
kaplama, giivenlik, giindelik ihtiyaglar, sosyallesme, ¢alisma dis1 zaman faaliyetleri,
vb. bakimindan dezavantajli hale geldi. Ciinkii ataerkil toplumsal normlarin mekana
yansimasi; kadinlarin kent mekanindaki hareketlilik, giivenlik ve firsatlara esit
erisiminin Oniinde engel teskil ediyor. Bu noktada, yapili ¢evrenin tasariminin
mevcut esitsizlikleri derinlestirebilecegi gibi, bunlara meydan okuma potansiyelini
de icinde barindirdigini diisiiniiyoruz. Kadinin kent i¢i deneyiminin tasarim ve veri
toplama siireglerine dahil edilmesinin olumlu anlamda bir degisimi/doniisiimii
miimkiin kilacak 6nemli bir adim olduguna inaniyoruz.

Boyle bir paradigma degisimi i¢in Oncelikle kentlerin mekansal, ekonomik ve
sosyo-Kkiiltiirel boyutlarda yansiz/tarafsiz varliklar olmadigin1 kabul etmek énemli.
Kente kadin perspektifinden bakmak, hem diisiincede hem eylemde radikal bir
degisim gerektiriyor. Kentsel mekanlarin cinsiyetli dogasini anlamak bir nevi goziin
ontindeki perdenin ¢ekilmesi gibi. Cinsiyet duyarli mekansal planlama ve tasarimla
birlikte kadinlarin ihtiya¢ ve isteklerinin dikkate alinacagi daha nitelikli ve geliskin
bir glindelik hayat akisina sahip olacaklarini biliyoruz. Bunun bilinciyle bir atdlye
kurgusu olarak tanimli bir kent mekanina kadinlarin géziinden “birlikte” bakmay1
oneriyoruz. Boylece bu yondeki farkindalig1 artirmay1 hedefliyoruz. Yontem olarak
atolye, kadin caligsmalar1 ile kentsel ¢alismalar alanlarinin iligkisi tizerine kisa bir
bilgi paylasimi ile baglatilacak. Uygulama asamasinda anonim bir kent meydaninin
detayli videosu birlikte izlenecek. Katilimcilardan videodaki meydani izlerken
giivenlik, kent i¢i hareketlilik ve kent donatilart olmak iizere li¢ temel baslik
tizerinden tespitlerini not almalar1 istenecek. Bdylece olumlu ve olumsuz yapili
cevre Ozellikleri kayit altina alinacak. Sonrasinda kolektif bi¢imde, verili kent
meydanmin kadin deneyimine goére mekansal eksiklikleri ya da sundugu olumlu
ciktilar degerlendirilecek. Bu deneyimlerin mekéansal planlama ve tasarim



stireglerine nasil girdi olusturabilecegi ve olasi ¢6ziim Onerileri tartismaya acilacak.
Atolye ciktisi olarak bu tespitler farkli yontemlerle (metin, fikir agaci, haritalama,
vb.) desifre edilecek.



Developing a Gender Equality Index for Sustainable Development

Abstract

International indices and indicators have become an important source for the production
and dissemination of knowledge on gender inequality. We have two main objectives in
this study. First, we aim to advance the interdisciplinary discussion on the
conceptualization, measurement and use of gender inequality through indices. Second,
we aim to share the findings of our project, in which we aim to develop a new gender
inequality index in sustainable development by obtaining broad participation from
Turkey. In this study, we question how and with whose participation international
indices produce knowledge on gender inequality, how this knowledge is disseminated
and by whom it is used. In order to answer these questions, the study adopts a mixed
methodology. First, we aim to present the results of the analysis of over 50
semi-structured qualitative interviews conducted with three main target groups: experts
from international organizations such as UNDP, OECD, World Bank, ILO, European
Union, academicians working in Gender Research Centers of universities in Turkey,
and representatives of NGOs operating in the field of gender. In our study, we also aim
to present the question of which regions and topics academic studies on International
Gender Indices are concentrated and how they are spread by conducting a bibliometric
analysis of these studies using a large dataset obtained from databases such as WOS
and SCOPUS. We aim to comprehensively analyze the academic literature on Gender
Inequality Indices using various quantitative techniques such as descriptive statistics,
social network analysis, data mining and text analysis.



Siirdiiriilebilir Kalkinmada Toplumsal Cinsiyet Esitligi Endeksinin Gelistirilmesi

Uluslararas1 endeksler ve gostergeleri, toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi {izerine bilgi
tiretimi ve yayilimi1 konusunda 6nemli bir kaynak haline gelmistir. Bu ¢alismada iki
temel amacimiz bulunmaktadir. Ik olarak, toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizliginin
kavramsallastirilmasi, dlciilmesi ve endeksler araciligiyla kullanimi tizerine disiplinler
aras1 tartismayi ilerletmeyi hedefliyoruz. lIkinci olarak, Tiirkiye’den genis katilim
saglayarak yeni bir siirdiiriilebilir kalkinmada toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi endeksi
gelistirmeyi  amagladigimiz  proje bulgularimizi  paylasmayir amaghyoruz. Bu
calismamizda uluslararasi endekslerinin toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizligi hakkinda nasil ve
kimlerin katilimi ile bilgi tirettigini ve bu bilginin nasil yayildigini, kimler tarafindan
kullanildigint sorguluyoruz. Bu sorular1 yanitlamak i¢in, ¢aligma karma bir metodoloji
benimsemektedir. 1k olarak, UNDP, OECD, Diinya Bankas1, ILO, Avrupa Birligi gibi
uluslararas1 kuruluslarin uzmanlari, Tiirkiye’deki iiniversitelerin Toplumsal Cinsiyet
Aragtirma Merkezlerinde ¢alisan akademisyenler ve toplumsal cinsiyet alaninda
faaliyet gosteren STK temsilcileri gibi ii¢ ana hedef grup ile gergeklestirilen 50’nin
tizerinde yar1 yapilandirilmis nitel miilakatlarin analizlerinin sonuglarin1 sunmay1
amagliyoruz. Calismamizda ayrica, WOS ve SCOPUS gibi veri tabanlarindan elde
edilen genis bir veri setini kullanarak Uluslararas1 Toplumsal Cinsiyet Endeksleri ile
ilgili akademik caligmalarin hangi bdlgelerde ve konularda yogunlastigt ve nasil
yayildig1 sorusunu bu ¢alismalarin bibliyometrik analizini yaparak, sunmayi
amagliyoruz. Betimleyici istatistikler, sosyal ag analizi, veri madenciligi ve metin
analizi gibi ¢esitli nicel teknikler kullanarak Toplumsal Cinsiyet Esitsizligi endeksleri
ile ilgili akademik literatiirii kapsamli bir sekilde analiz etmeyi hedefliyoruz.



Empowering Through Queer Feelings: an Empowerment Model From Affirmative
Cognitive Behavioral Perspectives

Abstract

Emotions are personal but socially constructed experiences (Maor ve Capelos, 2010).
Consciousness of emotions creates feelings (Prinz, 2005). In other words, emotions are
cognitive representations of our emotions (Damasio, 2001). Queer feelings are the
feelings built by not fulfilling the heterosexual ideal (Ahmed, 2004). These feelings,
formed by cis-heteronormative pressures on a political basis, are experiences that
disempower LGBTI+ people particularly at personal, relational and community levels.
Regarding to our research and practice experiences in the field of empowerment, we
believe that awareness of sharing similar feelings and emotions, coming together and
talking about these feelings and emotions from a critical point of view will form the
basis of empowerment through empathy, solidarity, organization and struggle. Based on
this belief and the relevant literature (e.g., Craig and Austin, 2016; Hall et al., 2019;
Pachankis et al., 2015), we as the authors developed an aftfirmative cognitive behavioral
empowerment model depending upon emotions and queer feelings. This model is based
on group work as a practice method and aims to raise awareness and critical
consciousness about the social background of the emotions and feelings experienced as
LGBTI+ people through their sexual and gender identities. For this purpose, firstly, the
situations that lead to an emotion (e.g., trust, fear) experienced as LGBTI+ people are
listed using brainstorming technique, and a commonly experienced situation is
determined from this list by voting. Personal experiences and feelings based on this
determined situation are evaluated in writing using a thought record sheet. These
experiences and feelings are then verbally addressed using a reframing technique with a
rights-based approach through cognitive and behavioral alternatives. The effectiveness
of this model was evaluated via an open group work practice, organized under the
umbrella of a non-governmental organization and lasted five weeks. As a result, it was
observed that this model had positive effects on the empowerment of LGBTI+ people.



Kuir Hislerle Giiclenmek: Olumlayici Bilissel Davramisci Perspektiften Bir Giiclenme
Modeli

Duygular, kisisel fakat sosyal olarak insa edilen deneyimlerdir (Maor ve Capelos,
2010). Duygulara dair biling ise hisleri olusturur (Prinz, 2005). Yani hisler,
duygularimizin zihinsel temsilleridir (Damasio, 2001). Kuir hisler de heteroseksiiel
ideali yerine getirmemenin yarattig1r hislerdir (Ahmed, 2004). Politik bir zeminde
sis-heteronormatif baskilarla olusan bu hisler, LGBTI+’lar1 6zellikle kisisel, iliskisel ve
topluluk diizeylerinde giigsiizlestiren deneyimlerdir. Gliglenme alanindaki aragtirma ve
uygulama deneyimlerimizden yola ¢ikarak; benzer duygu ve hisleri paylasmaya dair
farkindaligin, bir araya gelerek elestirel bir yerden bu duygu ve hisleri konusmanin
duygudaglik, dayanigma, Orgiitlenme ve miicadele yoluyla giiclenmenin temelini
olusturacagina inantyoruz. Bu inang ve ilgili literatiir (6rn., Craig ve Austin, 2016; Hall
ve ark., 2019; Pachankis ve ark., 2015) temelinde yazarlar olarak, duygu ve kuir hisleri
temel alan olumlayici bilissel davranisgt bir giiclenme modeli gelistirdik. Bu model,
uygulama ydntemi olarak grup calismasma dayanmaktadir ve LGBTI+’larin cinsel ve
cinsiyet kimlikleri lizerinden deneyimledikleri duygu ve hislerin toplumsal arka planina
dair farkindalik ve elestirel biling olusturmayir amaglamaktadir. Bunun icin dncelikle
LGBTI+ olarak deneyimlenen bir duyguyu (émn., giiven, korku) ortaya ¢ikaran
durumlar beyin firtinasi teknigiyle listelenmektedir ve bu listeden oylama yoluyla ortak
bir sekilde yasanan bir durum belirlenmektedir. Belirlenen bu durum iizerinden kisisel
deneyim ve hisler, diisiince kayit formu kullanilarak yazili olarak degerlendirilmektedir.
Sonrasinda bu deneyim ve hisler, sozlii olarak hak temelli bir yaklasimla yeniden
cerceveleme teknigi ile bilissel ve davranigsal alternatifler lizerinden ele alinmaktadir.
Bu modelin etkililigi, bir sivil toplum Orgiitii catis1 altinda diizenlenen ve bes hafta
stiren bir agik grup calismast uygulamasi iizerinden degerlendirilmistir. Sonug olarak,
bu modelin LGBTI+’larin giiclenmelerinde olumlu etkileri oldugu gdzlemlenmistir.



Hymenoplasty and the Space of Immotility

Abstract

The association of women’s virginity with marriage persists in many contemporary
cultures, including Turkey. To meet the impossible demand of being a ‘technical’
virgin, many women resort to re-virginisation. Hymenoplasty is the medical
re-virginisation method, conducted for women to regain their ‘technical’ virginity even
though they might have had penile-vaginal intercourse before. The operation is aimed
at generating bleeding in the next penetrative sexual intercourse. Despite the ethical
controversies surrounding the operation, the medical market and social norms
surrounding women’s sexuality create the space for women to turn to hymenoplasty as
a ‘patriarchal bargain’ (Kandiyoti 1988).

There are two main types of hymenoplasty: enduring and transient. While the former
requires the woman to heal from the operation to bleed, the latter generates bleeding
through the breaking of unhealed sutures. This paper will explore women’s experiences
of healing following ‘enduring’ hymenoplasty, based on online forum posts by women
seeking re-virginisation (2010-2024) and semi-structured in-depth interviews conducted
in Istanbul, Ankara, and Izmir with healthcare staff and women seeking re-virginisation
(2016-2017).

Following hymenoplasty, women come to realise that the bleeding guarantee given by
their doctors is not valid. Drawing from Joanna Latimer’s concepts “space of deferral”
(2007a) and “space of motility” (2007b), I argue that women get stuck in a space of
immotility in this healing period, as trust in doctor-patient relationship erodes. To leave
this space of immotility, women assume the responsibility to heal themselves supported
by online forums, through which the construction of a neoliberal (non-)virgin woman
becomes possible.



Himenoplasti ve Devinimsizlik Alam

Ozet

Kadinin bekaretinin evlilik ile bagdastirilmas: Tiirkiye de dahil olmak {izere bir¢ok
kiiltir i¢in giincelligini korumaktadir. Bunun sonucunda bir¢ok kadin ‘teknik’
bekaretlerini kanitlayabilmek i¢in re-virjinizasyon, yani bekareti yeniden kazanma
yontemlerine bagvurmaktadir. Himenoplasti tibbi re-virjinizasyon yontemidir ve
kadinlarin daha dnceden vajinal penetrasyon igeren bir veya birden fazla cinsel iliski
yasamis olmalarina ragmen, ameliyattan sonraki ilk iligkilerinde bakire olduklarini
iddia edebilmek amaciyla kanama saglamalarini amaglamaktadir. Ameliyati ¢evreleyen
etik tartismalara ragmen kadin cinselligine dair tibbi pazar ve toplumsal normlar
kadinlarin bir “ataerkil pazarlik” yontemi olarak himenoplastiye basvurmalarina yol
acar (Kandiyoti 1988).

Gegici ve kalict olarak nitelenen iki tiir himenoplasti yontemi bulunur. Bunlardan ilki
kadinin ameliyattan sonra iyilesmesinin ardindan kanamasini amaglarken ikincisi ise
iyilesmemis dikislerin acilmasiyla kanama saglar. Bu makale himenoplasti yaptirmay1
hedefleyen kadinlarin ¢evrimigi forum génderileri (2010-2024) ile istanbul, Ankara ve
[zmir’de saglik calisanlari ve himenoplasti yaptiran kadinlarla yapilan yar
yapilandirilmig derinlemesine goriismeler (2016-2017) tizerinden kadinlarin ‘kalict’
himenoplasti sonrasti iyilesme siire¢lerine odaklanir.

Kadinlar, ameliyat sonrasinda, doktorlarin ameliyat oncesinde kanamanin
gerceklesecegine dair kendilerine verdikleri garantinin gecerli olmadigimi fark
etmektedirler. Bu makalede, Joanna Latimer’in “tecil alan1” (2007a) ve “devinim alan1”
(2007b)  kavramlarindan yola c¢ikilarak doktor-hasta iligkisindeki glivenin
zedelenmesiyle birlikte kadinlarin iyilesme doneminde bir devinimsizlik alanima
sikistigi One stiriilmektedir. Bu devinimsizlik alanindan ¢ikmak amaciyla kadinlar,
cevrimigi forumlarin da yardimiyla, kendilerini iyilestirme sorumlulugunu {istlenirler.
Boylece neoliberal bir (na)bakire kadinin insas1 miimkiin olur.



Feminizmin Safagi: Osmanh ve Kore imparatorlugu'ndaki Kadin Dergileri Uzerine
Karsilastirmah Bir Calisma

Ozet

Bu calisma, kendi bolgelerinin ilk feminist dergileri olarak kabul edilen Osmanli dergisi
Kadinlar Diinyas: ve Kore dergisi Sinydja’y1 (Yeni Kadin / A & A}) karsilastirmaktadir.
Bu dergiler, kadinlara ait veya kadinlarla ilgili yayinlarin en erken 6rnekleri olmasalar
da feminist odaklariyla 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Bu karsilastirmaya rehberlik eden aragtirma
sorulart sunlardir: Kadinlar Diinyas: ve Sinydja; feminizm, milliyetcilik ve toplumsal
cinsiyet rolleri ile ilgili goriislerini nasil ifade ettiler ve somiirgecilik, milliyet¢ilik ve
modernlesme bu dergiler tarafindan temsil edilen feminist hareketleri nasil etkiledi?
Calisma ayrica, Osmanli Imparatorlugu’ndan Terakki-i Muhadderat ve Siikufezar ve
Kore Imparatorlugu’ndan Kajong Chapchi (7} 3#]) ve Yoja Chinam (& A4 ')
gibi Onceki ornekleri inceleyerek bir dergiyi feminist olarak tanimlayan unsurlari
arastirmaktadir. Dergilerden elde edilecek verilerin analizi literatiirde; kadin dergileri,
sahibi ve yazarlar tiimiiyle kadinlardan olusan dergiler ve feminist dergiler seklindeki
tic kategoriden olusan simniflandirmayi temel almaktadir. Feminist teoriye dayanan
teorik cergeve, tarihsel baglami goz Oniinde bulundurarak milliyetcilik ve toplumsal
cinsiyetin kesigimselligine odaklanmaktadir. Bahsi gegen dergilerden segilen yazilarin
igerik analizinde; feminizm, milliyet¢i egilimler ve toplumsal cinsiyet sOylemi ile ilgili
temalar incelenmektedir. Elde edilen bulgularin, kadinlarin karsilagtiklart ortak
sorunlar1 ve farkli kiiltiirel baglamlar1 nedeniyle kendilerine 6zgii olan zorluklar1 ortaya
koymasi ve Osmanli ve Kore Imparatorluklarindaki feminist diisiincenin tarihsel
kokenlerine dair daha genis bir anlayisa katkida bulunmasi beklenmektedir.



The Dawn of Feminism: A Comparative Study of Women's Journals in Ottoman and
Imperial Korea

Abstract

This study compares the Ottoman journal Kadinlar Diinyasi (Women's World) and the
Korean journal Sinydja (New Woman | 21]A}), recognized as the first feminist
journals in their respective regions. While not the earliest examples of publications
owned by or related to women, these journals stand out for their feminist focus. The
guiding research questions for this comparison are: How did Kadinlar Diinyas: and
Sinyoja articulate their views on feminism, nationalism, and gender roles, and how did
colonialism, nationalism, and modernization impact the feminist movements these
journals represented? Additionally, this study explores what defines a feminist journal
by examining earlier examples, such as Terakki-i Muhadderat and Siikufezar from the
Ottoman Empire, and Kajong Chapchi (7} &) and Y6ja Chinam (¢ AF4] '2) from
Imperial Korea. The analysis of data from these journals is grounded in the literature’s
classification system, which identifies three categories: women’s journals, journals
wholly owned and authored by women, and feminist journals. The theoretical
framework, rooted in feminist theory, emphasizes the intersection of nationalism and
gender, considering the historical context. Content analysis of selected articles from
these journals examines themes related to feminism, nationalist tendencies, and gender
discourse. The findings are expected to reveal both the common challenges and the
unique difficulties shaped by distinct cultural contexts faced by women, thereby
contributing to a broader understanding of the historical roots of feminist thought in
the Ottoman and Korean Empires.



Feminist Sosyal Hizmet Baglaminda “Makbul” Anne Ideolojisinin Disinda Birakilan
Kadinlarin Deneyimleri

Ozet

Ataerkil toplumda kadinlarin kimlik insasi, O6nce es sonra anne kimligi ile
kurulmakta; es ve anne kimligi ile art1 deger kazanarak “makbul” olarak tanimlanan
sinirlar icerisinde yasanmaktadir. Ancak bu simirlar kadinin yalnizca annelik ve
kadinlik edimi iizerinden degil ayn1 zamanda ¢ocugun kim oldugu, neler yaptigi ile
de dogrudan iligkilidir. Hayatlarin1 “makbul™in sinirlar i¢inde gecirmis kadinlar
LGB ebeveyni oldugunu 6grendiginde kendilerini suglamakta ve toplum tarafindan
dislanmaktan ve suc¢lanmaktan ¢ekinmektedirler. Heteroseksist ataerkil ideolojinin
bir ¢iktis1 olarak makbul anneligin LGB ebeveyni kadinlar {izerinde olusturdugu
bask1 ve bu baski ile bas etme stratejileri bu ¢alismanin problemini olusturmaktadir.

Ataerkil toplumda kadmlar ve LGBTI+lar ayrimcilik yasarken LGB 6znelerin
anneleri de bu ayrimciliga maruz birakilmakta, toplumda suclanma ve yok sayilma
ile karsilagsmaktadirlar. Bu arastirmanin amaci, makbul annelik {iizerinden
baskilanan LGB ebeveyni kadinlarin annelik deneyimlerini ortaya ¢ikarmaktir. LGB
ebeveyni kadinlarin ¢esitlenen biricik annelik deneyimlerinin degerlendirilmesi
amaciyla bu arastirma, feminist nitel aragtirma metodolojisi ile yiiriitilmiistiir.

Arastirmada 12 LGB ebeveyni anne ile goriisiilmiistiir. Goriismelerde yari
yapilandirilmis goriisme formu kullanilarak anneligin insasi, annelik deneyimleri,
baskiyr deneyimleme ve baski ile bas etme siirecleri anlagilmaya g¢alisiimistir.
Tematik analiz yapilirken MAXQDA programi kullanilmig ve analiz sonucunda 3
ana tema belirmistir: (1) Anneden Cocuga Miras: Makbul Annelik, (2) Makbul
Anneligin Sarsilisi, (3) Anneligin Yeniden insas.

Makbul annelik {izerinden bakim vermenin sorumlusu goriilen anneler
yasantilarinda yetersizlik ve kaygi yasamaktadir. Kadinlarin LGB ebeveyni
olduklarmi 6grendiklerinde anneliklerini sorguladiklari, su¢clanmaktan korktuklar
ve “dolaba girdikleri” goriilmiistiir. Anneligin yeniden insasinda zamanla annelerin
stratejik secim yaptigi, suclanmayacaklarina inandiklari kisilere agildiklari, olumlu
acilma deneyiminin anneleri hafiflettigi, destek arayislarim attirarak LGBTI+ Aile
Dernekleri ile tanistiklar1 goriilmiistiir. Derneklerden akran destegi ve profesyonel
destek alan annelerin kendilerine yonelttikleri su¢clamanin azaldigi, destek alirken
acilma pratiklerini stirdiirdiikleri, giiglendikleri ve derneklerde aktivist olarak yer
aldiklar1 goriilmiistiir.



The Experiences of Women Excluded From the “Ideal” Mother Ideology in the
Context of Feminist Social Work

Abstract

In a patriarchal society, the identity construction of women is first established as a
wife and then as a mother; they gain added value through their identity as a wife
and mother and live within boundaries defined as "acceptable." However, these
boundaries are directly related not only to the woman's acts of motherhood and
womanhood, but also to who the child is and what they do. Women who have spent
their lives within the boundaries of the "acceptable" feel guilt and fear of exclusion
and blame from society when they discover that they are LGB parents. As an
outcome of heterosexist patriarchal ideology, the pressure of acceptable motherhood
on women with LGB parents and their coping strategies with this pressure
constitute the problem of this study.

While women and LGBTI+ persons experience discrimination in the patriarchal
society, mothers of LGB subjects are also subjected to this discrimination and face
blame and ignorance in society. The aim of this research is to reveal the motherhood
experiences of LGB parent women who are oppressed through acceptable
motherhood. This study was conducted using feminist qualitative research
methodology to evaluate the diversifying experiences of LGB parenting women's
experiences of unique motherhood.

In the study, 12 LGB parent mothers were interviewed. In the interviews, a
semi-structured interview form was used to understand the construction of
motherhood, motherhood experiences, experiencing oppression and coping with
oppression. MAXQDA programme was used for thematic analysis and 3 main
themes emerged as a result of the analysis: (1) Legacy from Mother to Child:
Acceptable Motherhood, (2) Shaking of Acceptable Motherhood, (3)
Reconstruction of Motherhood.



Mothers who are seen as responsible for caregiving through acceptable motherhood
experience inadequacy and anxiety in their lives. It was observed that when women
learnt that they had LGB parents, they questioned their motherhood, feared being
blamed and ‘went into the closet’. In the reconstruction of motherhood, it was
observed that over time, mothers made strategic choices, came out to people they
believed they would not be blamed, the positive experience of coming out alleviated
the mothers, increased their search for support and met LGBTI+ Family
Associations. It was observed that the mothers who received peer support and
professional support from the associations decreased the blame they directed to
themselves, continued their coming out practices while receiving support, became
stronger and took part in the associations as activists.



Subversive Practices of Women and Queer Medical Students in Surgical Training

Abstract

The traditional organization of medical school and surgical training creates gendered
hierarchies and unequal power relations, which put women and queer medical students
in a disadvantageous position compared to men. In this context, women are both tacitly
and openly directed to non-surgical specialties as they are accepted to be “fragile” and
incapable of dealing with the harsh requirements of surgical training where “survival”
and “challenge” are rewarded concepts. My research focuses on the subversive
practices of women and queer medical students, based on 20 interviews with medical
interns and analysis of social media platforms, workshops, and reports of medical
collectivities. While feminist discourses and gender equality frameworks are diffusing
more into medical education worldwide, how do women and queer medical students
navigate gendered obstacles?

In this study, two concepts emerge: endurance and collective transformative action.
They try to find ways of individual and communal enduring. As part of individual
endurance, they restrict their interactions with medical people who have sexist attitudes
and behaviors. As collective endurance, they utilize communication networks, such as
online chat groups and websites, as a solidarity mechanism. For transformative action,
women and queer students get organized and work in contact with women doctors and
their professional associations to dismantle the gendered organization of medical school
and surgical training. Through juxtaposing their subversive actions and gendered
discourses and practices, I read their actions as persisting in their efforts and “carving
out small life chances against the odds” (Biehl and Lock, 2010, p. 332).



Cerrahi Egitimde Kadin ve Kuir Tip Ogrencilerinin Direnme Pratikleri

Ozet

Tip fakiiltelerinin ve 6zellikle cerrahi egitimin geleneksel organizasyonu, toplumsal
cinsiyete dayali hiyerarsiler ve esitsiz giic iliskileri treterek kadin ve kuir tip
Ogrencilerini erkek 6grencilere kiyasla dezavantajli bir konuma koymaktadir. Kadinlar,
“kirllgan” olduklart ve cerrahi egitimin “hayatta kalma” ve “miicadele etme” gibi
kidemlileri tarafindan Gviilen kavram ve anlayiglarimi karsilayamadiklar1 one siiriilerek
genellikle hem ortiik hem de agik bir sekilde cerrahi dis1 uzmanliklara yonlendirilirler.
Aragtirmam, 20 intorn doktor ile yapilan goriismeler, sosyal medya platformlarinin,
atolye calismalarinin ve tibbi kolektiflerin raporlarinin analizi temelinde kadin ve queer
tip O0grencilerinin direnis pratiklerine odaklanmaktadir. Feminist sdylem ve toplumsal
cinsiyet esitligi programlar1 diinya genelinde tip egitimine her gecen giin daha fazla
yayilirken kadin ve queer tip Ogrencileri toplumsal cinsiyete dayali engelleri nasil
asmaktadir?

Bu c¢alismada iki kavram 6ne ¢ikmaktadir: dayaniklilik ve kolektif doniistiiriicii eylem.
Ogrenciler bireysel ve ortaklasa dayaniklilik yollar1 aramaktadir. Bireysel dayamiklilik
kapsaminda, Ogrenciler cinsiyet¢i tutum ve davraniglarda bulunan tip c¢alisanlariyla
etkilesimlerini sinirlandiriyorlar. Kolektif dayaniklilik kapsaminda ise ¢evrimigi sohbet
gruplart ve internet siteleri gibi iletisim aglarini bir dayanigma mekanizmasi olarak
kullaniyorlar. Doniistiiriicti eylem baglaminda, kadin ve kuir 6grenciler orgiitlenerek
kadin doktorlar ve onlarin meslek birimleriyle temasa gegerek tip fakiiltesi ile cerrahi
egitimin toplumsal cinsiyete dayali organizasyonunu yikmak i¢in ¢alisiyorlar.
Ogrencilerin bahsi gegen direnme pratiklerini cinsiyetci sdylemler ve pratiklerle yan
yana koyarak, bu direnme pratiklerini “olumsuz kosullara ragmen kiigiik yasam
sanslarini yaratma/bi¢imlendirme” kararlilig1 olarak okuyorum (Biehl and Locke, 2010,
p- 332).



Mind the Gap: Combining Traditional Survey Methodology With Computational
Techniques for Producing Better Data to Understand Economic Violence Against
Women

Abstract

Accurate measurement of gender inequalities and gender-based discrimination is
crucial for informed policy-making and achieving gender equality. Traditional survey
methodologies have long been the cornerstone of gender data collection, offering
structured and systematic insights. However, these methods often fall short in capturing
the dynamic and nuanced experiences of different genders, particularly in areas that
require more effort to conceptualize and measure, such as economic violence, time
poverty, and mental load in intimate partner violence against women (IPV). In this
context, this study aims to discuss an innovative approach that integrates traditional
survey techniques with advanced computational methods to enhance the granularity and
depth of gender data. The study utilizes the 2014 Turkey Violence Against Women
Survey, the 2021 Turkey Family Structure Survey, and the 2018 Turkey Demographic
and Health Survey (TDHS) as primary sources of official gender statistics.
Additionally, the Eksisozliik platform is used as a digital data source. By leveraging
language processing models and big data analytics, the study aims to uncover patterns
and trends of subtle forms of economic violence related to mental load and time
poverty, which are often overlooked in these surveys. This paper contributes to the
ongoing discourse on multi-faceted gender data collection, advocating for feminist
methodological advancements that can bridge existing data gaps and support more
effective policies for empowerment.



Bosluga Dikkat Edin: Kadina Yonelik Ekonomik Siddeti Anlamak icin Daha lyi
Veriler Uretmek Amaciyla Geleneksel Anket Metodolojisini Hesaplama Teknikleriyle
Birlestirmek

Ozet

Toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizliklerinin ve toplumsal cinsiyete dayali ayrimciligin dogru
Olciimii, bilingli politika olugturma ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine ulagsma agisindan
bliyiilk 6nem tasimaktadir. Geleneksel anket metodolojileri, yapilandirilmis ve
sistematik i¢goriiler sunarak uzun siiredir toplumsal cinsiyet verisi toplamanin temel
tas1 olmustur. Ancak bu yontemler, 6zellikle ekonomik siddet, zaman yoksullugu ve
kadina yonelik yakin partner siddetinde (IPV) zihinsel yiik gibi, kavramsallastirilmasi
ve Olgiilmesi daha fazla caba gerektiren alanlarda, farkli cinsiyetlerin dinamik ve
nianshi deneyimlerini yakalamada genellikle yetersiz kalmaktadir. Bu baglamda, bu
calisma, toplumsal cinsiyet verilerinin ayrint1 diizeyini ve derinligini artirmak icin
geleneksel anket tekniklerini gelismis hesaplama yontemleriyle biitlinlestiren yenilik¢i
bir yaklagimi tartismayir amacglamaktadir. Calismada, resmi toplumsal cinsiyet
istatistiklerinin birincil kaynaklar1 olan “2014 Tiirkiye Kadina Yonelik Siddet
Aragtirmas1”, “2021 Tirkiye Aile Yapist Arastirmasi” ve “2018 Tiirkiye Niifus ve
Saglik Arastirmast (TNSA)” verilerinden faydalanilmaktadir. Ayrica, Eksisozliik
platformu dijital veri kaynagi olarak kullanilmaktadir. Calisma, dil isleme modelleri ve
bliylik veri analitiginden yararlanarak, s6z konusu hanehalki arasatirmalarinda
genellikle goz ardi edilen zihinsel ylik ve zaman yoksulluguyla ilgili ince ekonomik
siddet bi¢imlerinin kaliplarin1 ve egilimlerini ortaya ¢ikarmayr amaglamaktadir. Bu
makale, ¢ok yoOnlii toplumsal cinsiyet verisi toplama konusunda siiregelen sdyleme
katkida bulunmakta, mevcut veri bosluklarim1 kapatabilecek ve giliglenme i¢in daha
etkili politikalar1 destekleyebilecek feminist metodolojik gelismeleri savunmaktadir.



Caregiving Women in Selcuk Baran’s Short Stories

Abstract

Selcuk Baran's early short stories in Haziran (1972) are distinguished by their female
characters who have the responsibility of caregiving. In the stories “Odadaki,” “Kavak
Do6li,” “Anne,” and “Isikli Pencereler,” Baran focuses on lonely women who take care
of the elderly people, children, or patients while struggling to make a living. In these
stories, Baran defines caregiving as a gendered act that belongs to women, that ties the
caregivers firmly to the present, and that surrounds them with the daily, domestic tasks
of the present. In these stories, Baran narrates this act from the perspective of both
caregivers and care receivers. While the perspective of the care receivers depicts the
restricted world, emotional ebbs and flows, and inadequacies of the caregiver due to
being surrounded by the present, the perspective of the caregiving women reveals that
this restriction is an obligation, even an imposition.

In Baran's stories, besides obligations and impositions, there is another aspect of
caregiving. The present is also the place where communication takes place, so
caregiving becomes a way of expressing emotions and starting a conversation when
other means of communication have failed. In such moments, the act of caregiving
replaces a language that not only responds to the physical needs of the patient but also
responds to the emotional needs of the caregiver. In Baran's stories, an act of caregiving
that includes the qualities of compassion, responsibility, trust, sympathy, sensitivity, and
responsiveness to the needs of the other as defined by theorists of care ethics such as
Nel Noddings, Virginia Held, and Joan Tronto occurs only when such a relationship is
established between the caregiver and the patient. From this point of view, it can be said
that Selguk Baran's stories about caregiving women present an example of a
relationality in which the needs of the caregivers, as well as the care receivers, are taken
into consideration.



Selcuk Baran’mn Oykiilerinde Bakim Veren Kadinlar

Ozet

Selguk Baran’in Haziran (1972) kitab: igerisinde yer alan ilk donem o&ykiileri, bakim
verme sorumlulugunu iistlenmis kadin karakterleriyle dikkat ¢eker. “Odadaki,” “Kavak
Doli,” “Anne” ve “Isikli Pencereler” isimli Oykiilerinde Baran, bir yandan gegim
derdiyle ugrasan bir yandan da yaslilarin, ¢ocuklarin veya hastalarin bakimini iistlenen
yalniz kadinlara odaklanir. Bu Oykiileriyle Baran, bakim verme isini; bakim vereni
simdiki zamana siki sikiya baglayan, simdiki zamanin giindelik, domestik isleriyle
kusatan, kadinlara ait kilinmis, cinsiyetlendirilmis bir eylem olarak tanimlar. So6z
konusu oykiilerde Baran, bu eylemi hem bakim verenlerin hem de bakim gérenlerin
gbziinden anlatir. Bakim gorenlerin bakis agisi, simdiki zamanla kusatilmis olmasi
nedeniyle bakim verme sorumlulugunu iistlenenin sinirlart kiigiilmiis diinyasini,
duygusal gelgitlerini ve yetersizliklerini tasvir ederken, bakim veren kadinlarin
perspektifi bu kii¢lilmenin bir zorunluluk, hatta dayatma olusunu goézler oniine serer.

Baran’in dykiilerinde zorunluluklarin ve dayatmalarin yani sira, bakim vermenin baska
bir cephesi daha vardir. Simdiki zaman ayn1 zamanda iletisimin ger¢eklestigi yerdir, bu
nedenle bakim vermek, bagka iletisim olanaklar1 tiikendiginde duygular1 ifade etmenin,
sohbet baslatmanin bir yolu olur. Boyle anlarda bakim verme eylemi sadece bakim
verilenin fiziksel ihtiyaglarina yonelik olmayan, bakim verenin duygusal ihtiyaglarina
da cevap iireten bir dil yerini tutar. Baran’in Oykiilerinde sadece bakim veren ve bakim
verilen arasinda boyle bir iliskinin kuruldugu anlarda Nel Noddings, Virginia Held ve
Joan Tronto gibi ihtimam etigi kuramcilarinin tanimladig1 manada sefkat, sorumluluk,
giiven, duygudaslik, duyarlilk ve karsidakinin ihtiyaclarina cevap verebilme
niteliklerini iceren bir bakim verme eylemi gergeklesir. Buradan hareketle Selguk
Baran’in bakim veren kadinlar1 konu alan Oykiilerinin bakim verilen kadar bakim
verenin de ihtiyaglarinin gézetildigi bir iliskisellik 6rnegi sundugu sdylenebilir.



My Breast Too- Breasts, Women and Comrades: Building Solidarity through
Self-Narratives in Breast Cancer

Is1l Bayraktar

Abstract

This study, which focuses on the social representation of breast cancer, addresses
the women's experiences of going through breast cancer processes and the effects of
sharing these experiences among women. Breast cancer processes affect women in
different ways, and for this reason, studies in which women's experiences are shared
are most needed. Lorde (1980), in one of the first examples in the field, emphasizes
that every woman should break her silence about her own illnesses and the fears
and other experiences that these illnesses bring and that their experiences should be
visible to each other. Works in the genre of 'autopathography', which Couser (1991)
conceptualizes as 'autobiographical narratives of illness and disability' and which
Lorde pioneered, enable women to make their own voices heard, and the narratives
established enable us to see the transformative power of illness narratives within the
life story by making breast cancer experiences not only the subject of disciplines
dealing with health.

In this study, in addition to my own autoethnographic narrative, I discuss the ways
in which women's experience and knowledge transfer to each other through their
own biographies, using the feminist biography method, can transform breast cancer
processes and open up a space for women to speak about forms of empowerment
and solidarity among women, and build a feminist perspective on breast cancer.
With this study, I aim to make breast cancer narratives visible within gender studies
by opening a space for discussion on the difficulties and inequalities encountered
within the social structure at the intersection of different disadvantages with breast
cancer.

Meme kanserinin toplumsal goriiniimlerine egilen bu calisma, meme kanseri
siireglerini yasama deneyimlerine ve bu deneyimlerin paylasilmasinin kadinlar
tizerindeki etkilerine odaklanmaktadir.

Meme kanseri stirecgleri kadinlar farkli sekillerde etkilemekte ve bu nedenle en ¢cok
kadinlarin deneyimlerinin aktarildigi ¢alismalara ihtiya¢ bulunmaktadir. Lorde
(1980), kendi meme kanseri siireglerini yazdigi, alandaki ilk orneklerden olan
eserinde her kadimin kendi hastaliklarina ve bu hastaliklarin getirdigi korkulara ve
diger deneyimlerine iligskin sessizligini kirmast ve deneyimlerinin de birbirlerine
gorliniir olmas1 gerektigini vurgular. Couser’in (1991) ‘hastalifin ve engelliligin
otobiyografik anlatisi’ olarak kavramsallastirdigt ve Lorde’in Onciiliikk ettigi
‘otopatografi’ tiirlindeki eserler, kadinlarin kendi seslerini duyurmalarini
saglamakta ve kurulan anlatilar meme kanseri deneyimlerini yalnizca sagligi ele
alan disiplinlerin konusu olmaktan c¢ikararak, yasam O&ykiisii i¢inde hastalik
anlatilarinin dontstiiriicli giiclinii gdrmemizi saglamaktadir.

Bu calismada, kendi otoetnografik anlatimina ek olarak, feminist biyografi
yontemiyle kadinlarin 6z yasamoykiileri aracilifiyla birbirlerine deneyim ve bilgi
aktariminin, meme kanseri siireglerini doniistiirme ve kadinlar arasinda giliglenme
ve dayanigsma big¢imlerine dair s6z alan1 agarak, meme kanserine yonelik feminist
bir perspektif insa etmenin yollarin1 tartistiyorum. Bu c¢alismayla, farklhi
dezavantajliliklarin meme kanseriyle kesistigi noktada sosyal yapi i¢inde
karsilagilan zorluklar ve esitsizliklere dair tartisma alani agarak, meme kanseri
anlatilarini toplumsal cinsiyet ¢alismalar1 iginde goriiniir kilmay1 amaglhiyorum.



Queer Strategies Against Hate Speech: Transformation of Vulnerability and
Performative Interventions

Irem Sumru Miiftiioglu

Abstract

This study addresses the increasing impact of hate speech based on sexual
orientation and gender identity in Turkey while exploring the creative resistance
strategies developed by individuals against such discourse. In the literature, hate
speech is often approached from legal and psychological perspectives; however,
this research focuses on the transformative potential of vulnerability and
performative resistance mechanisms through a queer feminist lens. Thus, it
emphasizes that hate speech should not only be addressed within the framework of
victimhood, but also through the potential of reinterpreting and transforming
injurious expressions.

The research is based on in-depth interviews conducted with fourteen individuals
who have experienced hate speech based on their sexual identity and discusses the
creative interventions and solidarity practices they have developed in response. The
key findings of the study indicate that the relationship individuals establish with the
vulnerability caused by hate speech plays a crucial role in shaping forms of
resistance. Recognizing the conditions that render individuals vulnerable positions
reveals the subversive potential of performances that unveil political agency in their
everyday lives. Additionally, it is emphasized that the class dimension of
vulnerability is linked to the tendency to distance oneself from vulnerability, a
phenomenon that can be explained through the concept of the ivory gaze.

Bu calisma, Tiirkiye’de cinsel yonelim ve cinsiyet kimligine dayali nefret
sOyleminin artan etkilerine dikkat ¢ekerken, bu tiir sOylemlere karsi bireylerin
gelistirdikleri yaratici direnis stratejilerini ele almaktadir. Literatiirde nefret sdylemi
genellikle hukuki ve psikolojik perspektiflerden ele alinirken, bu arastirma
kirilganligin dondistiiriicii giicline ve performatif direnis mekanizmalarma queer
feminist bir bakis agisiyla odaklanmaktadir. Bu sayede, nefre sOyleminin yalnizca
magduriyet cergevesinde degil, yaralayici ifadelerin yeniden anlamlandirilmasi ve
dontistiiriilmesi potansiyeli tizerinden ele alinabilecegi savi 6ne ¢ikarilmaktadir.

Aragtirma, cinsel kimlik temelli nefret sOylemine maruz kalmis on dort kisiyle
yapilan derinlemesine miilakatlara dayanmaktadir ve bu bireylerin nefret séylemine
kars1 gelistirdikleri yaratici miidahaleleri ve dayanigsma pratiklerini tartigmaktadir.
Arastirmanin temel bulgulari, nefret sdyleminin yarattigi kirilganlikla bireylerin
kurdugu iligkinin, direnig bigimlerinde belirleyici bir rol oynadigini géstermektedir.
Bireyleri kirilgan konuma iten kosullarin yakindan taninmasi, 6znelerin giinliik
yasamlarindaki politik failligi aciga c¢ikaran performanslarin altiist edici bir
potansiyel tasidigin1 ortaya koymaktadir. Ayrica, yaralanabilirligin sinifsal
boyutunun, kirilganliga karst mesafe koyma egilimiyle baglantili oldugu ve bu
durumun fildisi bakis kavramiyla agiklanabilecegi vurgulanmaktadir.



Cayelinden Oteye: Transformation of Women's Labor in the Eastern Black Sea Region
of Turkey

frem Kopuz

Abstract

Small-scale farming in Turkey is built upon the unpaid family labor of women. Tea
production in the Eastern Black Sea region of Turkey is an example. Today, these
norms are challenged by material transformations and women’s demand for change.
This paper is based upon my fieldwork in the summers of 2023 and 2024 in the region,
cities Artvin and Rize. I have conducted semi-structured interviews with 49 people, 29
of whom were women. My interlocutors varied in occupation, but they all engaged in
tea production or continue to do so in their lives. In the region, many women do not
own any land. My results showed that for many women, urban jobs are more than an
income; it is a way of socializing and having social security. While having an
opportunity to retire one day, they also have the social appropriation and the chance to
participate actively in public life, and some start to sue their brothers for their rights
from their father’s lands. Their case shows us that the welfare state’s
employment-based social security policies left women without security because of the
traditional patriarchal norms. With the current crisis in Turkey’s neoliberal economy,
many women have to work both in the tea fields and also in urban jobs. The precarity
of women’s labor deepens with the continuation of the traditional norms, yet women
feel strong by being hardworking individuals. While the welfare state has been
behaving according to the patriarchal norms, the neoliberal state does not choose
favorites.



Cayelinden Oteye: Dogu Karadeniz’deki Kadin Emeginin Doniisiimii

Ozet

Tiirkiye'de kiigiik 6l¢ekli tarim, kadinlarin karsiliksiz aile emegi iizerine kurulu
vaziyettedir. Tiirkiye'nin Dogu Karadeniz bolgesindeki cay iiretimi de buna bir
ornek teskil etmektedir. Fakat giiniimiizde, bu kaniksanmis roller iilkenin ekonomik
dontistimleri ve kadinlarin degisim talebiyle sarsilmaktadir. Bu arastirma, 2023 ve
2024 yazlarinda Karadeniz bolgesinin Artvin ve Rize sehirlerinde gergeklestirdigim
saha calismasina dayanmaktadir. Yapilan 49 yar1 yapilandirilmig goériismenin 29’u
kadinlardan olusmaktadir. Goriismeciler farkli mesleklere sahip olmakla beraber,
hepsi hayatlarinda ¢ay iiretimiyle ugrasmis veya hala ugragsmakta olan kadinlardi.
Bu goriismeler sonucunda edinilen bulgular su sekildedir: Bolgede bir¢ok kadinin
miilk sahibi olmadig1 goriilmektedir. Bir¢ok kadin i¢in kentteki isler yalnizca bir
gelir kaynagi degil, ayn1 zamanda sosyallesme, sosyal gilivence elde etme ve
kamusal hayata aktif katilma firsatdir. Bu siirecte kadinlar emekli olma firsati
bulmalarinin yanit sira, sosyal onay kazanmakta ve bazilar1 babalarinin
topraklarindan haklar1 i¢in kardeglerine dava agmaya baslamaktadir. Bu durum,
refah devletinin istihdama dayali sosyal giivenlik politikalarinin, geleneksel ataerkil
normlar nedeniyle kadinlar1 giivencesiz biraktigini gostermektedir. Tiirkiye'nin
neoliberal ekonomisindeki mevcut krizle birlikte, bir¢ok kadin hem ¢ay tarlalarinda
hem de kent islerinde c¢alismak zorunda kalmaktadir. Kadin emeginin
giivencesizligi, geleneksel normlarin kendilerine sehirde de alan bularak devam
etmesiyle derinlesmekte; ancak kadinlar, caligkan bireyler olarak kendilerini giiclii
hissetmektedirler. Refah devletinin yarattig1 esitsizlik ataerkil normlarin bir uzantisi
olarak betimlenebilecekken, neoliberal ekonominin etkilerinin herkes i¢in daha agir
oldugunu gérmekteyiz.



Young, Brutal and Digital: How Alt-Right Men Deploy Videographic Remixes in
Turkey

Abstract

In recent years, patriarchal men consider ganging up exclusively under the flag of their
“God-given” manhood may not be enough against the contemporary forms of feminist
and queer movements. Against these “threats” to the patriarchal privileges they possess,
these men gather in digital spaces, called manosphere, to form a reactionary and
malicious stance in opposition to the movements and subjects that challenge their
hegemony. Nationalist extremism also feeds into some of these groups and hence, lays
the foundations of the alternative right. While the phenomenon has been a focus of
research in the field of masculinity studies, especially in the US, the alt-right’s
birthplace, the literature is insufficient in discussions on the alt-right’s effect on
non-American local masculinities through shared digital interactions. As a part of my
thesis, this presentation will contextualize the emerging brutal presence of Turkey's new
ultra-nationalist, pro-militarist, and masculinist citizens in cyberspace with their usage
of a new media method called videographic “edits” or “remixes” as propaganda tools.
In the crossroads of nationalism, patriarchy, extremism, and digital culture, I argue that
intersecting and shifting masculinities, as well as the contemporary dynamics of the
gender regime, must be considered if we want to conduct a more precise analysis of
systematic violence, whether online or in real life, symbolic or tangible. This is
especially true in non-Western contexts where local identities with historical
backgrounds collide with new and digitally globalized identities, resulting in shifting
positions at the intersection of cyberspace and everyday life.



Geng, Agresif ve Dijital: Alternatif Sag Erkekler Tiirkiye’de Videografik
Remikslerini Nasil Kullaniyor

Ataerkil erkekler son donemde sadece “Tanr1 vergisi” erkeklikleri altinda bir araya
gelmenin ¢agdas feminist ve kuir hareketlerine kars1 yeterli olmadigina kanaat getirdi.
Sahip olduklar1 ataerkil ayricaliklara yonelik bu “tehditlere” karsi, bu erkekler
“manosfer” adi verilen dijital alanlarda bir araya gelerek hegemonyalarina meydan
okuyan hareketlere ve 6znelere karsi gerici ve agresif bir durus sergilemekteler. Bunun
yaninda asir1 milliyet¢i hareketler de bu gruplarin kimilerini besleyerek literatiirde
“alternatif sag” olarak adladirilan hareketin temelini olusturmaktadir. Bu durum
alternatif sagin ¢ikis yeri olan ABD'de erkeklik ¢aligmalar1 alaninda arastirmalarin odak
noktas1 olsa da, literatiir, alternatif sagin artan dijital etkilesimler yoluyla Batili
olmayan yerel erkeklikler lizerindeki etkisine iliskin tartismalarda yetersiz kalmaktadir.
Yiiksek lisans tezimin bir pargast olarak bu sunum, Tirkiye'nin yeni asiri
milliyet¢i-militarist-ataerkil bireylerinin dijitalde ortaya c¢ikan acimasiz varligini,
propaganda araclar1 olarak kullandiklar1 video "editler" veya "remiksler" adi verilen
yeni medya yontemi lizerinden baglamlandiracaktir. Milliyetgilik, ataerki, asirilik ve
dijital kiltiriin kesistigi noktada, ister ¢evrimigi ister ¢cevrimdisi, ister sembolik ister
somut olsun, sistematik siddetin daha hassas bir analizini yapmayi amagliyorsak,
kesisen ve degisen erkekliklerin yaninda toplumsal cinsiyet rejiminin ¢agdas
dinamiklerinin dikkate alinmasi1 gerektigine inantyorum. Bu, 6zellikle tarihi gegmise
sahip yerel kimliklerin yeni ve dijital olarak kiiresellesmis kimliklerle carpistiglr ve
dijital ile giindelik hayatin kesisiminde degisen konumlara yol agtig1 Bat1 dis1 baglamlar
i¢in degerini korumaktadir.



Everyday Narratives on Intimate Partner Violence in Contemporary Turkey
Ethnographic Insights from Young Couples

Abstract

This paper is part of a larger doctoral research project on everyday negotiations of
gender norms in Turkey. The paper investigates how everyday narratives on intimate
partner violence (IPV) relate to broader societal structures of belief or, in other words,
on what ideological grounds what kinds of narratives are being reproduced, adopted or
rejected in everyday life. Following a social-constructivist lens, I explore this question
empirically through a qualitative study of young couples’ attitudes on IPV, primarily
building on semi-structured in-depth interviews in five provinces across Turkey.
Couples listen to a short vignette about IPV and evaluate the story in the vignette in
conversation with me and their partners.

In terms of the narratives deployed, the 71 interviews conducted so far reveal among
other things that 1) IPV is not a marginal phenomenon but frequently discussed — about
one third of the participants speak about cases of IPV in their immediate environments
2) participants hear of feminist struggles to end IPV (and particularly femicide), mainly
through social media, 3) most participants explicitly oppose hegemonic victim blaming
narratives, and 4) participants have little trust in legal institutions and view institutional
approaches such as the Istanbul Convention at best as deterrence tools for potential
perpetrators. In terms of the ideologically grounded justifications of narratives on IPV,
the interviews reveal that a) religious narratives are deployed mainly when discussing
the different “nature” of men and women and b) no matter how religious the
participants are, the familialist narrative that every family has the responsibility to
protect their daughters, is the most prevalent ideological framework in the interviews.



Aile i¢i Siddete iliskin Giindelik Anlatilar - Geng Ciftlerden Etnografik Bulgular

Bu makale, Tiirkiye'de toplumsal cinsiyet normlarinin giindelik miizakereleri iizerine
daha genis bir doktora arastirma projesinin bir pargasidir. Makale, esler aras1 siddete
(IPV) iliskin giindelik anlatilarin daha genis toplumsal inang yapilariyla nasil bir iligki
icinde oldugunu, baska bir deyisle, giindelik hayatta hangi ideolojik temeller lizerinde
ne tir anlatilarin  yeniden {retildigini, benimsendigini veya reddedildigini
arastirmaktadir. Sosyal insac1 bir mercegi takip ederek, bu soruyu geng ¢iftlerin [PV'ye
iliskin tutumlar iizerine Tirkiye genelinde bes ilde yar1 yapilandirilmis derinlemesine
goriismelere dayanan nitel bir ¢calisma araciligiyla arastirtyorum. Ciftler IPV hakkinda
kisa bir vinyet dinlediler ve vinyetteki hikayeyi benimle ve partnerleriyle sohbet ederek
degerlendirdiler.

Kullanilan anlatilar incelendiginde, su ana kadar gergeklestirilen 71 goriisme, diger
hususlarin yani sira sunlari ortaya koymaktadir: 1) IPV marjinal bir olgu olmayip
siklikla tartisilmaktadir - katilimcilarin yaklagik ticte biri yakin cevrelerindeki IPV
vakalarindan bahsetmektedir, 2) katilimcilar IPV'yi (ve 6zellikle kadin cinayetlerini)
sona erdirmeye yonelik feminist miicadeleleri ¢ogunlukla sosyal medya araciligiyla
duymaktadir, 3) cogu katilimec1 hegemonik magdur suglayici anlatilara agik¢a karsi
cikmaktadir ve 4) katilmcilar yasal kurumlara cok az giivenmekte ve Istanbul
Sozlesmesi gibi kurumsal yaklagimlar: en iyi ihtimalle potansiyel failler i¢in caydirici
araclar olarak gormektedir. IPV'ye iliskin anlatilarin ideolojik olarak temellendirilmis
gerekeeleri incelendiginde, goriigmeler a) dini anlatilarin esas olarak kadin ve erkegin
farkl1 “dogas1” tartisilirken kullanildigin1 ve b) katilimcilar ne kadar dindar olursa
olsun, her ailenin kiz ¢cocuklarini korumakla yiikiimlii oldugu yoniindeki aileci anlatinin
goriismelerde en yaygin ideolojik baglam oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir.



Mothers in Sex Work: Notes on Managing Two “Conflicting Identities”

Abstract

Motherhood and sex work are two separate and incompatible manifestations of the
“cisgender woman” identity positioned according to dominant gender norms. While
motherhood is attributed “sanctity,” sex work is portrayed as the destruction of
women’s identity. This article examines how mothers in sex work negotiate their
“prostitute” and “mother” identities. Based on semi-structured in-depth interviews
conducted with nine mothers in the sex work sector in different cities of Turkey, this
study examines how they manage the stigmas of “prostitute” and “unsuccessful
mother.” According to this study, cisgender mothers in sex work are forced to
conduct painful negotiations between “prostitution,” which has become a distorted
identity, and motherhood. Drawing on the concepts of Goffman’s (1963) “disturbed
identity,” Pheterson’s (1993) “whore stigma,” and Link and Phelan’s (2014) “power
of stigma,” this article argues that mothers in sex work exhibit varying levels of
“contextual subjectivity” patterns depending on the influence of the gender order
they are in. These patterns are discussed in three themes: (1) “prostitution” as a
“continuous identity” and not being able to be a mother, (2) “being a prostitute”
without being a “prostitute” for “successful” motherhood, and (3) being able to be
both a mother and a sex worker. Cisgender mothers in the field of sex work can
either strengthen their motherhood in the face of stigma or become even more
vulnerable with the identity of “prostitution”, which is a “disturbed” identity,
depending on their capacity to manage structural conditions such as gender
inequalities, gender-based violence and women’s poverty that lead them to do sex
work. It is hoped that this study, which analyzes from a sociological perspective
how cisgender mothers who do sex work manage two identities that are considered
“conflicting” in the face of stigma, will inspire studies aimed at eliminating the
victimization of this group that occurs under the influence of the dominant gender
order.



Seks Isciligi Alanindaki Anneler: “Ihtilafli” ki Kimligin Yonetilmesine Dair Notlar

Annelik ve seks isciligi, hakim toplumsal cinsiyet normlarina gore konumlandirilan
“natrans kadin” kimliginin birbiriyle bagdasmayan iki ayr1 tezahiiriidiir. Annelige
“kutsiyet” atfedilirken, seks is¢iligi kadin kimliginin tahrip edilmesi olarak
resmedilmektedir. Bu makale, seks is¢iligi alanindaki annelerin ‘‘fahise” ve “anne”
kimliklerini nasil miizakere ettiklerini ele almaktadir. Tiirkiye’nin farkli sehirlerinde
seks 1isciligi sektoriinde bulunan dokuz anne ile yapilan yar1 yapilandirilmis
derinlemesine goriismelere dayanan bu c¢alisma, “fahise” ve “basarisiz anne”
damgalarinin onlar tarafindan nasil yonetildigini incelemektedir. Bu incelemeye
gore, seks isciligi sektoriindeki natrans anneler Orselenmis bir kimlik haline
getirilen “fahiselik” ile annelik arasinda sancili miizakereler yiiriitmek zorunda
kalmaktadir. Goffman’in (1963) “orselenmis kimlik”, Pheterson’un (1993) “fahise
damgast”, Link ve Phelan’in (2014) “damganin giicii” kavramlarindan istifade eden
bu makaleye gore, seks isciligi alanindaki anneler iginde bulunduklar1 toplumsal
cinsiyet diizeninin etkisine baglh olarak degisen seviyelerde “baglamsal oznellik”
ortintiileri sergilemektedir. Bu oOriintiiler li¢ tema ekseninde ele alinmaktadir: (1)
“stirekli bir kimlik” olarak “fahiselik” ve anne olamamak, (2) “basarili” bir annelik
icin “fahise” olmadan “fahiselik” yapmak, ve (3) hem anne hem seks isgisi
olabilmek. Seks isciligi alanindaki natrans anneler, kendilerini seks is¢iligi yapmaya
stirlikleyen toplumsal cinsiyet esitsizlikleri, toplumsal cinsiyete dayali siddet ve
kadin yoksullugu gibi yapisal kosullar1 yonetebilme kapasitelerine bagli olarak
damgalanma karsisinda anneliklerini tahkim edebilmekte veya “drselenmis” bir
kimlik olan “fahiselik” kimligi ile daha da kirilgan hale gelmektedir. Seks is¢iligi
yapan natrans annelerin damgalanma karsisinda “ihtilafli” addedilen iki kimligi
nasil yonettigini sosyolojik agidan analiz eden bu g¢alismanin, bu grubun hakim
toplumsal cinsiyet diizeninin etkisiyle ortaya cikan magduriyetlerinin ortadan
kaldirilmasi yoniindeki ¢aligmalar i¢in ilham olmasi umulmaktadir.



Queering the Resistance: Intersectionality within the Bogazici Students' Struggle for
Subjecthood

Laura Vassileva

Abstract

Drawing on an ethnographic study of resistance practices at Bogazi¢i University,
conducted from March to June 2023 and April to May 2024, this paper examines the
activism of queer subjects who have become primary targets of both authoritarian
intervention at the university and state-employed homophobia. It explores how, within
the protest, queer individuals navigate their vulnerability and mobilize intersectionality
to reclaim their queer subjectivity in the face of multifaceted power that seeks to render
it invisible. Employing a multidisciplinary approach, this research integrates feminist
and queer theories to analyze the complexities of resistance and marginalization in
contemporary Turkey. It draws from anthropological theories of state and resistance to
elucidate the dynamics of state, administrative, and police power, while also
maintaining a focus on the local cultural and socio-political specificities of Turkey.

The paper emphasizes the significance of both intersectionality and queer assemblage,
incorporating affect into the analysis. Queer assemblage illustrates how diverse
identities with their affective capacities converge to form a robust embodied voice
against the authoritarian management of social difference. By queering resistance, this
study extends beyond traditional identity politics within protest movements and
conventional forms of resistance, focusing on those that persist beyond initial
mobilizations. In the context of Bogazi¢i University, queer resistance manifests as a
politics of presence, where queer subjecthood not only symbolizes freedom but also
actively disrupts and challenges the state's pervasive violence and securitization
strategies, highlighting the deep impact of these strategies on students' subjectivities,
their relationships with the university, and the broader dynamics of social movements.

Mart-Haziran 2023 ve Nisan-Mayis 2024 tarihleri arasinda Bogazici Universitesi'ndeki
direnis pratikleri iizerine yapilan etnografik bir calismaya dayanan bu makale, hem
tiniversitedeki otoriter miidahalenin hem de devlet tarafindan istihdam edilen
homofobinin birincil hedefi haline gelen queer 6znelerin aktivizmini inceliyor. Protesto
kapsaminda queer bireylerin kirilganliklarini nasil yonettiklerini ve bunu goriinmez
kilmaya calisan ¢ok yonlii iktidar karsisinda queer 6znelliklerini geri kazanmak i¢in
kesisimselligi nasil harekete gecirdiklerini arastirtyor. Multidisipliner bir yaklagim
kullanan bu arastirma, giiniimiiz Tirkiye'sinde direnis ve Otekilestirmenin
karmasikligin1 analiz etmek i¢in feminist ve queer teorileri biitlinlestiriyor. Devlet, idari
ve polis giicliniin dinamiklerini aydinlatmak ic¢in antropolojik devlet ve direnis
teorilerinden yararlanirken, ayni zamanda Tiirkiye'nin yerel kiiltiirel ve sosyo-politik
ozglnliiklerine odaklanmay1 da siirdiiriiyor.

Makale, hem kesisimselligin hem de queer bir araya gelisin 6nemini vurgulamakta ve
duygulanimi analize dahil etmektedir. Queer bir araya gelis, c¢esitli kimliklerin
duygulanim kapasiteleriyle birlikte toplumsal farkliligin otoriter yonetimine karsi nasil
giiclii bir bedenlenmis ses olusturmak iizere bir araya geldigini gostermektedir. Direnisi
queerlestiren bu ¢alisma, protesto hareketleri i¢indeki geleneksel kimlik politikalarinin
ve geleneksel direnis bi¢imlerinin dtesine gegerek, ilk seferberliklerin 6tesinde devam
edenlere odaklaniyor. Bogazici Universitesi baglaminda queer direnis, queer dznelligin
yalnizca 6zgiirliigii sembolize etmekle kalmayip ayn1 zamanda devletin yaygin siddet
ve gilivenliklestirme stratejilerini aktif bir sekilde bozdugu ve bunlara meydan okudugu
bir mevcudiyet siyaseti olarak ortaya ¢ikiyor ve bu stratejilerin 6grencilerin 6znellikleri,
tiniversiteyle iliskileri ve toplumsal hareketlerin daha genis dinamikleri iizerindeki
derin etkisini vurguluyor.



Community Care in the Aftermath of Sexual Abuse
Melis Berk

The article examines the concepts of survivor-centered approach, trauma-informed care,
cultural humility and community care, which have been developed through the labor and
demands of social movements in the Global North, particularly feminist and sexual
violence survivor movements. I use this set of concepts and approaches, along with the
theoretical grounding they are based on, to consider the possibilities of cultivating a culture
of care that cares for survivors of sexual violence in Turkey. I use an autoethnographic
methodology for the article, drawing on my master's thesis on the relationship between
gendered experiences of violence and practices of political struggle. At the beginning, |
convey the histories of the sexual violence survivor movement and the anti-psychiatric
survivor movement, and then examine the practices of “support, care and solidarity after
sexual violence” transformed by different social movements within the framework of
cultural humility, the full-frame model, trauma-informed care and the survivor-centered
approach. In examining the theoretical and practical meanings of each approach and
concept, I draw on qualitative studies conducted with survivors of sexual violence,
focusing on their experiences, needs and demands. I then discuss my experiences of
institutional and community betrayal following my childhood sexual abuse, which
prompted me to write this article; I reflect on our experiences seeking support, justice, and
solidarity after surviving sexual violence; and I bring these experiences together with the
concepts 1 explore throughout the rest of the article. I then propose queer feminist
organizations as communities where survivor-centered, trauma-informed, and cultural
humility based community care can be cultivated in light of the concepts and approaches I
have discussed above; I offer four suggestions regarding the conditions for this care to
flourish. In closing, I share the limitations of my study, which are based on qualitative
methods and studies in English literature, along with contributions such as the inclusion of
concepts and approaches I have discussed throughout the research in Turkish literature and
the use of self-reflexive methods. Finally, I express the need for qualitative research on
survivors of sexual violence in Turkey, their experiences, needs, demands and focuses, and
studies on existing in academia as survivor-researchers.

Makale, Kiiresel Kuzeydeki toplumsal hareketlerin, 6zel olarak feminist ve cinsel
siddetten hayatta kalan hareketlerinin emek ve talepleri ile gelistirilen hayatta kalan
odakli yaklasim, travma-bilgili bakim, kiiltiirel algakgoniilliilik ve topluluk bakimi
kavramlarini ele aliyor. Bu kavram seti ve yaklagimlari, dayandiklar teorik zemin ile
birlikte Tiirkiye’de cinsel siddetten hayatta kalanlar1 goézeten bir bakim kiltiiri
yesertilmesinin imkanlarini diistinmek tizere kullaniyorum. Makale icin otoetnografik
bir metodoloji kullaniyor ve toplumsal cinsiyetlendirilmis siddet deneyimleri ile politik
miicadele pratikleri arasindaki iligki iizerine yazdigim yiiksek lisans tezine
yaslaniyorum. Baslangicta, cinsel siddetten hayatta kalanlar hareketi ile anti-psikiyatrik
hayatta kalan hareketinin tarihlerini aktariyor, ardindan farkli toplumsal hareketler
tarafindan doniistiiriilen “cinsel siddetten sonra destek, bakim ve dayanisma”
pratiklerini kiiltiirel alcakgoniilliiliik, tam g¢erceve modeli, travma-bilgili bakim ve
hayatta kalan odakli yaklasim ¢ercevesinde inceliyorum. Her bir yaklasim ve kavramin
teorik ve pratik anlamlarini irdelerken, cinsel siddetten hayatta kalanlar ile yapilmus,
onlarin deneyim, ihtiyag ve taleplerine odaklanan nitel ¢alismalardan yararlaniyorum.
Sonrasinda, bu makaleyi yazmama sebep olan, c¢ocuklugumda yasadigim cinsel
istismarin  ardindan deneyimledigim kurumsal ihanet ve topluluk ihaneti
deneyimlerinden bahsediyor; cinsel siddetten hayatta kaldiktan sonra destek, adalet ve
dayanigma ararken yasadiklarimiz {izerine diisiiniiyor ve bu deneyimleri, makalenin
geri kalani boyunca inceledigim kavramlarla bir araya getiriyorum. Devaminda ise,
yukarida bahsettigim kavram ve yaklasimlar 1s18inda, cinsel siddetten sonra hayatta
kalan odakli, travma-bilgili, kiiltiirel algcakgoniilliiliige dayali bir topluluk bakiminin
yesertilebilecegi topluluklar olarak kuir feminist orgiitlenmeleri 6neriyor; bu bakimin
yesertilme kosullarina dair dort oOneride bulunuyorum. Makaleyi bitirirken,
incelememin nitel yontemler kullanilarak yapilan ve Ingilizce literatiire ait ¢alismalara
dayandirilmasina bagli sinirhiliklarini, arastirma boyunca ele aldigim kavram ve
yaklagimlarin  Tiirkge literatiire dahil edilmesi ve Ozdiislinlimsel yontemlerin
kullanilmast gibi katkilarla birlikte paylasiyorum. Sonunda ise, Tiirkiye’de cinsel
siddetten hayatta kalanlarla, deneyim, ihtiyag, talep ve odaklar1 {izerine niteliksel
arastirmalara ve hayatta kalan-arastirmaci olarak akademide var olmak iizerine
calismalara duydugumuz ihtiyaci dile getiriyorum.



The Relationship Between Gender-Based Violence and Political Struggle

Abstract

The purpose of the study is to understand the relationship between Gender-Based
Violence (GBV) and political actions. Throughout the paper, I named the people who
experienced GBV as “survivors” and the acts of resistance, advocacy and struggle as
“political action”. The theoretical framework of the study is based on queer-feminist
theory, reflexivity and survivor-informed approach. I conducted semi-structured
interviews with 22 people from different cities, online and offline. The mean of their
age was 36, and the age range was 20-67. I used a phenomenological design for the
study. The participants shared that political actions helped them with their recovery
process after the abuse, that the abuse sometimes led them to political action, and that
they experienced a wide range of problems linked with their GBV experiences in
political spaces. I observed that since I used a survivor-informed approach when I
prepared the interview questions, experiences such as re-traumatization and being
triggered during interviews are mostly prevented. The results were in line with the
survivor-activism literature. Since the relationship between GBV and political action is
an unstudied field in Turkish literature, it will be beneficial to work with different
methods and wider participant groups for future research.



Toplumsal Cinsiyete Dayah Siddet ve Politik Miicadele Iliskisi

Ozet

Aragtirmanin amaci, toplumsal cinsiyete dayali siddet (TCDS) deneyimleri ile
politik miicadele pratikleri arasindaki iliskiyi anlamaktir. Arastirma boyunca siddete
maruz kalan kisilerden ‘“hayatta kalan, bu kisilerin direnis, savunuculuk ve
miicadele deneyimlerinden “politik miicadele” olarak bahsettim. Aragtirmayi kuir
feminist teoriler, feminist metodoloji, 6zdiistiniimsellik, siddetsizlik ve bakim etigi
ve hayatta kalan odakli yaklasim temelinde c¢ergevelendirdim. Arastirma igin,
Tirkiye’nin farkl illerinde dogmus ve yasayan, farkl cinsiyetlerden 22 kisiyle yari
yapilandirilmis ¢evrimi¢i ve yliz yiize goriismeler yaptim. Katilimcilarin yas
ortalamas1 36, yas araligi 20-67 idi. Arastirma icin fenomenolojik bir tasarim
kullandim. Katilimcilarin TCDS deneyimleri de, politik miicadele pratikleri de
genis bir yelpazedeydi: Kimi katilimcilar gozle taciz ve siber zorbaligi, kimileri ise
cinsel istismar, ev i¢i siddet, iskence ve Oldlirmeye tesebbiis deneyimlerini dile
getirdi. Politik miicadele deneyimi bireysel aktivizm, Orgiitlii miicadele, sivil
toplum ¢aligan1 veya goniilliisii olma, dijital aktivizm ve giincel politika takibi gibi
farkli anlamlar ifade ediyordu. Katilimcilar, politik miicadelenin siddet sonrasinda
iyilesmelerine yardimci oldugunu, siddetin kendilerini politik miicadeleye
yonlendirdigini, politik miicadelenin ise siddeti anlamak ve gercevelendirmekte
onemli bir rol oynadigini, ancak bu iki faktdriin higbir zaman yalitilmis olmadigini,
ayn1 zamanda siddet deneyimi sonrasinda miicadele alanlarinda ve topluluklarinda
belirli sorunlarla karsilastiklarini anlatti. Sorular1 hazirlarken hayatta kalan odakli
yaklagimi kullanmis olmamin, tetiklenme ve yeniden travmatize olma gibi
deneyimlerin Oniine gectigini gordiim. Bulgular, hayatta kalan aktivizmi
literatiirtiyle paralel ¢izgideydi. TCDS ve politik miicadele iliskisi, 6zellikle Tiirkiye
baglaminda ¢alisilmamis bir alan oldugu icin, gelecek aragtirmalarda farkli yontem
ve daha genis gruplarla ¢alisilmasi 6nemli goriiniiyor.



Kas Yaparken Goz Cikarmak: Tasarim Nesnesi Olarak Harici Meme Protezleri ve
Protez Siityenleri

Ozet

Medikal anlamda meme, kadinlarda siit bezleri ve bu bezlerdeki siiti meme basina
tasityan kanallardan olusan, ikincil cinsiyet karakteri olan bir organdir. Temel islevi siit
salgilamak olsa da kadm kimligi ve cinselligi ile ilgili sembolik anlamlar tasir.
Ortalama her sekiz kadindan birinin hayatinin bir déneminde karsi karsiya geldigi
meme kanseri, dogurganlik ve kadinlikla 6zdeslesen bu organin karsi karsiya oldugu en
bliyiik tehdittir. Meme kanserinin tedavisinde siklikla kullanilan cerrahi miidahalelerden
birisi olan mastektomi ameliyatiyla, yalnizca bir organin degil, ayn1 zamanda bu
sembolik anlamin da kaybi1 yasanir.

“Kaybedilen memenin sembolik ve pratik olarak ikamesi miimkiin miidiir?” sorusuyla
baslayan bu ¢aligmanin odaginda harici meme protezleri ve protez siityenleri bulunuyor.
Hastanin kendi dokusuyla ya da protezle yapilan meme rekonstriiksiyonlar1 medikal bir
mesele oldugu icin bu ¢alismanin kapsami digindadir. Ancak ister cerrahi miidahaleyle
yapilmis olsun ister harici olarak kullanilsin, bu protezler isleve degil dis goriinlime
yoneliktir.

Meme protezi, 0rnegin protez bir bacak gibi hareketi saglayarak pratik bir amaca
hizmet etmez. Bu, sadece dig goriinlisii “diizeltmek™ ve norma uymakla ilgili, forma
dayalt bir ¢oziimdir. Kozmetik protez olarak degerlendirilen bu {iriinler, kadin
bedeninin simetrisini korumak {izere tasarlamir. Peki, asimetrik bir kadin bedeni
miimkiin degil midir? Dahasi toplumsal norma uymaya calisan bu {iretimlerin
kullanicisin1 incitebilecek bir eksiklik vurgusu yok mudur? Kamusal alanda
gosterilmeyen meme, meme ucu ve siityenin formu neden bu kadar 6nemlidir?

Bu calismada kitlesel olarak iiretilen protez siityenleri ile diinyanin farkli yerlerinde
tiretilen bireysel ¢oziimler karsilastirmali olarak ele alinacaktir. Amag, harici meme
protezlerini ve protez siityenlerini birer tasarim nesnesi olarak degerlendirerek, kadin
bedenine dair yerlesik toplumsal algiy1 tartismaya agmaktir.



Doing More Harm Than Good: External Breast Prostheses and Prosthetic Bras as
Design Objects

Abstract

Medically, the breast is an organ with secondary sexual characteristics, comprised of
mammary glands and the ducts that carry milk from these glands to the nipple.
Although its primary function is to produce milk, it carries symbolic meanings tied to
female identity and sexuality. Breast cancer, which affects one in eight women at some
point in their lives, poses a significant threat to this organ deeply associated with
femininity and fertility. Mastectomy, a common surgical treatment for breast cancer,
results not only in the physical loss of the breast but also in the loss of its symbolic
significance.

This study, which begins with the question whether it is possible to symbolically and
practically replace the lost breast or not, focuses on external breast prostheses and
prosthetic bras. Reconstructions performed using the patient’s own tissue or implants
are medical concerns and are therefore beyond the scope of this study. However, be
they realized through surgical intervention or used as external devices, these prostheses
aim not to restore the lost organ’s function but rather its appearance.

Unlike a prosthetic limb, a breast prosthesis does not serve a practical purpose like
restoring mobility. Its sole purpose is to “fix” appearance and make it conform to social
norms. Regarded as cosmetic prostheses, these devices are designed to maintain bodily
symmetry. But is an asymmetrical female body truly unacceptable? Furthermore, don’t
these products, designed to rhyme with social expectations, risk emphasizing a sense of
deficiency that might distress their users? Why is the shape of the breast, nipple, and
bra—elements that are not visible in public space—deemed so important?

In this study, mass-produced prosthetic bras are compared with individual solutions
created across different regions worldwide. The aim is to take external breast prostheses
and prosthetic bras as design objects and to initiate a discussion on the established
social perception of the female body.



(In)decent Practices of Disabled Women: Gender, Disability, and Activism in Populist
Authoritarian Turkey

Abstract

Turkey is increasingly described as a populist authoritarian country, governed in the
name of “the people” by a party that has seized control of most parts of the state and
media. Populism’s fluidity as a concept is often noted, as is its Left and Right variants
(Urbinati 2019), but it is commonly seen as relational: “us” versus “them” (Laclau
2005), and as such is arguably about identity creation “in which moral boundaries
between groups are redrawn” (Gidron & Bonikowski 2013). Such moral boundaries
rely on, reproduce, and indeed enforce patriarchal norms. The ruling AKP often
portrays feminists or LGBTI activists as “indecent” and even deviant, threatening the
unity of the nation, family values, the morality of society, and the social fabric.
However, in public speeches President Erdogan refers to “engelli kardeslerimiz” (“our
disabled siblings”), rhetorically establishing “their” kinship to “us” all that erases
disabled women’s gender and political identities. This dichotomy of "decent/indecent"
made some disabled women link their disability activism with struggles against
patriarchy and other forms of discrimination, while others rely on this “decent” identity
to press their demands in formats the state expects and approves of. This paper explores
how activist practices of disabled women living in Istanbul and Ankara are imbricated
with contrasting gendered identities, and how these practices relate to the populist
authoritarian context of Turkey.



Engelli Kadinlar Uygun(suz) Uygulamalari: Popiilist Otoriter Tiirkiye’de Toplumsal
Cinsiyet Engellilik ve Aktivizm

Tirkiye, giderek daha fazla, devletin ve medyanin biiyiik bir béliimiinii kontrol eden bir
parti tarafindan “halk” adma yOnetilen popiilist otoriter bir devlet olarak
tanimlanmaktadir. Popiilizmin hem sol hem de sag varyantlariyla (Urbinati 2019)
kavramsal olarak akigskan oldugu sikca belirtilse de, genellikle “biz” ve “onlar” (Laclau
2005) karsitlig1 tizerinden, gruplar arasindaki ahlaki smirlarin yeniden cizildigi bir
kimlik yaratma siireci olarak goriiliir (Gidron & Bonikowski 2013). Bu ahlaki sinirlar,
ataerkil normlar1 pekistirir ve yeniden iiretir. iktidar partisi AKP, feministleri ve LGBTI
aktivistlerini siklikla ‘“ahlaksiz” ve sapkin olarak nitelendirerek ulusal birligi, aile
degerlerini, toplumsal ahlaki ve sosyal dokuyu tehdit ettiklerini 6ne siirer. Ancak,
Cumhurbagkan1 Erdogan, kamuya agik konusmalarinda “engelli kardeslerimiz”
ifadesini kullanarak, engellileri “biz”e ait olarak tanimlar; bu da engelli kadinlarin
cinsiyet ve politik kimliklerini siler. Bu “ahlakli/ahlaksiz” ikiligi, baz1 engelli kadinlarin
engellilik aktivizmini ataerki ve diger ayrimcilik bigimlerine karsi miicadelelerle
iligkilendirmesine yol acarken, bazilari taleplerini devletin onayladigi ¢ergeveler iginde
savunmak i¢in bu “ahlakl’” kimlige dayanir. Bu c¢alisma, Istanbul ve Ankara’daki
engelli kadin aktivistlerin bu zit kimlikleri Tiirkiye’nin popiilist otoriter baglaminda
nasil kullandiklarini inceliyor.

Construction of Gender in Health Policies: Menopause

Abstract

Health is a key field in which gender is constructed and performed. This study
considers reproduction as a health issue and focuses on menopause, the process by
which women’s reproductive capacities end, and analyses how the process of
menopause is included in Turkey’s two principal policy documents, namely the
2019-2023 Strategic Plan of the Ministry of Health and the 2021-2026 Healthy Aging
Action Plan, including its implementation program, which adopts the principle of
“Improvement of Health During Life and Healthy Aging.” One of the two
complementary aims of the analysis is to discuss the content of the gendered
construction of the female body in health policies. The second is to facilitate the
questioning of the female body as constructed in the policy documents by assessing the
above-mentioned Strategic Plan and Action Plan, including its Implementation Program
from the perspective of the life course approach, adopted by the World Health
Organization to realise the goal of “healthy life at all ages” defined in the 2020-2030
Health Agenda as a way to ensure gender equality, a fundamental norm of human rights
instruments, and intergenerational justice. The foremost reason as to why the
phenomenon of menopause is taken up to analyse the health policies is that both ways
in which the woman constructed in relation to motherhood are embedded in the health
policies, and what may be the consequences of such a construct for women to have
“healthy life at all ages” are of critical importance. This study first presents basic
concepts, including the life-course approach. Then, the Strategic Plan, and the Action
Plan including its Implementation Program are analysed in relation to the “menopause
process.” Both the consequences of the construction of the female body in policy
documents in relation to the prohibition of discrimination and suggestions on the axes
of discussion are presented in the conclusion.

Saglik alani, toplumsal cinsiyetin inga ve icra edildigi anahtar alanlardan biridir.
Onerilen calisma, toplumsal cinsiyetin insasinda temel bir unsur olan {ireme
baglaminda kadinlarin iireme kapasitelerinin sonlandigi siire¢ olan menopoz konusuna
odaklanmakta ve T.C. Saglik Bakanliginin 2019-2023 Stratejik Plan1 ve “Yasam Boyu
Sagligin Gelistirilmesi ve Saglikli Yaslanma” ilkesini benimsemis olan Tiirkiye Saglikli
Yaglanma Eylem Plan1 ve Uygulama Programi 2021-2026 belgelerinde menopoz
stirecinin nasil yer aldigin1 analiz etmektedir. Analizin birbirinin tamamlayicisi olarak
kurgulanan iki temel hedefinden ilki kadin bedeninin devletin saglik politikalarinda
cinsiyetli insasinin igerigini tartismaktir. Ikincisi ise ad1 gecen Stratejik Plan ile Eylem
Plan1 ve Uygulama Programmi, Diinya Saghk Orgiitii’niin, 2020-2030 Saglik
Glindeminde tanimladigi “her yasta saglikli yasam” hedefini insan haklar
enstriimanlarinin temel bir normu olan toplumsal cinsiyet esitligini saglayacak ve
kusaklararas1 adaleti gozetecek sekilde hayata gecirmek olarak benimsedigi yasam
glizergah1 yaklasimi cercevesinde degerlendirerek, politika belgelerinde insa edilmis
olan kadin bedeninin sorgulanmasina aracilik etmektir. Saglik politikalar1 baglaminda
menopoz olgusunun secilmesinde en Onemli nedeni, annelikle 6zdeslestirilerek insa
edilen kadin kurgusunun saglik politikalarina nasil yansidiginit ve bunun kadinlar i¢in
“her yasta saglik” i¢in sonuglarini tartismak baglaminda kritik 6nemde oldugunun
diisiiniilmesidir. Onerilen ¢alismada ilk olarak yasam giizergahi yaklasimi dahil temel
kavramlar sunulmaktadir. Ardindan adi gecen Stratejik Plan ile Eylem Plan1 ve
Uygulama Programi “menopoz siireci” ile iligkili olarak analiz edilmektedir. Sonug
boliimiinde ise kadin bedeninin politika belgelerindeki insasinin ayrimcilik yasagi
baglaminda sonugclari ile tartisma eksenlerine dair 6neriler sunulmaktadir.



Was Zabel Yesayan a Feminist? Exploring Writing as a Performative Act and
Desire-Centered Reading

Abstract

This paper focuses on a pivotal moment when Zabel Yesayan (1878-1943), an
Armenian author born in Istanbul who lived there until the age of 37, was rediscovered
between 2006 and 2010, after being almost completely erased from modern Turkey
following the Armenian Genocide. It reinterprets the premises of this rediscovery,
particularly through the lens opened by philosopher Marc Nichanian. By examining
Yesayan’s two literary works—"The Last Cup" (Verchin Pajagi, 1917) and "In the
Waiting Room" (Isbasman Srahin Mech, 1903)—as feminist performative acts, this
paper highlights the problems associated with the established opinion that
compartmentalizes Yesayan’s activist feminist work from her writings centered on
womanly desire. The suggestion that these two realms are not exclusive but
complementary allows for a critical examination of the reception of Yesayan’s work. It
also has the potential to reveal the heteronormative constraints imposed by various
representational regimes surrounding women's desire and to expand the sphere of
intersectional feminism in relation to the position of readership. Since this critical
engagement is part of a larger methodological debate that precedes Yesayan’s
rediscovery, the paper also aims to explore how the reader’s desire to view work as
feminist or not is a contested realm and equally a subject of this discussion.

Ermeni yazar Zabel Yesayan (1878-1943), Istanbul’da dogmus ve 37 yasina kadar
burada yasamistir. Ancak entelektiiel mirasi, 2000’lerin basina kadar Tiirkiye’nin
edebiyat ve feminist kanonunda yer almamistir. Bu bildiri, Yesayan’in 2006-2010
yillar1 arasinda yeniden kesfedildigi donemi, felsefeci Marc Nichanian’in sundugu
perspektif aracilifiyla ele almay1 amaglamaktadir.
Bu baglamda, Yesayan’in “Son Kadeh” (Verchin Pajagi, 1917) ve “Bekleme Odasinda”
(Isbasman Srahin Mech, 1903) bashikli iki edebi eseri feminist performatif eylemler
olarak incelenecektir. Calismada, Yesayan’in aktivist feminist ¢aligsmalar1 ile kadin
arzusu merkezli novellalar1 arasinda yapilan geleneksel ayrim elestirilecektir. Bu iki
hattin birbirini diglayan degil, aksine tamamlayan alanlar olarak goriilmesi gerektigi
savunulacaktir. Bu yaklasim, Yesayan’in eserlerine yonelik elestirel bir okuma zemini
sunarken, kadin arzusu etrafinda kurulan temsili rejimlerin dayattigi heteronormatif
kisitlamalari da tartismaya agmay1 hedeflemektedir.
Ayrica, Yesayan’in yeniden kesfini dnceleyen daha genis bir baglamda, okuyucunun bir
eseri feminist olarak gorme arzusunun kendisi de sorunsallastirilacaktir. Bu elestirel
gerceve, Yesayan’in entelektiiel mirasinin feminist performatif eylemler baglaminda
yeniden degerlendirilmesi i¢in bir imkan sunmaktadhir.



“Turkish Men”, “Turkish Women” and “Syrian Women”: Power Relations,
Oppression and Control Mechanisms in the Polygamous Household

Nurgiil Certel
Kocaeli University

Abstract

In this study, I focus on the polygamous marriages established by Turkish men with
Syrian women after the Syrian forced migration. Although polygamy and polygamous
marriages with Syrian women have been a long-standing practice in Turkey, especially
in border cities, the brokers who have emerged after forced migration to introduce
women to men and the money paid to them show that these marriages after forced
migration are practiced with practices closer to human trafficking. The fact that
polygamous marriages, which are already a framework of unequal relationships and
intensive violence, are established with migrant women shows that the oppression of
women is reinforced by new agendas such as migration. My interviews with all three
parties in polygamous marriages - Turkish men, Turkish women to whom they had civil
marriages, and Syrian women to whom they had religious ceremonies - provided an
outline of oppression. With the Syrian woman's identity placed as an object of
comparison against the Turkish woman, the areas of competition between the two
women have been domestic labor, care and sexuality. The different status of women in
the same union (civil marriage versus imam marriage, citizenship versus temporary
protection status) has also deepened inequality and violence. In the polygamous
household, the whole process was managed under the control of the man through two
concepts: consent and justice. The household is constructed as a space where the roles
and practices of femininity and masculinity are reproduced. While the concepts
emphasized by men present the areas in which women are controlled, the concepts
emphasized by women present patriarchal bargains. With the competition between two
women, it becomes clear where the control and pressure on women is established, and
women's loss of rights increases due to their different status.

Bu caligmada Tiirkiyeli erkeklerin Suriyeli kadinlarla Suriye zorunlu gocli sonrasi
kurdugu ¢ok esli evlilikleri konu ediniyorum. Tirkiye’de cok eslilik ve Suriyeli
kadinlarla ¢ok esli evlilikler 6zellikle sinir kentlerde uzun yillardir devam eden bir
pratik olsa da zorunlu go¢ sonrasi kadinlarla erkekleri tanistirmak iizere ortaya ¢ikan
aracilar ve onlara 6denen paralar gostermektedir ki zorunlu go¢ sonrasi bu evlilikler
insan ticaretine yaklagan pratiklerle uygulanmaktadir. Halihazirda esitsiz iliskiler
biitlinii olan ve siddet yogun ¢ok esli evliliklerin gé¢men kadinlarla kuruluyor olmasi,
kadinlar tizerinde kurulan tahakkiimiin gd¢ gibi yeni glindemlerle pekistirildigini
gostermektedir. Cok esli evliliklerin {i¢ tarafiyla da -Tiirkiyeli erkekler, resmi nikahli
evli olduklar1 Tirkiyeli kadinlar, dini torenle birliktelik kurduklar1 Suriyeli kadinlar-
yaptigim goriismeler baskinin ana hatlarin1 sunmustur. Tiirkiyeli kadin karsisina bir
kiyas nesnesi gibi konulan Suriyeli kadin kimligi ile iki kadin arasinda yaratilan
rekabetin alanlar1 ev i¢i emek, bakim ve cinsellik olmustur. Aym birlikteligin i¢inde
olan kadinlarin farkl: statiileri de (resmi nikah-imam nikahi, vatandaslik-gegici koruma
statiisii) esitsizligin ve siddetin derinlesmesine neden olmustur.

Between the Secular and the Sacred: Fictions of Modern Masculinities in Early
Republican Novels

Nurseli Gamze Korkmaz

Abstract

In this study, the relationship established by young male figures in early republican
novels with the sacred space will be discussed in the context of gender roles. In the
period in question, the national identity construction process accompanying the
modernization policies carried out caused sharp transformations in the life practices of
different segments of the society; on the other hand, this process also shaped the new
human model that was desired to be created. It can be thought that in the rapidly
transforming society, both the identity policies carried out by the Kemalist ideology and
the transformation created in the society by the modernization process spreading over a
long period of time led to significant ruptures in gender roles. It is thought that
following this transformation through novel figures will lead to remarkable results on
how secularization processes shape the relationship established by male figures with the
sacred, especially while constructing their spheres of power. When the love
relationships which are at the center of the plot in a large part of these novels are
analyzed, it is seen that although male figures define themselves as positivists, they can
sometimes instrumentalize the sacred when they perceive the modernization /
secularization processes as a threat to their spheres of power. This instrumentalization
enables young male figures to preserve their own spheres of power, and therefore the
idealized form of masculinity, while at the same time providing clues about the crises of
faith experienced by these figures in their inwardness. Accordingly, the main purpose
of the study is to analyze such sequences in the selected novels, where sacred and
secular values are intertwined, to develop in-depth interpretations on the forms of
masculinity constructed by the identity policies of the early republican period and to
reveal the contradictory aspects of this construction. Thus, it will be revealed to what
extent the main male figures in the novels of the early republican period, which have
been analyzed intensively in the context of women’s liberation until today, internalized
the masculine roles constructed by modernization policies and to what extent the sphere
of power attributed to masculinity provides a consistent framework. In the study, how
the relationship established by young male figures with the sacred determines their
relationship with women and/or their relationship with women determines their
relationship with the sacred will be discussed in the context of the idealized gender
roles of the period through thirteen novels selected from different authors. The
theoretical basis of the study will be formed by the literature on masculinity studies in
English and Turkish, and this literature will also determine the conceptual framework.
In addition to the thirteen novels selected as samples for the study, the literature on
literary history and criticism, political science and sociology related to the early
republican period will constitute the secondary sources of the study.

Bu c¢alismada erken cumhuriyet donemi romanlarindaki geng erkek figiirlerin, kutsal
alan ile kurduklan iliski, toplumsal cinsiyet rolleri baglaminda tartigilacaktir. S6z
konusu donemde, yiiriitiilen modernlesme politikalarina eslik eden ulusal kimlik insa
stireci toplumun farkli kesimlerinin yagam pratiklerinde keskin doniisiimlere neden
olmus; Ote yandan yaratilmak istenen yeni insan modelini de bi¢imlendirmistir. Hizla
doniisen toplumda gerek Kemalist ideolojinin yiiriittigii kimlik politikalar1 gerekse
uzun bir siirece yayilan modernlesme siirecinin toplumda yarattig1 doniisiimiin, cinsiyet
rollerinde de 6nemli kirilmalara yol actig1 diisliniilebilir. S6z konusu doniisiimii roman
figiirleri lizerinden takip etmenin, sekiilerlesme siireglerinin 6zellikle erkek figiirlerin
iktidar alanlarini insa ederken kutsalla kurduklar iligkiyi nasil bigimlendirdigine dair
dikkat c¢ekici sonucglara ulastiracagir diisiiniilmektedir. Bu romanlarin biiyiik bir
boliimiinde kurgunun merkezinde yer alan ask iliskileri analiz edildiginde, erkek
figiirlerin her ne kadar kendilerini pozitivist olarak gorseler de zaman zaman
modernlesme / sekiilerlesme siireglerini kendi iktidar alanlarina yonelik bir tehdit
olarak algiladiklarinda kutsali aragsallastirabildikleri goriilmektedir. Bu aragsallastirma,
geng erkek figiirlerin kendi iktidar alanlarini, dolayisiyla da idealize edilen erkeklik
formunu korumalarini saglarken ayni zamanda bu figiirlerin kendi i¢ diinyalarinda
yasadiklar1 inang krizlerine dair de ipuglart sunar. Buna gore ¢alismanin temel amaci,
secilen romanlarda kutsal ve sekiiler degerlerin i¢ ice gectigi bu tiirden sekanslarin
analiz edilerek erken cumhuriyet donemi kimlik politikalarinin kurguladig: erkeklik
bicimleri iizerine derinlemesine yorumlar gelistirmek ve bu kurgunun celiskili
taraflarin1 ortaya koymaktir. Boylelikle bugiline kadar yogunlukla kadin 6zgiirlesmesi
baglaminda analiz edilen erken cumhuriyet donemi romanlarindaki basat erkek
figlirlerin, modernlesme politikalar1 ile kurgulanan erkeklik rollerini ne olgiide
igsellestirdikleri ve erkeklige atfedilen iktidar alaninin ne 6l¢iide tutarli bir gerceve
sundugu ortaya konmus olacaktir. Calismada farkli yazarlardan secilen on {i¢ roman
tizerinden geng¢ erkek figiirlerin kutsalla kurduklari iliskinin kadinlarla ve / veya
kadinlarla kurduklari iliskinin kutsalla olan iligkilerini nasil belirledigi donemin idealize
edilen cinsiyet rolleri baglaminda tartigilacaktir. Caligmanin kuramsal temelini,
Ingilizce ve Tiirkge erkeklik caligmalar: literatiirii olusturacak, soz konusu literatiir
kavramsal cerceveyi de belirleyecektir. Calismaya orneklem olarak secilen on fig
romana ek olarak erken cumhuriyet donemine iliskin edebiyat tarihi ve elestirisi, siyaset
bilimi ve sosyoloji alanlarinda ortaya konan literatiir ise ¢aligmanin ikincil kaynaklarini
olusturacaktir.



An Evaluation Of The Content And Student Learning Outcomes Of The Feminist
Social Work Course In The Context Of Critical Thinking: The Case Of Hacettepe
University

Abstract

Social work education in Turkey began in 1959 with the support of the United Nations.
In 1998, a commission was established to restructure curriculum programs to align
Turkey's social work education with European standards. However, this curriculum,
which was introduced in 2001-2002, did not include a course on women and/or gender.
Following the Fourth World Conference on Women held in Beijing in 1995, Turkey's
educational curriculum was reshaped. Gender equality policies, which began to develop
in Turkish universities in the 2000s, have gained momentum since 2010.In this regard,
courses on women and gender, titled Women's Issues and Social Work, Women and
Social Services for Women, and Gender and Social Work, were offered in the social
work department at Hacettepe University between 2002 and 2013. By 2013, the course
was renamed "Feminist Social Work." The aim of this study was to learn about the
trainings on gender and the volunteer activities, if any, carried out by the students who
took this course in the fall semester of 2022-2023, to understand their expectations
from this course, to learn their thoughts on gender equality and their experiences of
discrimination. Additionally, in relation to the development of critical thinking, students
who voluntarily participated in the research were asked what they learned from the
weekly course content, how they learned it, the importance of this learning from a
professional perspective, and how it could be applied to professional practice. Their
responses to the research questions will be analyzed using the critical discourse analysis
method. Critical discourse analysis focuses on how different social phenomena such as
gender and race, power relations, hegemony, discrimination, and the transformation of
social structures are reflected to individuals and society through language construction
and how this reflection works in the context of ideologies, values, and identity
definitions.

Tiirkiye’de sosyal hizmet egitimi 1959 yilinda Birlesmis Milletler’in destegiyle
baslamistir. Tiirkiye’deki sosyal hizmet egitiminin Avrupa ile esdegerligi siirecinde
miifredat programlarinin yeniden yapilandirilmasi amaciyla 1998 yilinda bir komisyon
kurulmustur. Ancak 2001-2002 yillarinda uygulamaya baslanan bu miifredat igerisinde
kadin ve/veya toplumsal cinsiyet konulu bir ders yer almamustir. 1995 yilinda Pekin’de
diizenlenen I'V. Diinya Kadinlar Konferansi neticesinde, Tiirkiye’deki egitim miifredat:
yeniden sekillenmistir. Tiirkiye’deki iiniversitelerde 2000’11 yillarda gelismeye baslayan
toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi politikalari, 2010 yilindan itibaren ivme kazanmistir. Bu
dogrultuda, Hacettepe Universitesi sosyal hizmet bdliimiinde 2002-2013 yillar1 arasinda
Kadin Sorunlar1 ve Sosyal Hizmet, Kadin ve Kadina Yonelik Sosyal Hizmetler,
Toplumsal Cinsiyet ve Sosyal Hizmet isimleriyle kadin ve toplumsal cinsiyet konulu
dersler verilmistir. 2013 yilina gelindiginde ders “Feminist Sosyal Hizmet” adini
almisti. Bu arastirma ile bu dersi 2022-2023 giiz doneminde alan Ogrencilerin
toplumsal cinsiyet konusunda aldiklar1 egitimleri ve varsa yiiriittikleri goniilli
faaliyetleri 6grenmek, bu dersten beklentilerini anlamak, toplumsal cinsiyet esitligine
dair diistincelerini ve ayrimciliga maruz kalma deneyimlerini 6grenmek amaclanmistir.
Bununla birlikte elestirel diisiincenin gelisimi ile ilgili olarak, arastirmaya goniillii
katilim gosteren dgrencilere haftalik ders iceriklerinden ne 6grendikleri ve bunlar1 nasil
ogrendikleri, mesleki agidan bu Ogrenmenin 6nemi ve mesleki uygulamalara nasil
aktarilacagi hakkinda sorular sorulmustur. Arastirma sorularina verdikleri yanitlar
elestirel soylem analizine tabi tutulacaktir. Elestirel sdylem analizi ideolojiler, degerler,
kimlige iliskin tanimlamalar baglaminda cinsiyet ve ik, gii¢ iligkileri, hegemonya,
ayrimcilik, sosyal yapiy1 degistirme gibi farkli toplumsal olgularin dilin kurgulanmasi
araciligiyla bireylere ve topluma nasil yansidigi ve bu yansimanin nasil isledigine
odaklanir.



Creating a Fictional Avant-Garde Women Artist

Abstract

This study focuses on the series "Neriman Hanim/Portrait of the Artist as a
Performative Fiction" that I produced between 2019-2022. In this performative series,
Neriman Hanim, the main character of Peyami Safa's novel "Fatih-Harbiye" published
in 1931, is re-imagined as an avant-garde women artist who lived in Istanbul between
1911-1951 and produced surrealist works.

In his novel "Fatih-Harbiye", Peyami Safa narrates the anxiety of losing the identity of
a country in the process of Westernization through the choice of the novel's women
character Neriman Hanim. He places two neighborhoods representing the East and the
West, Fatih and Harbiye, and two men, Sinasi and Macit, opposite Neriman Hanim.
Neriman Hanim, who struggles between two cultures and two men throughout the
novel, chooses the East, Fatih and Sinasi at the end of the novel. Thus, cultural tensions
are eliminated and the ideal women image is established. In the series "Neriman
Hanim/Portrait of the Artist as a Performative Fiction", the main character of the novel
is redesigned as an avant-garde artist through a fictional archive consisting of letters,
newspaper and magazine clippings, photographs, films and works of art. Neriman
Hanim is included in the historical narrative by using documents and found
photographs from real archives such as SALT Research and the Ottoman Period Music
Application and Research Center (OMAR) together with fictional visual images. The
photographic and film works produced as Neriman Hanim reflect the identity, memory
and gender crises caused by the Ottoman-Turkish modernization-Westernization
process, while at the same time containing a deep opposition to boundaries and norms.
In this paper, the approaches adopted in the series “Mrs. Neriman/Portrait of the Artist
as a Performative Fiction” will be interpreted in order to critically examine the ideal
women image, historical narrative and notion of identity represented in one of the
canonical texts of the period.

Peyami Safa, “Fatih-Harbiye” romaninda Batililagsma siirecindeki bir iilkenin kimligini
kaybetme endisesini romanin kadin karakteri Neriman Hanim’in tercihi lizerinden
anlatir. Neriman Hanim'i karsisina Dogu'yu ve Bati'y1 temsil eden iki mahalle, Fatih
ve Harbiye ile iki erkek, Sinasi ve Macit’i koyar. Roman boyunca iki kiiltiir ve iki erkek
arasinda bocalayan Neriman Hanim, romanin sonunda Dogu'yu, Fatih'i ve Sinasi'yi
secer. Boylece kiiltiirel gerilimler ortadan kaldirilir ve ideal kadin imgesi kurulmus olur.
"Neriman Hanim/Sanat¢inin Performatif Bir Kurgu Olarak Portresi" serisinde ise
mektuplar, gazete ve dergi kupiirleri, fotograflar, filmler ve sanat eserlerinden olusan
kurgusal arsiv araciligiyla romanin ana karakteri avangart bir sanat¢i olarak yeniden
tasarlanmisti. SALT Arastirma ve Osmanli Donemi Miizigi Uygulama ve Arastirma
Merkezi (OMAR) arsivleri gibi gergek arsivlerden belge ve buluntu fotograflarla
kurgusal gorsel imgeler bir arada kullanilarak Neriman Hanim tarihsel anlatiya dahil
edilir. Neriman Hanim olarak iiretilen fotograf ve film caligmalari, Osmanli-Tiirk
modernlesme-Batililagma siirecinin yol actifi kimlik, bellek ve toplumsal cinsiyet
krizlerini yansitirken, aynt zamanda smirlara ve normlara karsi derin bir muhalefet
barindirir. Bu bildiride, donemin kanonik metinlerinden birinde temsil edilen ideal
kadin imgesini, tarihsel anlatiyr ve kimlik nosyonunu elestirel bir sekilde incelemek
amaciyla “Neriman Hanim/Performatif Bir Kurgu Olarak Sanat¢inin Portresi” serisinde
benimsenen yaklasimlar yorumlanacaktir.



Exploring the Sexual Experiences and Perceptions of Single Women in Tiirkiye: A
Phenomenological

Abstract

Our study explores the sexual experiences of sexually active young single women
living in Tiirkiye from a phenomenological perspective. Accordingly, we focus on their
feelings, ideas, and perceptions of sexuality to figure out the meanings they attach to
sexual satisfaction. To this end, we have conducted semi-structures interviews with
fifteen women aged 22 to 34. Interviews focused on their definitions of sexuality,
expectancies, and their likes, dislikes, emotions, and opinions about sexual pleasure.
Findings reveal that women’s definitions of sexual satisfaction range from positive
feelings about sexual behavior to orgasm alone and their perceptions are shaped by
cultural norms as well as individual experiences. Accordingly, participants consider
early experiences in intimate relationships as a phase in the process of learning to
demand sexual fulfillment. Secondly, their perceptions of sexuality are primarily based
on partnered intercourse, with many not considering masturbation as part of their sexual
expression. Thirdly, although their motivations for partnered sex and masturbation were
similar; i.e., self-exploration, relaxation, satisfaction and fulfilment of needs in
sexuality, the themes related to feelings of satisfaction varied. While partnered sexual
experience stand out as the primary area where both physical and emotional needs are
met, masturbation is seen more as a means of relaxation and self-discovery. Lastly,
when the number of partners and masturbation frequency increase, they begin to view
sexual satisfaction as their right. With a unique sample and methodological approach,
our study offers a fresh perspective on sexuality studies from a non-WEIRD (Western,
Educated, Industrialized, Rich and Democratic) cultural context.



Tiirkiye'de Yasayan Bekar Kadinlarin Cinsel Deneyimleri ve Algilarinin incelenmesi:
Fenomenolojik Bir Calisma

Ozet

Calismamiz, Tirkiye'de yasayan cinsel olarak aktif gen¢ ve bekar kadinlarin cinsel
deneyimlerini fenomenolojik bir bakis acgisiyla arastirmaktadir. Bu dogrultuda, cinsel
tatmine yiikledikleri anlamlar1 anlamak i¢in onlarin cinsellikle ilgili duygu, diisiince ve
algilarina odaklandik. Calisma kapsaminda 22-34 yas araligindaki on bes kadinla
yari-yapilandirilmis goriismeler gergeklestirdik. Goriismeler cinsellik tanimlarina,
beklentilerine, cinsel hazla ilgili begenilerine, hoslandiklar1 ve hoslanmadiklar seylere,
duygularina ve diisiincelerine odaklandi. Bulgular, kadinlarin cinsel tatmin tanimlarinin
cinsel davranigla ilgili olumlu duygulardan yalnizca orgazma ulagsmaya kadar
uzandigimi ve algilarinin bireysel deneyimlerin yani sira kiiltiirel normlar tarafindan
sekillendirildigini ortaya koymaktadir. Buna gore, katilimcilar yakin iliskilerdeki erken
deneyimleri cinsel tatmin talep etmeyi Ogrenme siirecinde bir asama olarak
gormektedir. Ikinci olarak, katihmecilarin cinsellik algilart biiyiik 6lciide partnerli
iliskilere dayanmaktadir ve birgogu mastiirbasyonu cinsel ifadelerinin bir parcasi olarak
gormemektedir. Uciincii olarak, partnerli cinsel deneyimler ve mastiirbasyon
motivasyonlar1 benzer olsa da—kendini kesfetme, rahatlama, cinsel tatmin ve cinsel
ihtiyaclarin  karsilanmas1  gibi— tatmin duygulariyla ilgili temalar ¢esitlilik
gostermektedir. Partnerli cinsel deneyim hem fiziksel hem de duygusal ihtiyaclarin
karsilandig1 birincil alan olarak 6ne ¢ikarken, solo cinsel pratikler daha ¢ok rahatlama
ve kendini kesfetme araci olarak goriilmektedir. Son olarak, partner sayisi ve
mastiirbasyon siklig1 arttikga, kadinlar cinsel tatmini bir hak olarak gérmeye daha
yatkin hale gelmektedir. Ozgiin bir 6rneklem ve metodolojik yaklasimla ¢alismamiz,
cinsellik c¢alismalarina WEIRD (Batili, Egitimli, Endiistrilesmis, Zengin ve
Demokratik) olmayan bir kiiltiirel baglamdan cinsellik ¢alismalarina yeni bir bakis agis1
sunmaktadir.



Dark Rooms of the Nation: Masculinities and Modernities in Yusuf Atilgan’s Anayurt
Oteli (1973)

Abstract

In Yusuf Atilgan’s 1973 novel Anayurt Oteli, the lonely and disaffected protagonist
Zebercet’s stagnant life is thrown into sharp relief when he encounters a nameless
woman who came from the Ankara train and stays overnight at his hotel in an unnamed
town within Turkey’s Aegean hinterland. However, the woman’s lack of sexual interest
in him triggers a psychological breakdown that manifests in erratic displays of
homosocial anxiety, homoerotic sexuality and misogynistic violence. During Zebercet’s
breakdown, the significance of spaces of modernity - hotels and cinemas in this context
- are reimagined as sites of illicit and repressed desires. Meanwhile homosocial and
homoerotic relations between men in Zebercet’s life emerge as focus points of trauma
and Zebercet experiences intense sexual attraction towards a young man in the cinema.
Written in the aftermath of the 1971 coup and set in a hotel which, the reader learns,
was previously owned by a Greek family forcibly expelled from the area, Atilgan’s
novel is frequently read as a metaphor for collective trauma and political stagnation.
Through a critical lens that draws on theories of masculinity, modernisation and
queerness, my paper proposes a reading that brings Zebercet’s gender and sexuality
more centrally into conversations about the novel’s engagement with themes of national
identity and modernity.

Yusuf Atilgan'in 1973 tarihli roman1 Anayurt Oteli'nin yalniz ve hosnutsuz kahraman
Zebercet'in durgun hayati, Ankara treninden inip Ege’nin Tirkiye tarafinin ig
bolgesinde yer alan isimsiz bir kasabada kaldig1 otelde geceleyen isimsiz bir kadinla
karsilagsmasiyla keskin bir sekilde sarsilir. Ancak kadinin kendisine cinsel ilgi
gostermemesi, homososyal kaygi, homoerotik cinsellik ve kadin diismani siddetin
kontrolsiiz disavurumuyla gozlemlenen psikolojik bir ¢okiisii tetikler. Zebercet'in
¢oklisli sirasinda, modernite mekanlarinin 6nemi -bu baglamda oteller ve sinemalar-
yasadisi ve bastirilmis arzularin mekanlar1 olarak yeniden tasavvur edilir. Bu arada
Zebercet'in  hayatindaki erkekler arasindaki homososyal ve homoerotik iliskiler
travmanin odak noktalar1 olarak ortaya g¢ikar ve Zebercet sinemadaki geng bir erkege
karst yogun bir cinsel ¢ekim yasar. Atilgan'n 1971 darbesi sonrasinda yazdigir ve
okuyucunun bolgeden zorla siiriilmiis bir Rum aileye ait oldugunu 6grendigi bir otelde
gecen romani, siklikla kolektif travma ve siyasi durgunlugun bir metaforu olarak
okunuyor. Erkeklik, modernlesme ve queerlik teorilerinden yararlanan elestirel bir
mercek aracilifiyla, makalem Zebercet'in toplumsal cinsiyetini ve cinselligini, romanin
ulusal kimlik ve modernite temalariyla olan iliskisine dair anlayiglara daha merkezi bir
sekilde dahil eden bir okuma 6neriyor.



Trans Woman Sex Workers' Experiences After the Transformation of Sex Industry:
Investigating the Pandemic's Effects on Ankara

Abstract

The advent of the digital age and the pervasive integration of technology into daily life
have brought about a digital revolution in the sex industry, which has been further
intensified by the implementation of curfews following the pandemic. Online platforms
and digital tools for sex workers gained popularity quickly after the pandemic, and
many sex workers began using virtual services. This article's primary goal is to
investigate the complex effects of Turkey's changing sex industry transformation.
Examined in this context are the adaptation strategies employed by sex workers as well
as the economic, social, and spatial repercussions they face. As a result, the social
effects of the evolving sex work industry because of the pandemic and different
legislative changes will be examined, along with adaptation and recognized strategies.
This study focuses on the effects of brothel demolition and the creation of digital
platforms following the pandemic in Ankara to develop workable recommendations to
improve the resilience and well-being of sex workers. By interacting with their clients
via digital platforms, trans women sex workers in Ankara are observed to operate
within safer borders as opposed to being homeless. However, sex workers are becoming
less visible in the social and economic spheres, and their connection to the area is
deteriorating significantly. Put differently, the monopolization of Twitter and other
websites combined with legal regulations such as Law No. 5651 on the Regulation of
Publications on the Internet and Suppression of Crimes Committed that neglect sex
workers leads to an increase in economic poverty. In exchange, decriminalizing sex
work in legal frameworks allows for the creation of more precise and extensive
regulations. By promoting websites or applications that sex workers can use effectively,
safely, and actively, sex workers can be guaranteed financial stability.



Trans Kadin Seks Iscilerinin Seks Endiistrisindeki Doniisiim Sonrasi Deneyimleri:
Pandeminin Ankara’ya Etkilerinin Arastirilmasi

Ozet

Dijjital diinyanin gelismesi ve teknolojinin gilindelik yasamda kullaniminin
yayginlagsmasi, 6zellikle pandeminin etkisiyle seks isciliginde de dijital doniisiimiine
yol agmigtir. Pandemiyle birlikte, seks is¢iligi i¢in ¢evrimici platformlar ve dijital
araclar hizlica benimsenmis ve bircok seks is¢isi sanal hizmetleri kullanmaya
baslamistir. Bu makalenin temel amaci, Tirkiye'deki seks endiistrisinin gecirdigi
dontisiimiin ¢ok yonlii etkisini aragtirmaktir. Bu kapsamda, seks iscilerinin karsilastigi
ekonomik, sosyal ve mekansal sonuglar degerlendirilmekte, seks iscileri tarafindan
kullanilan uyum stratejileri irdelenmektedir. Dolayisiyla, pandemi ve g¢esitli yasa
degisiklikleriyle degisen seks is¢iligi endiistrisinin sosyal sonuglari analiz edilecek,
adaptasyon ve stratejiler analiz edilecektir. Bu calisma, Ankara Ozelinde genelev
yikilmast ve pandemi ardindan dijital platformlarin gelismesinin sonuglarina
odaklanilarak seks iscilerinin dayamikliligini ve refahimi artirmak i¢in uygulanabilir
Oneriler formiile etmeyi amaglamaktadir. Ankara’da trans kadin seks iscileri digital
platformlarda miisterileriyle iletisim kurarak sokaktan daha gilivenli sinirlar iginde
calistiklar1 goriilmektedir. Ancak, ekonomik ve sosyal olarak seks iscileri goriiniirligi
azalmakta ve mekanla kurulan iligski olduk¢a azalmaktadir. Bir diger ifadeyle, Twitter
ve web sitesi tekellesmesi ve yasal diizenlemeler nedeniyle 6rnegin; 5651 sayili
“Internet Ortaminda Yapilan Yayinlarin Diizenlenmesi ve Bu Yayinlar Yoluyla Islenen
Sucglarla Miicadele Edilmesi Hakkinda Kanun” ekonomik yoksulluga yol agmaktadir.
Bunlarin karsiliginda ise yasalarda seks isciliginin su¢ olmaktan ¢ikarilmasi yoluna
gidilerek daha siirli ve kapsamli diizenlemeler yapilabilir.



‘From Aspiration to Reality’: Migration Decision-Making of Highly Skilled Turkish
Women from Tiirkiye to Europe

Abstract

High-skilled migration is a pivotal area of migration studies due to its far-reaching
economic and social impacts on sending and receiving countries. Tiirkiye as a
significant source country for Europe, particularly Germany and the Netherlands, offers
a valuable case study. While research often focuses on the economic factors behind
high-skilled migration, this study focuses on highly skilled women’s (HSW)
decision-making dynamics, thus accentuating their individuality in pursuing better life
opportunities. Migrants make complex decisions influenced by push factors, personal
aspirations, and life stages, requiring assets such as education, language skills, and
professional experience, alongside a strategic outlook and negotiation skills. The
decision-making of HSW has recently gained attention in the literature. This study
explores the decision-making dynamics of Turkish HSWs who migrated to Europe,
emphasizing women's agency despite broader structural influences. In-depth interviews
with 20 women who migrated to Germany and the Netherlands revealed key factors
influencing their migration decisions, including pre-migration living conditions, life
transitions, and career opportunities. Their motivations were twofold: advancing their
educational and professional prospects and improving family well-being in the
destination country, while addressing concerns about security and gender equality in
Tiirkiye. Social networks were essential facilitators, providing information and support.
Most crucially, HSW exercised their agency throughout all the steps, especially in
terms of balancing personal/professional goals with familial responsibilities. By
illuminating these complex factors, this study contributes to a more nuanced
understanding of their experiences and needs, which is crucial for developing effective

integration policies.



‘Arzudan Gergcege’: Yiiksek Nitelikli Tiirk Kadinlarin Tiirkiye’den Avrupa’ya Goc¢
Karar Siirecleri

Ozet

Yiiksek nitelikli go¢, hem gonderici hem de ev sahibi iilkeler tizerindeki genis kapsamli
ekonomik ve sosyal etkileri nedeniyle gé¢ calismalarinin 6nemli bir alanmidir. Tiirkiye,
ozellikle Almanya ve Hollanda gibi Avrupa iilkeleri i¢cin 6nemli bir gonderici iilke
olarak degerli bir 6rnek sunmaktadir. Arastirmalar genellikle yiliksek nitelikli gog¢iin
ekonomik nedenlerine odaklanirken, bu g¢alisma, yiiksek nitelikli kadinlarin (YNK)
daha iyi yasam firsatlar1 arayisinda gosterdikleri bireysel karar alma siireglerine vurgu
yapmaktadir. Go¢menler, itici faktorler, kisisel arzular ve yasam evreleri tarafindan
sekillenen karmasik kararlar alir ve bu siirecte egitim, dil becerileri ve mesleki deneyim
gibi kaynaklarin yan1 sira stratejik bir bakis agis1 ve miizakere becerileri
gostermektedir. Yiiksek nitelikli kadinlarin go¢ karar alma stiregleri, son déonemde
literatlirde giderek daha fazla dikkat cekmektedir. Bu ¢alisma, Tiirkiye’den Avrupa’ya
go¢ eden Tiirk YNK’larin karar alma dinamiklerini inceleyerek, kadinlarin daha genis
yapisal etkiler karsisinda gosterdikleri failligi on plana c¢ikarmistir. Almanya ve
Hollanda’ya go¢ eden 20 kadinla yapilan derinlemesine goriismeler, go¢ kararlarini
etkileyen temel unsurlari; oncesindeki yasam kosullari, hayat gegisleri ve kariyer
firsatlar1 dahil olmak {izere ortaya koymustur. Katilimcilarin motivasyonlari egitim ve
mesleki gelisimlerini ilerletmek ve hedef iilkede ailelerinin refahini artirmak; iki
yonliidiir: aynm1 zamanda Tirkiye’deki gilivenlik ve toplumsal cinsiyet esitligi
konusundaki endiseleri gidermek seklinde iki yonlii olmustur. Sosyal aglar, bilgi ve
destek saglayarak onemli kolaylastiricilar olarak rol oynamistir. En 6nemlisi, YNK’lar
siire¢ boyunca, Ozellikle kisisel ve mesleki hedeflerle ailevi sorumluluklarini
dengeleme noktasinda failliklerini ortaya koymuslardir. Bu karmagik faktorlerin
aydinlatilmasi, onlarin  deneyimlerinin ve ihtiyaglarimin daha derinlemesine
anlagilmasma katkida bulunmakta ve bu da etkili entegrasyon politikalarinin
gelistirilmesi icin kritik bir 6neme sahiptir.



“Minnerbund” of Germany’s Radical Populists: A Comparative Foreign Policy
Narrative Analysis of the AfD and the Sahra Wagenknecht Alliance

Abstract

The far-right AfD (Alternative for Germany) has emerged as Germany’s second
strongest party both in the 2024 European Parliament elections and in the latest opinion
polls for the 2025 federal elections. This coupled with the entry of Germany’s newly
founded left-wing, populist-conservative party ‘Sahra Wagenknecht Alliance’ (SWA)
into the European Parliament with 6.2 percent of the votes revoked Germany’s standing
as the bastion of the Europhile mainstream. Given Germany’s role as the ‘indispensable
power’ of the European Union (EU) (Bulmer and Paterson 2016), the ascent and
mainstreaming of populism on the far right and on the far left of the political spectrum
bear great potential to influence Germany’s European policy and decision-making in
the EU.

Synthesising key insights from the Critical Studies on Men and Masculinities and
Foreign Policy Analysis (FPA), this paper offers a comparative analysis of the
positionings of the AfD and SWA, focusing on the construction of political
masculinities. To do so, it will draw on Eva Kreisky's discussion of the concept of
‘Ménnerbund’ —a term referring to male alliances or brotherhoods— explicating how
male-dominated power structures have historically been central to policy making. In
parallel to her analytical framework, deconstructing the masculinized nature of the
political authority and tracing the patterns of perpetuating patriarchal norms requires a
myopic lens on how political parties and leaders do politics. As doing politics is
contested, we draw upon narratives that act as the motors of politics, which define
context, shape public opinion, and hence frame political issues. Engaging in the three
central constituents of narratives — setting, characterizations, and emplotment — we
unpack the masculinized arrangements employed by the leaders and prominent
members of the AfD and SWA from July 2023 (establishment of SWA) to June 2024
(EP elections). By doing so, the paper will re-read how Europe and Germany ‘are said
to be’ through gendered lenses and enable researchers to revisit the different ways in
which leaders map onto populist ideals of (re)constructing the nation and beyond.

Asirt sag AfD (Almanya icin Alternatif Partisi), hem 2024 Avrupa Parlamentosu
se¢imlerinde hem de 2025 federal seg¢imleri i¢in yapilan son kamuoyu yoklamalarinda
Almanya'nin en giiclii ikinci partisi olarak 6ne ¢ikmaktadir. Bu durum, Almanya'nin
yeni kurulan asir1 sol, popiilist-muhafazakar partisi 'Sahra Wagenknecht Ittifaki'nin
(BSW) oylarin yiizde 6,2'sini alarak Avrupa Parlamentosu'na (AP) girmesiyle beraber
degerlendirildiginde, Almanya'nin Avrupa Birligi (AB) i¢inde Avrupa yanlis1 ana
akimin son kalesi olma 6zelliginin ortadan kalktigina isaret etmektedir. Almanya'nin
AB’nin 'vazgegilmez giicii' (Bulmer ve Paterson 2016) rolii géz oniine alindiginda,
Almanya’da popiilizmin siyasi yelpazenin en saginda ve en solunda yiikselisi ve ana
akimlagsmaya baslamasi, Almanya'nin Avrupa politikalarin1 ve AB i¢inde karar alma
stireclerini etkilemesi a¢isindan biiyiik bir potansiyel tagimaktadir.

Erkekler ve Erkeklikler Uzerine Elestirel Calismalar’dan ve Dis Politika Analizi'nden
(FPA) temel Ongiirlileri sentezleyen bu makale, AfD’nin ve BSW'nin Avrupa’ya ve
AB’ye iliskin konumlanmalarinin karsilagtirmali bir analizini, siyasi erkekliklerin ingas1
tizerinden gerceklestirmektedir. Makale bu amagla, Eva Kreisky'nin erkek ittifaklari
veya kardesliklerini ifade eden bir terim olan 'Mdnnerbund kavramina iligkin
kavramsal tartismasindan yararlanacak ve erkek egemen gii¢ yapilarinin tarihsel olarak
politika yapiminda nasil merkezi bir rol oynadigini kavramsallagtiracaktir. Siyasi
otoritenin erkeksilestirilmis dogasin1 yapibozuma ugratmak ve ataerkil normlari
stirdirme kaliplarin1 analiz etmek, siyasi partilerin ve liderlerin siyaseti nasil
yaptiklarina dair daha miyop bir odak gerektirmektedir. Siyaset yapmak tartismali ve
¢cok yonlii bir konu oldugundan, bu makale, baglami tanimlayan, kamuoyunun
goriisiinii sekillendiren, siyasi konulari g¢erceveleyen ve siyasetin motorlar1 olarak
betimlenen anlatilardan (narratives) ve anlati analizinden (narrative analysis)
yararlanmaktadir. Ampirik olarak c¢alisma, anlatilarin ii¢ temel bilesenine - ortam,
karakterizasyonlar ve olay Orgiisii - odaklanarak, AfD’nin ve BSW’nin liderlerinin ve
onde gelen iiyelerinin Temmuz 2023'ten (BSW'nin kurulusu) Haziran 2024'e (AP
secimleri) kadar Avrupa ve AB hakkinda kullandiklar1 erkeksilestirilmis sdylemleri ve
yapilar agiga ¢ikarmaktadir. Boylelikle, makale Avrupa ve Almanya'nin cinsiyet odakli
mercekler araciligiyla sdylemsel olarak nasil 'olusturuldugunu' ortaya g¢ikaracaktir ve
siyasilerin ulusu ve ulus 6tesini (yeniden) insa etme konusunda popiilist ideallerle nasil
eslestigini yeniden gézden gegirecektir.



Trees in Contemporary Women’s Literature: Trees Struggling for Survival and
Women Narrating Stories

Abstract:

Women characters in Arlin Cigekei’s Servi Nine ve Ug Giizeller (2022), which received
the Duygu Asena Novel Award, and in Sinem Sal’s Behice nin Yarim Kalan Isleri
(2023) give a start to a feminist resistance with the trees that influence them for living
and writing. The trees in these novels bring environmental justice and gender equality
to light instead of being scenery in the background that pleases the people’s eyes,
provides serenity, or decorates the city. The novels show that trees who have memories
are agents that shape the actions of women characters and, accordingly, the novels’
plots. The emotional meaning that Suna attributed to the cypress tree in Servi Nine ve
U¢ Giizeller and Ayse Piiren attributed to the rose tree in Behice 'nin Yarim Kalan Isleri
ignites their struggle against trees being cut down or displaced for the sake of
constructions. The cypress tree is vital for Suna, and the rose tree is essential for Ayse
Piiren because trees teach them to live persistently, to trust in themselves, to embrace
their experiences, and to turn their faces to the future. The texts open a space for
communication between various species on Earth by establishing emotional empathy,
rather than identification, between female characters who suffer from psychological and
physical violence and trees whose rights to live and will are ignored. Furthermore, in
both texts, trees and women’s struggle for survival is constituted by the actions of story
writing/narrating. The tales narrated by Suna and the fanzine written by Ayse Piiren
focus on women’s subjectivity and experience. Moreover, both author characters
communicate face-to-face with their readers/listeners, showing that an individual’s
action can evolve into a collective consciousness. Thus, storytelling/writing becomes a
form of feminist resistance. Drawing on critical plant studies, this paper aims to
examine the role of trees in the novels and women’s writing process. It discusses the
relationship between women’s practice of empowerment through storytelling and tress’
consciousness and agency while referring to Luce Irigaray and Michael Marder’s
Through Vegetal Being and Marder’s Plant-Thinking: A Philosophy of Vegetal Life.

Arlin Cicek¢i’nin Duygu Asena Roman Odiili’nii alan Servi Nine ve Ug¢ Giizeller
(2022) ve Sinem Sal’m Behice 'nin Yarim Kalan Isleri (2023) romanlarindaki kadin
karakterler, kendilerine yasama ve yazma ilhami veren agaclarla birlikte feminist bir
direnis baglatirlar. Bu romanlarda agaglar, géze hitap eden, huzur veren veya sehri
renklendiren manzaralar olarak arka plana itilmek yerine, cevresel adaletin ve
toplumsal cinsiyet esitliginin giindeme getirilmesini saglarlar. Romanlar hafizalar1 olan
agaclarin, kadin karakterlerin yonelislerini dolayisiyla da olay orgiisiinii sekillendiren
failler oldugunu gosterir. Servi Nine ve Ug Giizeller’de Suna’nin servi agacina,
Behice’nin Yarum Kalan Isleri’nde ise Ayse Piiren’in giil agacia yiikledigi duygusal
anlam, onlarin ingaatlar nedeniyle kesilmelerine ya da yerlerinden edilmelerine karsi
verdikleri miicadeleyi atesler. Servi agact Suna, giil agaci ise Ayse Piiren i¢in
yasamsaldir ¢iinkii agaclar onlara inatla yasamayi, kendilerine giivenmeyi,
deneyimlerini sahiplenerek yiizlerini gelecege donmeyi 6gretirler. Metinler psikolojik
ve fiziksel siddete maruz kalan kadin karakterlerle yasam haklar1 ve iradeleri yok
sayilan agaclar arasinda bir 6zdeslik yerine duygudaslik kurarak yeryiiziindeki farkli
canl tiirleri arasindaki iletisime alan agar. Ayrica agaglarin ve kadmlarin verdikleri
varlik miicadelesini her iki metinde de hikaye yazma/anlatma eylemleri meydana
getirir. Suna’nin anlattig1 efsanelerle Ayse Piiren’in yazdigi1 fanzin, kadin 6znelligi ve
deneyimini merkeze alir. Ustelik her iki yazar karakter de okurlariyla/dinleyicileriyle
yliz yiize iletisim kurarak bireysel bir eylemin kolektif bir bilince dogru evrilebilecegini
gosterir. Boylece hikdye anlatmak/yazmak feminist direnis bi¢imi haline gelir. Bu
bildiri, elestirel bitki calismalarindan yararlanarak agac¢larin romanlarda ve kadinlarin
yazma siireclerinde oynadigi rolii incelemeyi hedefler.

Conducting Field Research in the Fields of Gender and Sexuality: Sharing
Experiences and Methodological Reflections

Abstract

There are different gender and sexuality dynamics encountered during every field
research and experienced before, during and after the research. If we place gender and
sexuality at the center of our research question and topic, all these experiences can
become even more complicated. On the other hand, as much as our research question
and topic, the place where we, the researchers, are socially positioned and the ways of
thinking we develop through our reactions and field research (positionality and
reflexivity) can deepen the complexity of these encountered experiences. In addition to
all these, we may also experience secondary traumas, harassment or encountering
various forms of hate speech and violence during our field research. Undoubtedly, all
these become factors that directly affect our research questions, methods and findings.
However, beyond this, when we consider that most of the time -especially as graduate
student researchers- we may not have access to tools that protect our mental health such
as therapy, it is vital to share our feelings and thoughts about all of our experiences in
this field and think about them together. At this point, this workshop aims to create a
meeting point where researchers who have conducted or are conducting field research
in the fields of gender and sexuality can share their field dynamics and experiences,
nourish each other methodologically and be in solidarity. While discussing ways to
cope with the difficulties we experience in our field research, it also aims to contribute
to the accumulation of knowledge and awareness in this field. This workshop invites
researchers who conduct field research in the fields of gender and sexuality to both
participate in in-depth discussions methodologically and to strengthen the solidarity of
our community by sharing their personal experiences. Ultimately, it is aimed to create a
stronger, more resilient and more inclusive research environment through sharing and
solidarity in gender and sexuality studies.



Toplumsal Cinsiyet ve Cinsellik Alanlarinda Saha Arastirmasi Yapmak: Deneyim
Paylasimi ve Metodolojik Yansimalar

Ozet

Her saha arastirmasi sirasinda karsilasilan ve arastirma Oncesinde, siiresince ve sonrasinda
deneyimlenen farkli toplumsal cinsiyet ve cinsellik dinamikleri mevcuttur. Eger arastirma
sorumuzun ve konumuzun merkezine toplumsal cinsiyet ve cinselligi oturtmussak, tiim bu
deneyimler daha da karmasiklasabilir. Ote yandan, arastirma sorumuz ve konumuz kadar,
biz aragtirmacilarin toplumsal olarak konumlandigi yer ve saha arastirmasi esnasinda
verdigi tepkiler ile gelistirdigi diisiinme bigimleri (positionality ve reflexivity) de bu
karsilagilan deneyimlerin karmasikligini derinlestirebilir. Tiim bunlarin yaninda, saha
arastirmalarimiz esnasinda ikincil travmalar edinme, tacize ugrama veya cesitli nefret
sOylemleri ve siddet tiirleri ile karsilagsma gibi deneyimler de yasanabilir. Siiphesiz ki tiim
bunlar, arastirma sorularimizi, yontemlerimizi ve bulgularimizi dogrudan etkileyen
faktorler haline gelmektedir. Fakat bunun da 6tesinde, ¢ogu zaman -6zellikle lisansiistii
Ogrencisi arastirmacilar olarak- terapi gibi ruhsal sagligimizi korumaya yonelik araglara
erisemeyebildigimizi de diisiindiigiimiizde, tiim bu sahada yasadiklarimiza dair duygu ve
diisiincelerimizi birbirimizle paylagarak tizerine birlikte diistinmek hayati bir dnem tagur.

Bu noktada bu atdlye, toplumsal cinsiyet ve cinsellik alanlarinda saha arastirmasi yapmis
ya da yapmakta olan arastirmacilarin saha dinamiklerini ve deneyimlerini paylasacaklari,
metodolojik olarak birbirlerini besleyecekleri ve dayanisma iginde olabilecekleri bir
bulusma noktasi olusturmay1 hedeflemektedir. Saha arastirmalarimizda deneyimledigimiz
zorluklarla basa ¢ikma yollarim tartisirken, ayn1 zamanda bu alandaki bilgi birikimine ve
farkindaliga katkida bulunmak da amacglanmaktadir. Bu atdlye, toplumsal cinsiyet ve
cinsellik alanlarinda saha aragtirmasi yapan arastirmacilari, hem metodolojik olarak
derinlemesine tartigmalara katilmaya hem de kisisel deneyimlerini paylasarak
toplulugumuzun dayanigmasini giiglendirmeye davet etmektedir. Nihayetinde, birlikte
toplumsal cinsiyet ve cinsellik ¢alismalarinda paylasma ve dayanisma yoluyla daha giiclii,
daha direngli ve daha kapsayici bir arastirma ortami yaratmak amaclanmaktadir.



Dynamics of sexual violence disclosures: Affective solidarities and internal struggles
within feminist spaces

Yagmur Cagatay

Abstract

As in other contexts, feminist disclosures have become increasingly common within
university feminist circles in Turkey in recent years, mainly as a response to the
shortcomings of institutional mechanisms for handling sexual violence complaints. As a
result of the dissonance created by experiences of sexual violence, survivors often come
together in affective solidarities to carry out disclosures not as isolated individual acts,
but as collective actions. However, despite their growing prevalence and the solidarities
they generate, disclosures are also highly controversial. Not only do they attract debates
and ill reactions from external parties, but the practice of feminist disclosures and how
they are carried out also raises significant questions within feminist groups. On this
basis, this paper revolves around the question of solidarity and the internal disputes
within and between feminist networks while exploring both the empowering and fragile
aspects of solidarity. I argue that while disclosures can be empowering and liberating
acts, they also come with challenges and deadlocks that can harm both survivors and
solidarities, due to (i) the obligation placed on survivors to speak out and (ii) the
framing of how to do so. In tandem with this argument, I investigate how these
complexities are recognized and negotiated within feminist spaces. This paper is based
on a segment of the research I conducted for my master’s thesis through in-depth
interviews and participant observation. Overall, it explores how subtle forms of
violence can be reproduced within solidarity groups as well as the discussions
surrounding the implications of the de-privatization of experiences of sexual violence
while highlighting the heterogeneity within feminist groups.



Cinsel Siddet ifsalarmn Dinamikleri: Feminist Alanlarda Dayamisma ve Icsel
Catismalar

Ozet

Bir pratik olarak feminist ifsalar, 6zellikle cinsel siddet sikayetlerine dair mevcut olan
kurumsal mekanizmalarin yetersizliginden de dolayi, {liniversite feminist ¢evrelerinde
son yillarda giderek daha da yaygin hale geldi. Bu baglamda, kurtulanlarin, yasadiklar1
cinsel siddet deneyimlerinin yarattigt uyumsuzluktan hareketle ifsalarini yalnizca
bireysel degil, kolektif eylemler olarak gergeklestirmek amaciyla affective solidarities
icinde bir araya geldigi kesisimlere odaklaniyorum. Ancak, etraflarinda yeni
dayanigmalar iireten bu ifsalar, yayginlasmalarina ragmen oldukg¢a tartismali bir
zeminde duruyorlar. Bu tartismalar yalnizca dis ¢evrelerden gelen tepkilerle sinirh
kalmiyor, ayn1 zamanda feminist ifsa pratigi ve bu pratigin nasil gergeklestirilecegi
konusunda feminist gruplar i¢inde de 6nemli sorular doguruyor. Bu ¢er¢evede, makale,
feminist aglar arasindaki dayanigsma ve igsel tartismalara odaklanirken dayanigmanin
hem gii¢lendirici hem de kirilgan yonlerini ele aliyor. Ana argiimanim, ifsalarin
gliclendirici ve Ozgiirlestirici eylemler olabilmesinin yani sira, (i) kurtulanlara yiiklenen
konusma zorunlulugu ve (ii) bu konugmanin nasil yapilacagina dair ¢izilen ¢ergeveler
konusundaki anlagmazliklar nedeniyle, hem kurtulanlara hem de dayanismalara zarar
verebilecek zorluklar ve c¢ikmazlarla birlikte geldigi. Bu argiimana paralel olarak,
feminist alanlarda bu karmasikliklarin nasil tanindigimi ve miizakere edildigini
inceliyorum. Yiiksek lisans tezim icin gerceklestirdigim derinlemesine goriismeler ve
katilimer gozlemler temelinde hazirlanan aragtirmanin bir kesitine dayanan bu makale,
genel hatlartyla, dayanigsma gruplart i¢inde daha iistii kapali siddet bigcimlerinin nasil
yeniden iiretilebilecegini, cinsel siddet deneyimlerinin mahremiyetinin kaldirilmasinin
sonuglarina dair tartismalar1 ve feminist gruplar icindeki heterojenligi vurgulayan bir
inceleme {izerine kurulu.



The Resistance of the Borderless: The Struggles of Ugandan Women Sex Workers in
Istanbul

Yeliz Kendir Gok
Cankir1 Karatekin University

Abstract

How do Ugandan women sex workers under the influence of domination strategies
resist these pressures and develop survival tactics? This study, based on a doctoral
thesis involving extensive interviews with twelve Ugandan women sex workers and
conducted through fieldwork in Istanbul, deeply examines the experiences of these
women. Through fieldwork spanning approximately two years, the racialized and
sexualized othering practices experienced by these women are analyzed in historical
and contemporary contexts. The aim of the research is to understand the defense
mechanisms and resistance tactics developed by Ugandan women sex workers against
the forms of male domination they encounter. Utilizing the concept of “hidden
transcripts” by James C. Scott, an important figure in resistance studies, the forms and
maneuvers of women’s resistance against domination are thoroughly analyzed. This
study examines the experiences of Ugandan women sex workers in Turkey from a
feminist perspective, focusing on the dynamics of domination and resistance at the
intersection of gender, race, and class.

Ozet
Tahakkiim stratejilerinin etkisi altindaki Ugandali kadin seks iscileri, bu baskilara kars1
nasil direnmekte ve hayatta kalma taktikleri gelistirmektedir? Istanbul’da
gerceklestirilen saha galismasiyla, on iki Ugandali kadin seks is¢isi ile yapilan kapsamli
goriismelere dayanan doktora tezi kapsaminda olusturulan bu g¢alisma, kadinlarin
yasadiklar1 deneyimleri derinlemesine incelemektedir. Yaklagik iki yil siiren saha
calismasi araciligiyla, kadinlarin 1rksallastirilmis ve cinsellestirilmis Gtekilestirme
pratikleri tarihsel ve gilincel baglamlarda ele alinmaktadir. Arastirmanin amaci,
Ugandali kadin seks is¢ilerinin karsilastiklar1 eril tahakkiim formlarina karsi
gelistirdikleri savunma mekanizmalarin1 ve direnis taktiklerini anlamaktir. Direnis
caligmalar1 alaninda 6nemli bir isim olan James C. Scott’un “gizli senaryolar” kavrami
kullanilarak, kadinlarin tahakkiim karsisindaki direnis bic¢imleri ve manevralari
derinlemesine analiz edilmektedir. Bu ¢alisma, Ugandali kadin seks iscilerinin
Tirkiye’deki deneyimlerini feminist bir perspektiften degerlendirerek, toplumsal
cinsiyet, irk ve sinifin kesisimindeki tahakkiim ve direnis dinamiklerini incelemektedir.



Incompatible Men in the Square of Man(liness): Orhan Midhat’s Kanli Muasaka

Abstract

Orhan Midhat Barbaros’s long story/novel Kanli Muasaka (1917) tells the dilemmas
faced by the protagonist, who does not want to participate in the war because he
will break up with his lover but is forced to join the war under the pressure of his
family and his lover. The narrative is shaped by the efforts of the man who does not
want to fight to be declared a “incompatible” in the eyes of society and to be
“tamed” through indoctrination. The individual is drawn into this incompatibility
through his actions, his body, and what ideal masculinity characterizes him as. As
Robert Connell states in his book Masculinities (2019), which shaped masculinity
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studies, masculinities are divided into “hegemonic”, “complicit”, “marginalized”
and “subordinated”. Although these categories cover most men, they do not reflect
the differentiated nature of the struggle with power. The transformation experienced
by the narrator does not fully overlap with the concepts above. Therefore, the term
“incompatible” is deliberately chosen to describe the anti-hero in this study. Making
the incompatible male visible opens this work to a discourse quite different from the
war narratives of its period. However, in the end, it is again articulated in the state
discourse. The study claims that the fact that the man with an appearance far from
the warrior Turkish identity is at the center causes the work not to enter the canon.
So much so that the rapid evolution of the anti-hero into a hero at the end of the
work does not change the result; before analyzing this work, which occupies an
unknown position in the relationship between war and masculinity, the conceptual
dimension of masculinity will be discussed. In this way, it will be more
understandable how the struggle in which the narrator takes part differs from the
classical struggle of the battlefield, what ideal masculinity expects in the process of
national identity construction, and which tools it uses to fulfill its expectations.
Since the author and the work are not very visible in the literature, information
about the work and its author will be given first, and then the traces of the struggle

for manhood in the text will be focused on.



Er(lik) Meydanindaki Uyumsuz Erkekler: Orhan Midhat’in Kanli Muasaka’s1

Ozet

Orhan Midhat Barbaros’un Kanli Muasaka (1917) adli uzun Oykiisii/roman
sevgilisinden ayrilacagi gerekgesiyle savasa katilmak istemeyen ancak ailesinin ve
sevgilisinin baskisiyla savasa katilmak zorunda kalan kahramanin yasadig
ikilemleri anlatir. Anlati kurgusu itibariyle savasmak istemeyen erkegin toplum
nezdinde “uyumsuz” ilan edilip telkinlerle “yola getirilme” c¢abalar1 {izerine
sekillenir. Bireyin eylemleriyle, bedeniyle ve ideal erkekligin kendisini
nitelendirdikleriyle s6z konusu uyumsuzlugun igerisine ¢ekilir. Robert Connell’in
erkeklik caligmalarina yon veren Erkeklikler (2019) adli kitabinda belirttigi iizere
erkeklikler “hegemonik”, “su¢ ortaklar1”, “marjinal” ve “madun” olmak {izere
ayrilir. Bu kategoriler erkeklerin biiyilik bir ¢ogunlugunu kapsasa da erkle girisilen
miicadelenin farklilasan dogasin1 yansitmamaktadir. Nitekim anlat1 kisisinin
yasadigr doniisiim, bahsi gegen kavramlarla tam olarak ortiismez. Dolayisiyla bu
calismada “uyumsuz” ifadesi anti-kahramani tanimlamak i¢in bilhassa secilmistir.
Uyumsuz erkegin goriiniir kilinmasi bu eseri donemindeki savas anlatilarindan
oldukca farkli bir sdyleme agilmasina sebebiyet verir. Ancak sonu itibariyle yine
devlet soylemine eklemlenir. Caligmanin iddias1 savas¢i Tiirk hiiviyetinden uzak bir
goriiniime sahip erkegin merkezde yer almasi s6z konusu eserin kanona
giremeyisine sebebiyet verdigidir. Oyle ki anti-kahramanin eserin sonunda hizl bir
sekilde kahramana evrimi de sonucu degistirmez. Savas ve erkek(lik) iliskisinde
cok bilinmeyen bir konumda yer alan bu eserin incelenmesinden dnce erkeklige dair
kavramsal boyut tartisilacaktir. Boylelikle anlati kisisinin iginde yer aldigi
miicadelenin er meydaninin klasik miicadelesinden hangi yonlerden ayrildigi ve
ideal erkekligin milli kimlik insa siirecinde neler bekledigi, beklentilerini temin
etmek i¢in hangi araglar1 kullandig1 daha anlagilir olacaktir. Yazarinin ve eserinin
literatiirde ¢ok¢a goriinlir olmamasi nedeniyle oncelikle eser ve yazari hakkinda
bilgi verilecek ardindan erkeklik miicadelesinin metindeki izlerine odaklanilacaktir.
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Abstract

An unmarried woman is very easy to lose in migration history. She might travel as
temporarily part of another family. Or she might get married and shed the name with
which she has been trackable in documents. She is also almost always absent as a
protagonist in citizenship history. In the late 19th/early 20th century, her nationality
was dependent on her father's until she got married when she took on the citizenship of
her husband. In this paper I follow one particular female subject from the Ottoman
empire to the United States to compare how women came to state visibility or
invisibility according to different nationality laws. This paper draws from long-term
research on Ottoman Armenian terk-i tabiiyet from 1896-1908 and the analysis of
documents relating to more than 4300 individuals who left the Ottoman empire through
this process.

Kadin Oznelerin Simir Otesi Tabiiyeti

Go¢ kayitlarinda evli olmayan bir kadinin izini kaybetmek son derece kolay. Gegici bir
stire i¢in bir bagka aile ile birlikte yolculuk yapmis olabilir ya da evlilik nedeniyle
kendisini belgelerde bulmayr miimkiin kilan adi degismis olabilir. Vatandaglik
tarihgelerinde ise ana karakter olarak kadina hemen hemen hi¢ bir zaman rastlamiyoruz.
19.yy sonlar1 ve 20.yy baslarinda bir kadinin vatandashgil evlenene kadar babasi
tizerinden, evlilik sonrasinda ise esi iizerinden tanimlanmaktadir. Bu sunumda tek bir
kadin gé¢menin izinde Osmanli imparatorlugundan Amerika’ya tabiiyet yasalarmin
kadinlarin  devlet goziinde goriiniir ve gorlinmez hale gelmeleri acisindan
karsilastirtyorum. Bu calisma, 1896-1908 yillar1 arasi yiiriirliikkte olan terk-i tabiyet
stireci ile ilgili genis ¢apl bir arastirmanin bulgularia ve bu siiregte Osmanli’y1 terk
eden 4300°den fazla bireyle ilgili belgelerin analizine dayaniyor.
